LAST TIME OUT: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies beat the New Hampshire
Fisher Cats, 3-2,in 11 innings on Tuesday, led by JT Schwartz's go-ahead
two-run homer in the 11th. Schwartz extended his hit streak to 19 games
and on-base streak to 23 games. Tyler Stuart allowed one run over six
innings with five strikeouts. Carlos Guzman (1.0 IP), Junior Santos (2.0 IP)
and Paul Gervase (2.0 IP) did not allow an ER over five frames combined.

JT SMOOVE: First baseman JT Schwartz was promoted to Triple-A Syracuse
today, and was on a tear at the time of his promotion. Schwartz hit a go-
ahead two-run home run in the 11th inning on Tuesday. He was riding a
19-game hit streak, dating back to June 12, which was the longest active
streak and tied for the longest streak of the season in the Eastern League.

He is riding a five-game
hit streak with six hits, one home run, three doubles, four runs batted in,
and five runs scored in that span. At the time of Consuegra's promotion, he
was the High-A Brooklyn franchise leader in GP, HR, RBI, H, 2B, & XBHs.
