Next Stop of the Road Trip
Reading opens a six-game series tonight at New Hampshire. It’s the back-half of a season-long 12-game road trip. New Hampshire leads the season 
series 8-4, which includes a 4-2 record in Manchester. The two teams meet 12 times over the next four weeks.

A Strong Start to the Trip
Reading’s hopes of a six-game sweep were quieted Sunday by Hartford, in a 4-3 loss. Cam Cannon homered and the bullpen pitched 3.1 scoreless 
frames behind Zach Haake. Overall, Reading went 5-1 on the trip to Hartford. The R-Phils hit .294 over the week and had an ERA of 2.55. Their 
average was best in the Eastern League last week, and ERA ranked third in the league.

Pedrique Closing in on 1K
Reading Manager Al Pedrique sits just two wins shy of 1,000 in his Major/Minor League managerial career. Pedrique’s win totals with each 	
organization have been: Royals (102), Astros (158), Diamondbacks (225), Yankees (394), Miami (75) and Phillies (44).

Dunn’s Week
Oliver Dunn had a stellar week at Hartford. He hit .462 (12-26), with four homers, 11 RBI, seven runs scored and seven extra-base hits. Dunn also 
reached base at a .500 clip, slugged 1.038 and had a 1.538 OPS. The series included two three-hit games, including being a triple-shy of the cycle on 
Wednesday night. He also hit two home runs on Wednesday, which marked the second time he’s done that this season.

Making Moves
Reading’s roster continues to change over the last few weeks, which included four more moves entering this week’s series. Matthew Kroon and Max 
McDowell both earned promotions to Triple-A Lehigh Valley. Kroon is having a career year, hitting .319, after missing all, but two games, in 2022 
with an injury. McDowell has proved to be a steady prescence behind the plate, and hit .333 last week at Hartford. Reading added catcher Arturo 
De Freitas and infiedler Nick Ward from High-A Jersey Shore. De Freitas has thrown out 30% of base stealers this season and nearly 40% in his 
career. Ward is from Kennett Square, PA, and signed with the Phillies this offseason after playing Indepedent Baseball and for Great Britain in the 
World Baseball Classic. Ward played collegiately at nearby West Chester Univeristy and is hitting .270 over 94 games this season for the Blue Claws.

After being rained out last night, the Phillies play a doubleheader with Washington today. Lehigh Valley was victorious Sunday over Buffalo 6-4 
Darick Hall and Scott Kingery had big games. Jersey Shore shutout Brooklyn 6-0 on Sunday as Otto Kemp and Jared Carr each registered two hits. 
Clearwater gell 8-4 to Lakeland Sunday as Emaarion Boyd, Chad Castillo and Jordan Viars each registered two hits for the Threshers.

New Hampshire’s lost a lot of its ros-
ter recently as Sem Robberse and Adam Kloffenstein were traded to the Cardinals for Jordan Hicks. They’ve also recently lost Phil Clarke, Connor 
Cooke, Jimmy Robbins, Andrew Bash and Orelvis Martinez to Triple-A Buffalo. Top prospect Ricky Tiedemann is currently on rehab assignement. 

Cats on the Bump
Rigthy Chad Dallas gets the start tonight for New Hampshire. Dallas made one start against Reading, on June 1, and suffered the loss while allow-
ing five runs and six walks over 4.1 innings. Overall, he’s 4-1 with a 4.60 ERA over 11 starrs (58.2 IP, 47 H, 27 BB, 57 SO). Dallas began the season 
with High-A Vancouver, where he went 2-0 with a 2.03 ERA over five starts before being called up to Double-A on May 16. Dallas made his pro de-
but, and spent all of 2022, with Vancouver, where he posted a 1-7 record and 4.60 ERA over 21 starts. He was drafted by the Blue Jays in the fourth 
round in 2021 out of Tennessee. He was a Second-Team All-American in 2021 as he went 11-2 over 17 games for the Volunteers. Dallas spent 2019 
as Panola College in Texas before transferring to Tennessee. His brother, Jack, pitched at Lamar University and dad played collegiately as well.
