PITCH CITY DEBUT: Right-hander Alexander Cornielle will make his Triple-A
debut on Wednesday night against Gwinnett. He made 26 starts for Double-A
Biloxi, going 5-8 with a 3.88 ERA over 123.0 IP with 116 strikeouts. He ranked T-1st
in the Southern League in games started, 8th in strikeouts, 8th in ERA, 9th in
BAA (.230), and 10th in WHIP (1.35).

LUIS URTHREEAS: Luis Urias continued his hot start since joining the Sounds
with another multi-RBI performance in Tuesday's series opener against Gwinnett.
Since joining the Sounds last Wednesday in Norfolk, Urias is hitting .389 (7-for-18)
with three doubles, a home run, and seven RBI in his first five games. His double
on Tuesday gave him an extra base hit in four of his five games played and he

has three walks to just three strikeouts. His three RBI on Tuesday night were the
most he has had in a game this season and the most since driving in four RBI on
September 4, 2024, with the Mariners against the Athletics.

SWIPING LEFT AND RIGHT: Jared Oliva continues to move up the Sounds
single-season stolen base record list, getting three more on Tuesday night to tie
Tommy Barrett for the third-most in Sounds history. Sitting at 53 with 11 games
remaining in the 2025 season, Oliva now trails Otis Nixon (61, 1982) for second
on the Sounds all-time list. His 53 steals this season are tied for the seventh most
in the International League since 1988. Tuesday night was his second time with
three stolen bases in a game this year, making him the first Nashville player to
have multiple 3-steal games in 2025.

BIG Z TIME: Bruce Zimmermann worked his team-leading sixth quality start

and second in his last three outings. The only non-quality start in his last three
games was the six scoreless innings last Wednesday night piggybacking off LHP
Robert Gasser. Tuesday night marked the 10th time in 27 appearances (20 GS)
that the southpaw worked 6.0 IP in a game this season. Zimmermann earned

his third straight win on Tuesday night, improving to 9-7 on the year. With two
potential starts left in the season, he would have a chance to match his single
season career-high for wins (11) which he set in 2018 while pitching for three
different teams across two organizations (Atlanta & Baltimore). His nine wins this
year are tied for the third-most in the International League and second-most for a
Nalshville pitcher behind Logan Henderson (10) who last pitched for the Sounds on
July 26.

WALK THIS WAY: After drawing nine walks in Sunday's series finale against
Norfolk, the Sounds drew another eight in the opener against Gwinnett. Nashville
scored their eight runs on just four hits. Nashville currently ranks sixth in the
International League with 578 walks on the year while the Stripers have the third
fewest walks issued by their pitching staff with 500. The eight walks issued were
tied for the third most they have had in a game this year (7th time).

STEW-WE-MAMA: Steward Berroa posted arguably his best game in a Sounds
uniform on Sunday, going 2-for-5 with a homer and four RBI. It was a season-high
in RBI and tied his single-game career-high for RBI, matching what he did on June
4, 2022, while playing for High-A Vancouver. Sunday was also his second muti-hit
game in 19 games played since arriving in Nashville and he had reached base in
three of the four games he has appeared in for Nashville this month.

TUCKER TIME: Tucker Davidson made one of his best starts for the Nashville
Sounds on Sunday against the Tides. Davidson punched out five batters and
allowed three hits over 4.0 shutout innings. It is the first scoreless performance
for the right-hander this season in his four starts since signing with the Brewers,
and his first scoreless start since notching 5.0 scoreless frames in a start for
Norfolk on June 30, 2024.
