D-Backs #12 overall prospect was solid in 2024, posting a 
4.61 ERA with 102 punchouts in 95.2 frames with the Aces 
before being forced to shut down for the season due to a 
right forearm strain suffered in late July... The 22-year-old 
made his MLB debut on 7/3/24 against the Los Angeles Dodg-
ers. He allowed four runs in three frames, walking three and 
striking out two including Shohei Ohtani... Mena was efficient 
in three starts against the Aviators last season, allowing just 
three runs (two earned) in 16 innings, punchouts out 16 and 
walking eight. In what was arguably his best appearance, and 
his last of 2024, Mena limited Las Vegas to one unearned run 
with six strikeouts and three walks... The youngster will look 
to start his 2025 season with a win in Sunday's series finale.
