Braxton Ashcraft, Sean Sullivan, Noe Toribio, Justin Meis, Grant Ford, Tyler Samaniego and Oliver
Garcia set the franchise record for most pitchers to throw in a Curve shutout win in a 9-inning game.

ISECOND HALF SWINGS: Through 3 weeks of play in the Second Half, the Curve have several players among the Eastern
League Leaders. Matt Frazier has hit safely in 8-of-9 July games and ranks 3rd in the EL in Batting Average (.348), and 4th in
0BP (.434).
