RIVERDOGS SWEEP DOUBLEHEADER: The Delmarva Shorebirds were narrowly defeated in both of Saturday's
games against the Charleston RiverDogs. In game one, Delmarva led 2-0 after five innings as Erison Placen-

cia put the Shorebirds ahead early with an RBI single with Stiven Acevedo doubling the lead in the fifth on a
solo homer. But the RiverDogs would rally and tie the game in the sixth with a two-run home run off the bat

of Xavier Isaac. Delmarva then fell behind in the seventh after two-out, RBI singles by Chandler Simpson and
Cooper Kinney, helping the RiverDogs take game one 4-2. In the nightcap, Delmarva jumped off to a 2-0 lead in
the first on a two-run single by Anderson De Los Santos. However, Charleston would rally again as they score
one run in the fifth and sixth to tie the game at two. The game would head to extras where the RiverDogs put
up three runs in the top of the eighth to go-ahead 5-2. The Shorebirds would answer on an RBI double by Noel-
berth Romero to pull within two at 5-3, but Delmarva would leave the tying runs in scoring position and fall by
two runs as Charleston clinched a series victory by sweeping the doubleheader.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: Deivy Cruz takes the mound for the Shorebirds in the series finale and he looks to pick up

a fourth straight winning decision. His mound opponent will be Jake Christianson who will be appearing for the

second time in the series after pitching in relief on Tuesday night. The right-hander from Feather River Junior

College will be making his seventh start of the season and it will be the fourth time he faces Delmarva. This

slelasonk, Christianson has thrown 11.1 total innings against the Shorebirds and has allowed 3 runs on 7 hits with
strikeouts.

BACK LIKE HE NEVER LEFT: Trendon Craig has had an instant impact for the for the Shorebirds since rejoining
the team on June 9 after two months on the IL. In 25 games since returning, Craig is slashing .310/.431/.494
with 11 extra-base hits, 13 RBI, and 14 stolen bases. Craig has reached base safely in 29 of 31 games with the
Shorebirds and has multiple hits in 11 of his 31 games with Delmarva.

During his current run, he was named the Carolina League
Player of the Week for June 20-25 versus Augusta, featuring a game where he went yard twice, his second
multi-homer game of his career. He also hit the first grand slam of the season for the Shorebirds on July 2, help-
ing Delmarva edge Lynchburg 4-1. Basallo had a season-long 14-game on base streak snapped on July 22.

HEY STIVEN: Stiven Acevedo has come out of the All-Star break hot as he has a hit in six straight games. He has
especially thrived batting in the leadoff spot in his last five starts as he has three multi-hit games while scoring
four runs, and stealing three bases in that short span.

HEATING UP AT THE HOT CORNER: Third basemen Anderson De Los Santos has begun find his stride at the
plate. After picking up a walk-off hit in extra innings against Augusta on June 24, De Los Santos is batting .269
in his last 18 games with 7 extra base hits and 10 RBI. The 19 year old is batting .304 during the month of July
with 5 multi-hit games.

FROM THE BOTTOM TO THE TOP: The Shorebirds return home to face the Charleston RiverDogs. Both teams
finished the first half at the bottom of their respective divisions and now they enter the series as the current
division front runners. Delmarva will look to get revenge on Charleston as they dropped four of six games at
the Joe in MaK.
