First in MiLB: Lansing first baseman T.J. Schofield-Sam is batting .358 entering play tonight, 1st in all of Minor League Baseball, 
let alone the Midwest League.

Best in Class: On the subject of Schofield-Sam, the native Canadian went 2-for-5 yesterday with two singles, and now leads the 
Midwest Leauge in total bases (110), base hits (73) and HBPs (17), ranks 2nd in OPS (.968) and slugging (.539), and is tied for 3rd 
in runs scored (41) and 4th in on-base percentage (.429).

Central Perk: 2023 Lugnut Jack Perkins was named the Pacific Coast League Pitcher of the Week last week after striking out ten 
batters in five innings last week for Triple-A Las Vegas, then followed up with 12 strikeouts in 6 1/3 innings of two-hit ball yesterday. 
For the year, the Indiana product has 61 strikeouts in 39 innings, allowing a .175 average with a 1.00 WHIP.

3-2-1... Contact: The Nuts are the most difficult team to strike out in Minor League Baseball, whiffing 6.97 times per game (418 
strikeouts in 60 games). The Erie SeaWolves, one stop above West Michigan on the Tigers’ organizational ladder, are in second at 
7.25 strikeouts per game (435 in 60 games).

Two For the Price of One: The Lugnuts have 63 double plays for the season, most in the Midwest League, two behind Hillsboro for 
the High-A lead, and six behind Round Rock for the MiLB lead. Jake Garland (10 double plays), who coaxed four straight double 
plays on Wednesday, is two behind the Minor League leader... his own teammate, Nathan Dettmer, who induced seven double plays 
in eight games with Stockton and five double plays in four starts for Lansing.

Mark it Down: Closer Mark Adamiak has 10 saves this season, one away from the MiLB saves lead..

Welcome to Lansing: 6-foot-8 left-hander Jack Mahoney made his Athletics organizational debut and affiliated MiLB debut on 
Wednesday, entering in relief in the eighth inning and striking out the first five Whitecaps he faced. Mahoney is the 967th player in the 
history of the Lansing Lugnuts and the 37th used this year (including the 20th different pitcher). The native of Appleton, Wisc., had 
his contract purchased from the independent Atlantic League’s Staten Island FerryHawks on Monday.
 
At the Plate: The Lugnuts rank 2nd in the Midwest League in batting average (.258), 2nd in base hits (512), 2nd in doubles (116), 
3rd in on-base percentage (.356), 3rd in total bases (763) and 3rd in OPS (.741).

Major League Nuts

2000: The Clinton LumberKings’ Scott Dunn fired a 7-0 perfect game, the first time that the Lugnuts were no-hit in franchise history.

2007: Great Lakes southpaw Clayton Kershaw, the future NL Cy Young Award winner, fired seven scoreless innings with eight strikeouts, allowing four 
singles and two walks, and the host Loons topped the Lugnuts, 7-3.

2024: Jake Garland, Grant Judkins and Colton Johnson combined to throw the fourth no-hitter in Lansing Lugnuts franchise history, silencing the Cedar 
Rapids Kernels, 8-0, at Jackson® Field™. The Kernels had piled up 20 hits in the series opener, a 15-7 win, and 13 hits in the second game, a 7-3 victory. 
But in the third game of the six-game series, they found only three walks and an HBP, stymied for five innings by Garland, who whiffed six; 2 2/3 innings 
by Judkins, who fanned three; and the final 1 1/3 in perfect fashion by Johnson, who struck out two, firing a 95-mph fastball past Kernels standout Rubel 
Cespedes to finish things with a flourish. It was the Nuts’ second ever no-hitter at home.

In a Nutshell: Enters second season in the Midwest League... started Lugnuts’ third game of the year, April 
6 at Fort Wayne, and fanned eight TinCaps in four hitless innings... April 19 at Wisconsin: tossed the first 
complete game of the season in the Midwest League, firing six innings in the series finale, : 75 pitches, 47 
strikes, seven hits, two runs, one walk, one strikeout, in a 2-0 loss – the Lugnuts’ only loss of the series.

No-No History: Facing the Cedar Rapids Kernels on June 13, 2024, relieved Jake Garland to open the 
6th inning and tossed 2 2/3 hitless innings, walking one and striking out three, as part of the Lugnuts’ 8-0 
combined no-hitter of the Kernels... it was the 4th no-hitter in franchise history as well as the first home 
no-hitter since 2003.
