NORFOLK SERIES:  The Bulls split their six-game set against the Tides 3-games-to-3.  It’s the second straight split between the two 
clubs, after they broke even at the DBAP in mid-April.  The series marked the return of Carson Williams, who was optioned by the Rays 
earlier in the week.  Williams proceeded to go 3-9 with five RBI in two games at shortstop.  Brody Hopkins notched his first Triple-A win, 
throwing five sparkling no-hit innings against the Tides on Friday, fanning nine while walking only one.  It was Hopkins’ first relief 
appearance of his pro career. 
 
HOME TO CHARLOTTE:  The Bulls play their second series of the season against Charlotte, having split six games at the DBAP April14-
19.  The Bulls are 0-3 against the Knights in 2026, having been swept at Truist Field to open the season. 
 
UPCOMING:  The Bulls head back home to face the Charlotte Knights Tuesday, June 2nd through Sunday, June 7th.  The Bulls are 0-3 
against the Knights in 2026, having been swept at Truist Field to open the season.  The Knights clobbered the Bulls on Opening Day 19-2, 
but then the Bulls lost a pair of tight one-run affairs in last at-bats (11th inning, 9th inning) to be swept.  The Bulls hit just .158 across the 
three games (15-95) with an inflated 7.33 ERA.  Eighteen of the 22 ER allowed by the Bulls occurred in the first game (19IP/4ER, 1.89ERA 
in the other two games).  Durham hit two homers in the mini-series, one by Tre Morgan (on IL since April 2nd) and the other by Victor 
Mesa (now in Tampa). 
 
TRANSACTION WIRE:  Jon Heasley was returned to the Rays and placed on the injured list.  RH Trevor Martin was optioned to the Bulls 
as Mason Englert was recalled.  Hayden Snelsire was assigned to Durham from Double-A Montgomery. 
 
CONNECTIONS:  Ben Peoples was originally drafted by the Rays in the 22nd round in 2019.  Peoples appeared in 35g for Durham in 2025 
(2-2, 2.65) before being dealt to the Chicago White Sox on the trading deadline day in 2025 (with Davitt and Curtis Mead)  
Duncan Davitt made four starts in 2025 with Durham after being drafted originally by the Rays from the University of Iowa.  Davitt, who 
made his MLB debut on April 10th for Chicago (1IP/0ER v KC), was traded to Chicago last July with Ben Peoples and Curtis Mead for 
Adrian Houser.  Joe Rock was traded May 19th to Chicago for IF Oliver Dunn.  Rock appeared in 72 games across portions of three 
seasons with Durham (2024-2026).  Rock made his MLB debut June 28th, 2025 for the Rays.  Dru Baker was originally drafted by the Rays 
in the 4th round of 2021.  Baker played 17g in 2025 before getting injured.  He was later traded to the White Sox.  Everson Pereira played 
eight games with Durham in 2025 before heading to the Rays.
