SPRING CLEANING IN SAN JOSE: The Fresno Grizzlies (3-0) dusted away the San Jose Giants (0-3) 9-5
Sunday afternoon from Excite Ballpark. The Grizzlies enjoyed their first series sweep of the Giants since the
California League Playoffs in 2022. Fresno also swept their first series at Excite Ballpark since joining the
league in 2021. The Grizzlies offense plated nine runs on nine hits, patiently drawing 13 walks (8 of 9 starters)
and two hit-by-pitches. Fresno netted a run in six of their nine innings, despite being out-hit by San Jose

(11 hits). Jake Snider finished his contest a double shy of the cycle, tallying three RBI, two runs and a walk.
Snider’s triple resulted in a run and his two-run homer in the ninth was the final dagger. Fresno starter Jace
Kaminska (1-0, win) relished the run support, hurling five scoreless innings. Kaminska allowed four hits and
one walk while striking out six. Welinton Herrera and Tyler Hoffman permitted all of the runs, but combined
for seven punchouts. Brady Hill dazzled for his first save of the year, giving him two career wins and a save
at his old college stomping grounds.

GRIZZLIES MAKING THE GIANTS FEEL LITTLE: Dominating both offensively and defensively, the Grizzlies
clawed the Giants by outscoring them 30-14 across the three-game series and striking out an astounding 33
batters, consistently achieving double-digit strikeouts in each game (10, 10, 13).

JAKE IS DEFINITELY NOT ON THE “SNIDE”R: Outfielder Jake Snider had an impressive first series in San
Jose, going 5-for-10 (500 AVG/.688 OBP/1.100 SLG/1.788 OPS) with one homer, one triple, one double, four
RBI, eight runs and five walks. Snider’s triple was his 11th in a Grizzlies uniform, putting him two triples shy of
joining the Grizzlies Top 10 Career Records. Juan Melo and Roger Kieschnick are tied for ninth with 13 triples.

INFO ABOUT INLAND EMPIRE: The Fresno Grizzlies and Inland Empire 66ers (Los Angeles Angels Single-A
affiliate) start a six-game series tonight at Chukchansi Park. This is the first of two regular season series
between the clubs in 2024 and the only meeting this year in Fresno. The 66ers are the current affiliate of

the Los Angeles Angels and have been a part of the Angels system since 2011. Prior to teaming up with the
Angels, the 66ers had ties to the Los Angeles Dodgers (1995-2000, 2007-2010) and Seattle Mariners (1987-
1994, 2001-2006) organizations. They were also the former Fresno Giants/Fresno Cardinals franchise. The
66ers are named after the historic U.S. Route 66 that runs through San Bernardino. Prior to the name change,
the 66ers were known as the San Bernardino Stampede (1996-2002) and San Bernardino Spirit (1987-1995).
The mascot for Inland Empire is Bernie, who is one of the only talking mascots in all of professional baseball.
Bernie has been a part of the organization since 1999. The 66ers play at San Manuel Stadium and are owned
by Diamond Baseball Holdings (DBH).

PACHECO PITCHES: Tonight, the Grizzlies hand the ball to LHP Albert Pacheco. Last year, Pacheco was
assigned to Fresno from the ACL Rockies on June 7 and spent his entire season with the Grizzlies. Pacheco
made 14 starts, going 7-4 with a 5.45 ERA. Over 72.2 innings, he struck out 69 batters. The 21-year-old signed
as an international free agent by the Rockies in 2019.

MULTIPLE OPENING DAY STARTS: OF EJ Andrews Jr, INF Luis Mendez and INF Andy Perez became the 53rd,
54th and 55th players in Grizzlies history to make multiple Opening Day starting lineups. The most recent
player prior to the trio above to join this list was OF Yanquiel Fernandez (2022-23). INF Todd Linden currently
sits atop the list with five Opening Day starts.
