Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils stay on the road and continue their penultimate road trip of the season at the Altoona Curve, Double-A affiliate of the Pittsburgh Pirates. It is 
the third-of-six match ups with the Curve this season, with all six at People’s Natural Gas Field in Altoona. After not playing at all in 2024, this week is Reading’s 
first match up with the Curve since playing a series in Altoona from July 18-23, of the 2023 season. The season series is tied 1-1.

Game 114 Recap
The Fightin Phils snapped their six-game losing streak with an all-around 7-1 win over the Curve on Wednesday night. Estibenzon Jimenez started for Reading 
and was excellent, allowing one-unearned run over six innings of work, along with eight strikeouts. Altoona’s lone run came in the bottom of the third when 
Nick Cimillo singled home Mitch Jebb. The R-Phils struck first with three runs in the top of the fourth. Felix Reyes doubled home Carson DeMartini, then Nick 
Dunn launched a two-run home run to make it 3-0. Reading tacked on two-more in the sixth when Dunn homered for the second time on the night, a two-run 
shot, to make it 5-1. Reading scored another in the seventh, when Aidan Miller doubled and scored a couple of batters later when Felix Reyes grounded into a 
double play, making it 6-1. In the seventh, Miller’s third hit of the night scored Alex Binelas to make it 7-1. Reading’s bullpen was excellent behind Jimenez, as 
Tristan Garnett, Andrew Bechtold and John McMcillon all did not allow a run over an inning of work each. Miller led the way with three hits, two doubles, a 
run and RBI. DeMartini, Dunn (2 HR’s) and Binelas all had two hits. Reyes, Leandro Pineda and Dyrlan Campbell doubled as Reading had 14 hits in the win. 
Everyone in the lineup had at least one hit for Reading in the victory.

It’s Miller Time
Aidan Miller’s red-hot August continued with three hits and two doubles on Wednesday night. Over 16 August games, the Phillies No. 2 prospect is slashing 
.338/.425/.574 (.999 OPS), with 17 runs, 10 doubles, two home runs, 10 RBI and is 10-12 in stolen bases. Miller enters play today with an Eastern League best, 
and Phillies organizational best, 47 stolen bases on the season. He is the first Fightin Phil to swipe 40+ bags in a season since Quintin Berry in 2009. If Miller 
is to reach 50 over the next 22 games, he would be the first Reading player to steal 50-or-more in a season since Jose Leiva swiped 50 in 1987. Miller’s other 	
Eastern League ranks are: 9th OBP (.358), T-4th BB (59) and 3rd runs (60).

King Felix
Over six games last week, Felix Reyes slashed .385/.448/.692 (1.140 OPS); with seven runs, five doubles, one home run and seven RBI. Reyes now qualifies to be 
ranked amongst the Eastern League leaders and holds the following ranks on the season: 1st AVG (.324), 10th OBP (.357), 1st SLG (.563), 1st OPS (.920), T-3rd 
2B (26), T-4th XBH (41) and 8th total bases (160).

Getting it “Dunn”
Veteran Nick Dunn launched two home runs in Wednesday night’s win at Altoona. It marked the first time in Dunn’s career he posted mutliple home runs in 
a game. It was the sixth time a R-Phil had multiple home runs in a game this season, with Paul McIntosh doing it last on Aug. 14 vs Akron. Dunn is currently 
riding a six-game hit and 11-game on-base streak. Over the on-base streak, Dunn is slashing .333/.449/.692 (1.141 OPS), with 10 runs, two doubles, four home 
runs and 13 RBI. The Phillies acquired Dunn for cash considerations from the Seattle Mariners on June 14.

Ricketts Rolling
Caleb Ricketts is currently riding a season-long 11-game hit streak, dating back to Aug. 3. Over the streak, Ricketts is slashing .347/.385/.551 (.936 OPS), with 
10 runs, four doubles, two home runs and nine RBI. His 11-game hit streak is one shy of Keaton Anthony’s team best 12-game hit streak (5/22-6/4). In August, 
Ricketts is fourth in the Eastern League in hitting (.351) and sixth in total hits (20).

McIntosh Back on Track
Since going 3-35 (.086) over nine games on Reading’s two-week road trip from July 29-August 10, Paul McIntosh has turned things around in a big way. Over 
five games since the end of the last road trip, McIntosh is slashing .364/.391/.682 (1.073 OPS), with two runs, a double, two home runs and five RBI. He has 
three multi-hit games in his last five contests, including two hits on Tuesday to begin the series at Altoona.

Altoona has a 57-58 record and is first in the Southwest Division in the second half with a 27-20 record. The Curve took four-of-six games from Richmond last 
week heads to Harrisburg next week. Altoona’s roster includes xx of Pittsburgh’s top-30 prospects: Konnor Griffin (1), Termarr Johnson (6), Esmerlyn Valdez 
(15), Mitch Jebb (18), Omar Alfonzo (19), Jack Brannigan (21), Anthony Solometo (25) and Wilber Dotel (28).

Altoona Arm
Righty Alessandro Ercolani makes his 23rd appearances (21st start) of the season for Altoona. He is 1-7, with a 3.73 ERA (37 ER, 89.1 IP). He last pitched Friday 
at Richmond, allowing four runs over 5.1 innings in a no-decision. Ercolani spent all of 2024 with Greensboro (A+), going 6-2, with a 3.29 ERA over 24 games/
nine starts. He pitched for Bradenton (A) in 2023 and spent 2021 and ‘22 with the FCL-Pirates (ROK). The 21-year old signed with the Pirates in 2021 as an 
International Free Agent out of San Marino. San Morino is the third-smallest country in Europe, entirely surrounded by Italy.
