Will McCausland struck out five while scattering four hits and one walk in six scoreless innings and Jace LaViolette homered to sup-
port an easy Caps victory in front of 1,351 at Classic Auto Group Park.

Road Warriors: The most productive Lugnuts thus far during the two-week Ohio road trip have been SS Ali Camarillo (8 G, .419/.526/.484, 
13-for-31, 6 R, 2 2B, 4 RBI, 7 BB, 1 SB) and INF/OF Myles Naylor (8 G, .306/.350/.417, 11-for-36, 5 R, 4 2B, 1 RBI, 3 BB). Naylor notched 
his fourth multi-hit game of the road trip yesterday, going 2-for-4. Camarillo has five multi-hit games on the road, though he was 1-for-4 
yesterday.

Smiles for Myles: Speaking of Naylor, he’s batting .360/.433/.400 (9-for-25, 3 BB) in the season series against Lake County, whom his 
brother Bo played for in 2019. The only Lugnut with more total bases is Rodney Green, Jr., who has 12 TBs in eight games, going 7-for-23 
(.304) with two doubles and one home run. That’s the Nuts’ only home run in eight games in the season series, while the Captains have 
homered 14 times off 10 different Lugnuts pitchers (slashing .305/.424/.545 while outscoring the Nuts 69-22).

Prospecting: The Nuts’ roster has four players on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of A’s prospects: No. 15 (Steven Echavarria), No. 17 
(Zane Taylor), No. 22 (Nate Nankil) and No. 29 (Nathan Dettmer). Baseball America’s re-ranking of A’s prospects placed Echavarria at 
No. 16, Zane Taylor at No. 18 and Nathan Dettmer at No. 21.

Lugnut All-Stars: Among the 2026 MLB All-Stars were 2017 Lugnut Vladimir Guerrero, Jr. (Toronto Blue Jays first baseman, A.L. All-Star 
starter at first base, who announced he will sit out the ASG, replaced by the A’s Nick Kurtz in the starting lineup); 2019 Nut Otto López 
(Miami Marlins shortstop, N.L. reserve); and 2022 Nut Mason Miller (San Diego Padres closer).

Lugnut Future Star: 2025 Lugnuts shortstop Leo De Vries was named to the American League All-Star Futures Game roster alongside 
fellow Athletics prospect / Midland RockHounds southpaw Jamie Arnold. De Vries competed in the Futures Game last year, too, when 
he was in the Padres’ organization... and struck out on three pitches against fello 2025 Lugnut Gage Jump.

Pinch-Skipper: Lugnuts manager Javier Godard takes his annual break this week – each member of the coaching staff gets one week 
off during the year – and is replaced as interim manager by Tim Esmay (“Ez-may”) the Athletics’ quality control and field coordinator. 
Esmay formerly served as the head coach at Arizona State University, taking the Sun Devils to four NCAA Regionals, two Super Region-
als and the 2010 College World Series, then managed Winston-Salem in 2015, Great Falls from 2017-2019, and the Arizona Complex 
League A’s in 2024-2025.

Welcome Back: Right-hander Tzu-Chen Sha rejoined the ballclub after fulfilling his military obligation in Taiwan; he is expected to pitch 
Friday. (The plane flight one-way from Detroit to Taiwan is 18 hours long.)

Welcome to High-A: The current road trip has seen the Midwest League debuts of catchers Logan Sauve and Bryan Arendt, outfielder 
Jake Reinisch, pitcher Ben Hansen, and infielder Daniel Bucciero, bringing the total to 1,006 all-time Lansing Lugnuts.

2009: The Lugnuts were swept in a doubleheader at Quad Cities, 2-1 in 10 innings (2 hours, 25 minutes) and 4-3 in 11 innings (2 
hours, 56 minutes): 21 combined innings on a day that was slated to feature only 14. In Game 2, Henderson Alvarez was one strike 
away from a complete game when DH Jon Edwards took an 0-2 pitch and crushed a game-tying two-run homer. Coupled with a 5-3 
12-inning loss to South Bend in their previous game, the Lugnuts played 10 extra-innings in three contests and did not score in any 
of them. This was the Nuts’ 10th doubleheader of the year. In 20 doubleheader games, Lansing finished 6-14.

2022: Frank Tanana and Steve Avery were inducted into the Michigan Baseball Hall of Fame before the 7:05 p.m. Lugnuts game 
with the Great Lakes Loons. The Loons topped the Nuts 7-3 behind seven strikeouts in six scoreless innings from Nick Nastrini.
