Messick combined to strike out seven and allow just two hits in the
shutout win over Bowie.

Today’s starting pitcher: Ryan Webb gets the start for Akron on
Saturday night. The left-hander piggybacked off Matthew Boyd on
Sunday tossing 4.1 scoreless innings and four strikeouts. Over his last
four outings, Webb has allowed just two runs while striking out 29
over 21 innings pitched. He is top 10 in the Eastern League in ERA
(second), strikeouts (fourth), innings pitched (ninth) and winning
percentage (sixth).

Remembering the Aeros: The Akron RubberDucks will honor the
Akron Aeros team name on Saturday, July 27. Akron will don the
original Aeros purple jerseys for one-night only. Akron was the known
Aeros from when Canal Park opened in 1997-2013. The team
rebranded to the RubberDucks before the 2014 season.

The Best Day: The RubberDucks offense had one of the best days in
franchise history in the series opener against Reading. Akron scored
19 runs on 26 hits. These 19 runs were the third most runs scored in a
game by a Guardians affiliate this season (Columbus-23; Lake County
20) and the most runs scored in a game by an Akron team in seven
years. The 26 hits were the most in a game by a Guardians affiliate
this season, most in an Eastern League game in five years and the
second most hits in a game in Akron franchise history (27 hits on May
25, 1999). Nine of the 10 RubberDucks batters had multiple hits.

Sparks (and homers) Fly: The RubberDucks offense has started to
swing for more power as the weather has warmed up. After hitting 28
home runs combined between April and May, the RubberDucks
slugged 23 home runs in June and 23 home runs in July. In the last
two months, CJ Kayfus (eight homers), Alexfri Planez (eight
homers), Kahlil Watson (seven homers) and Milan Tolentino (seven
homers) are leading Akron’s power surge since the start of June.

I’'m the problem, it’s me: CJ Kayfus has been a problem for
opposing pitchers in 2024. Since joining the Eastern League, Kayfus
ranks top 10 in homers (third, 8), RBI (first, 41), OBP (second, .410),
slugging (fourth, .569), OPS (fourth, .979), extra base hits (fifth, 18)
and total bases (fourth, 78). His 41 RBI are tied most on the
RubberDucks despite making his Akron debut on June 4. During his
time in Akron (36 games), Kayfus has three multi-home runs games
(the first three of his professional career). His numbers between Akron
and Lake County have him top in the Guardians organization in RBI
(78) and OPS (.998).

Milan in the summer: Milan Tolentino has been red-hot over the
last two months. The RubberDucks infielder, who was hitting .189 at
the end of May, is now batting .257 (fourth highest on the team).

He becomes the second RubberDucks player to
win a MiLB Play of the Week behind Milan Tolentino who won play of
the week and month to finish out April.

University.

#50 Assistant Hitting Coach Amanda Kamekona enters her second year with the Guardians organization and first season with Akron. Kamekona spent 2023
as the hitting development coach on the Arizona Complex Academy staff.

Kamekona is the first female on-the-field coach in RubberDucks history. She played professional softball on the PFX Tour from 2010-2011 and the NPF tour
from 2011-2019 where she was a three-time National Champion. Kamekona started her coaching career as an assistant softball coach at Limestone College
before becoming the head softball coach at Brevard College.
