LAST TIME OUT: Altoona earned their first win of the week with homers from Seth Beer and Jackson Glenn. Bubba Chandler picked up the
win with 5.0 innings of 2-run ball and 5 strikeouts.

BUBBA'S BURGERS: Righty Bubba Chandler has gotten his 2024 season started off on the right foot. Chandler earned his first win of the
Icampaign with 5.0 IP of 2-run ball on Thursday, April 18 at Bowie. Entering play on Friday, Apri 19, his 15 strikeouts ranks T-3rd and his 12.1
IP ranks 9th in the Eastern League.

FINALLY, SOME POWER: After hitting just 3 home runs in the first 10 games of the season, Altoona swatted a pair of homers on April 18 at
Bowie. Seth Beer (solo homer) and Jackson Glenn (2-run homer) each took a trip around the bases in a 7-6 win. Altoona’s five home runs hit
through 11 games ranks 26th among 30 Double-A teams. Their .294 team slugging percentage is 25th among Double-A teams.

IAN EARLY SHUFFLE: Lefty Nick Dombkowski was promoted to Triple-A Indianapolis on April 18 for a spot start with the Indians and in his
place the Curve added some bullpen depth in Jaycob Deese and Jack Carey. Carey made a pair of appearances with the Curve last Septem-
ber, while Deese made his Double-A debut on April 17 and was touched for two runs in 0.2 of an inning.

GENERATION Z: Infielder Tsung-Che Cheng had a strech of ten straight plate appearances in which he reached base safely from Saturday
IApril 6 to Wednesday, April 10. In his ten plate appearances he drew 7 walks, reached on an error and had a pair of hits. Cheng drew at least
lone walk in each of his first four games this season, twice he's walked three times in a game. Cheng's 10 walks lead the Eastern League en-
tering play on Thursday, April 17 and he reached base safely in 7 straight games played to start the season. Cheng picked up 3 hits including

ISHACK ATTACK: Curve INF Aaron Shackelford recorded his fourth career two-homer game on Tuesday, April 9 to lead the Curve to comeback
win over Harrisburg. Trailing 7-2, Shackelford hit a towering 3-run homer to right in the fifth inning and hit a game-tying bomb in the seventh;
lone that traveled an estimated 430 feet. Shackelford had a pair of two-homer games suiting up for the Curve in 2022 and last hit two homers
lon May 25, 2023 with Triple-A Indianapolis at Columbus. Shackelford drove in five, the second time in his Curve career he's driven in five runs
in a game. Entering play on Friday, April 19, his 9 RBI's rank 9th in the Eastern League.

It was the 128th time in franchise history that a Curve batter has hit two homers in a game, the 2023 Curve had eight instances of two homer
lgames, last by Tsung-Che Cheng on September 3, 2023 at Erie. Altoona has never had a three-homer game in franchise history.

ROUND NUMBER ALERT: Altoona picked up the 1700th win in franchise history on Friday, April 5 with their Opening Day win over the Akron
RubberDucks.

ITHE MAJOR LEAGUE CURVE: Altoona's group features several staff and players with previous major league experience. On the coaching staff
Manager Robby Hammock played 182 games in the major leagues with the Arizona Diamondbacks, highlighted by catching Randy Johnson's
Perfect Game. Pitching Coach Fernando Nieve made 99 major league appearances with the Astros and NY Mets in his playing career, Catching
land Game Planning Coordinator Taylor Davis played 22 games with the Cubs and Pirates before joining the coaching ranks this off-season
land Bench Coach Gary Green played 106 games in the majors with the Padres, Rangers and Reds. Among the players, RHP Isaac Mattson
made five appearances for Baltimore in 2021 and INF Seth Beer played 43 games with Arizona across the 2021 and 2022 seasons.

PROSPECT PARTY: The Curve roster features six players that are ranked in the Pirates Top-30 prospects by MLB.com, including four in the
ITop-10 and two players ranked among the top-100 prospects in all of Minor League Baseball. MLB Pipeline ranked Pittsburgh'’s minor league
lsystem as the ninth best among all organizations entering 2024. Headlining the returning group of position players for the Curve are No. 8
Pirates prospect INF Tsung-Che Cheng and No. 21 Pirates prospect OF Jase Bowen. On the pitching side, three are ranked in the Pirates Top-
10 by MLB.com include No. 4 LHP Anthony Solometo, No. 5 RHP Bubba Chandler, and No. 7 RHP Braxton Ashcraft.

HANGING BY THE BAY: Roberto Mercado leads the Baysox after two seasons managing the Orioles High-A affiliate in Aberdeen. Mercado led
the Ironbirds to a playoff appearance in 2022 and took home the organization’s Cal Ripken Sr. Award given to the minor league instructor with
the most dramatic impact during the season. The typically loaded Baysox are a bit light in the prospect department this year, but OF Dylan
Beavers, C/DH Samuel Basallo and C Silas Ardoin highlight the position player group.

ITHE FIRST TO PUT THEIR SOX ON: Ryan Long takes the ball for Bowie today. Long was Baltimore's 17th Round pick in 2021 out of Division
IIl Pomona-Pitzer College. A native of Woodinville, WA, Long has made 14 appearances with Bowie since his call-up at mid-season last year
land recorded a 6.79 ERA.
