WATCH / LISTEN TO THE TRASH PANDAS

DOUBLE-A AFFILIATE

FOR STARTERS: This morning, the Trash Pandas continue 
their first road trip of 2026 with game two of a six-game set 
at Knoxville. This is the first of six midweek day games this 
season for Rocket City. 

MIDWEEK MADNESS: The Trash Pandas played five midweek 
day games in 2025, finishing the year 2-3. The Pandas are 
2-11 in the last 13 midweek day games. The Pandas stopped 
a streak of 10 straight losses in midweek day games with the 
5-1 win over Birmingham at Toyota Field on April 23, 2025. 
All-time the Trash Pandas are 5-11 in midweek day games, 
posting a .228 batting average, and 4.28 ERA. Rocket City will 
play six midweek, day games, in 2026. 

SCORING FRENZY: The Pandas' 30 runs over the first four 
games is the most ever to start a season in club history, 
and T-5th in the Southern League since 2005. Two other 
Southern League teams, Knoxville, and Chattanooga have 
also scored 30 runs to start the year. 

THE HIT MACHINE: INF Nick Rodriguez hasn't let the jump 
from Low-A to Double-A implact him. leading the league 
with eight hits, batting .500 (8-for-16) with a league-best 
three doubles, five RBIs, two walks, and a stolen base so far.

THE NEW GUYS DELIVER: Outfielders Matthew Lugo, and 
Wade Meckler, two players with MLB experience, were 
added to the Trash Pandas roster Tuesday afternoon and 
contributed immediately. Lugo started in right field and 
was 2-for-3 with a double, run, and two runs, while Meck-
ler started in left field and was 2-for-3 with a home run, 
walk, and two runs scored. 

HISTORIC OPENING WEEKEND: In front of a Southern 
League-most 14,087 fans at Toyota Field, Rocket City took 
two of three from the Biloxi Shuckers behind 24 runs in 
the three games. 

OPENING SERIES WIN: The series win over Biloxi (L 7-6 on 
Fri., W 9-4 on Sat., W 9-8 on Sun) marked Rocket City's sec-
ond to start a season (swept Birmingham at Regions Field, 
4/8-4/10-22). The 9-8 victory on Sunday also marked the 
club's second-ever Easter win (2-0), with the previous 
coming in a 1–0, 11-inning victory over Pensacola on April 
17, 2022.

MR. PANDA: OF Tucker Flint smashed two doubles and had 
four RBI in Friday's opener against Biloxi. The 4-RBI night 
was the second-most by a Trash Panda on Opening Night- 
Trey Cabbage drove in five on 4/8/22 at Birmingham. On 
Saturday, he homered and drove in two more, giving him 
six RBI through two games, the most by a Trash Panda in 
club history. Flint is tied with Birmingham's Calvin Harris 
for the league lead in RBIs with six. The six RBIs in the sea-
son's first two games were T-2nd in the Southern League 
since 2005, only trailing Mobile's Alex Glenn (8 in 2026).

AGAINST THE SMOKIES: The Trash Pandas are 71-76 overall 
against the Knoxville/Tennessee Smokies, 37-35 at Toyota 
Field, and 34-41 in Tennessee. Last season, Rocket City 
was 6-9 against the Smokies, and 5-9 at the Smokies' new 
home in Knoxville, Covenant Health Park. The clubs will 
meet 24 times this season, with Knoxville visiting Toyota 
Field on April 28-May 3 and July 21-26, and the Pandas 
returning August 11-16. 

WELCOME BACK CAMPERO: C Gustavo Campero blast-
ed his first home run of 2026 on Saturday night, his first as 
a Trash Panda since 8/6/24 vs. Birmingham. After a break-
out 2024 season in Rocket City—where he was named the 
team's Hitter of the Year and a Southern League All-Star 
after batting .279 with 14 home runs and 29 stolen bases—
he quickly climbed the ladder to Triple-A and the Majors. 
He made his MLB debut in September 2024, recording his 
first hit and home run, and went on to appear in 28 games 
with the Angels in 2025 while also hitting .322 in Triple-A. 

WBC STAR OFF TO A GOOD START: RHP Najer Victor
made his 2026 debut on 4/3 vs. Biloxi, taking the extra-in-
ning loss despite a dominant outing (2.0 IP, 0 H, 1 UER, 1 
BB, 5 K). Named to the Los Angeles Angels Spring Breakout 
roster, he impressed in big league camp with 5.1 scoreless 
innings. Victor also starred for Great Britain in the World 
Baseball Classic, striking out Aaron Judge, Bryce Harper, 
Gunnar Henderson, and Roman Anthony in one appear-
ance. In 2025, he combined for 65 strikeouts in 40.2 innings 
between Inland Empire and Tri-City, holding opponents to 
a .217 average.

OPENING DAY HISTORY: The Pandas opened the season at 
home for the second-straight year, and third all-time. Fri-
day's 7-6 loss to Biloxi dropped the Pandas to 0-3 in those 
games. (lost to Chattanooga 9-1 on 4/4/25, and 6-3 in 11 
innings on 4/8/22). The Pandas are 2-4 all-time on Open-
ing Day. The last Opening Day win was an 8-2 victory over 
Birmingham on April 8, 2022. 

LAUNCHED TO THE LEAGUE: RHP George Klassen, 24, 
made his Major League debut with the Los Angeles Angels 
on Sunday against Seattle at Angel Stadium, becoming the 
48th former Trash Panda to reach the Majors. A native of 
West Bend, Indiana, Klassen worked 2.2 innings, allowing 
two runs while striking out four, and the Angels went on to 
win the game 8–7 in 11 innings. Ranked as the Angels' No. 
4 prospect by MLB Pipeline, Klassen was a key member of 
Rocket City's 2025 rotation, earning a Futures Game se-
lection and ranking among the franchise leaders in starts 
during his first full Double-A season.

BIG LEAGUE EXPERIENCE: C Gustavo Campero (41 
games, LAA), RHP Aneurys Zabala (2 games, MIA), OF 
Matthew Lugo (31 games, LAA), and OF Wade Meckler
(20 games, SF) all carry MLB experience on the roster. 

2026 SCHEDULE: The complete 138-game schedule will run 
from April 3 to Sunday, September 13 ... The first half of the 
season will conclude with a six-game series against Mont-
gomery at Toyota Field from June 16-21. The regular season 
will wrap up with another six-game series at Chattanooga, 
scheduled for September 8-13.

GLOBAL BASEBALL SERIES: The Trash Pandas 
wrapped up their final tune-up before Opening 
Night with a 6-3 win over Japan's Toyota Red Cruis-
ers on April 1 at Toyota Field. Tucker Flint led the 
way offensively, homering twice and reaching base 
four times. The victory capped the three-game 
Global Baseball Series in front of a crowd of 4,355. 
The Red Cruisers opened the series with a win over 
Alabama A&M on Monday, while the Trash Pandas 
topped UAH on Tuesday before Wednesday's finale.

2025 SEASON IN REVIEW: The Trash Pandas, man-
aged by Andy Schatzley concluded their fifth 
season with a 45-92 record, finishing fourth in the 
Southern League’s North Division, 35.5 games be-
hind the champion Birmingham Barons. Rocket City 
went 24-45 at Toyota Field and 21-47 on the road, 
being outscored 637-445 for a -192 run differential.

In the first half, the Trash Pandas posted a 24-
44 record, placing fourth, 15 games back of the 
Chattanooga Lookouts. The team went 13-26 at 
home and 11-19 on the road, ending the half on a 
nine-game losing streak, including a seven-game 
sweep by Chattanooga, a new club record. 
Rocket City scored 219 runs while allowing 310.

The second half saw the team finish 21-48, again 
fourth in the division and 22 games behind Bir-
mingham. The Trash Pandas went 11-19 at home and 
10-29 on the road, scoring 226 runs while surren-
dering 327.

NEW COACHING STAFF: Joe Kruzel was named 
manager of the Rocket City Trash Pandas prior to 
the 2026 season, becoming the third manager in 
franchise history following Jay Bell (2021) and 
Andy Schatzley (2022–25). Kruzel enters the role 
with more than 30 years of coaching experience 
at the professional and collegiate levels. The 2026 
season marks his first year managing in the An-
gels’ system after serving four seasons in a devel-
opmental leadership role. His all-time managerial 
record is 473-472. Joining Kruzel in Madison this 
season are Daren Brown (Coach), Tim Leveque
(Pitching Coach), Doug Henry (Assistant Pitching 
Coach), Tony Jaramillo (Hitting Coach), Dylan 
Culwell (Athletic Trainer), Chase Galloway (As-
sistant Athletic Trainer), Matt Gabriel (Strength 
and Conditioning Coach), Tristan Saglime (Game 
Planning Strategist), and Joe Wike (Video Assis-
tant).

PANDAS ROSTER: The Trash Pandas Opening Day 
roster featured 17 returners from the 2025 season.

ANGELS PROSPECTS: The veteran team has three 
players among the Angels' top 30 prospects, ac-
cording to MLB Pipeline: OF Raudi Rodriguez (No. 
15), RHP Joel Hurtado (No. 22), and  RHP Austin 
Gordon (No. 26). 

 Raudi impressed in 2026 Spring Training, batting 
.350 with an .835 OPS as a non-roster invitee. 
Last season, he dominated Low-A Inland Empire 
in 2025, hitting .281 with 49 extra-base hits and 
an .842 OPS across 125 games, earning multiple 
honors in 2025, including five Player of the Week 
awards, two Player of the Month selections, and 
the Angels Kenny Myers Memorial LAA Minor 
League Player of the Year. He also starred in the 
Arizona Fall League, batting .433 and earning AFL 
All-Star and Fall Stars Game MVP honors.

 Hurtado pitched the majority of 2025 with Rocket 
City, going 5-6 with a 2.70 ERA (86.2 IP - 26 ER) 
and 56 strikeouts in 18 games (all starts). He led 
the staff in the first two months, recording five 
quality starts and 54.2 innings pitched. Before 
being shut down for load management in June, he 
ranked among the league leaders in starts, innings 
pitched, wins, ERA, WHIP, and groundouts.

 In Gordon's first pro season in 2025 with Tri-City, 
he was 4-5 with a 5.44 ERA over 84.1 innings 
pitched, 27 walks, and 95 strikeouts. 

Elijah Dunham (NYY), Jose Gonzalez (TEX), 
Eybersson Polanco (Rule 5, BOS), Aneurys 
Zabala (Japan), and JJ D'Orozio (ARI) are all 
making their Angels organizational debut this 
weekend. Nick Rodriguez becomes the first 2025 
draft selection to reach the Double-A level. 

LAUNCHED TO THE LEAGUE: Since 2021, the Trash 
Pandas have seen 47 players move on to play 
major league baseball, and ten made the move in 
2025. Walbert Ureña became the 47th player in 
franchise history to make his Major League debut, 
doing so during the Los Angeles Angels' Opening 
Day win over the Houston Astros on March 26.

 A native of San Pedro de Macorís, Dominican 
Republic, the 22-year-old Ureña was one of ten 
former Trash Pandas named to the Angels' Opening 
Day roster, including former manager Andy Schat-
zley. He was the first reliever out of the bullpen 
following José Soriano, tossing a scoreless 2/3 of 
an inning in the seventh, while allowing one hit, 
walking one, and striking out one.

SPORTS CENTER? MORE LIKE PANDA CENTER:
The Trash Pandas grabbed national attention in 
2025 with four highlights on ESPN’s SportsCenter 
Top 10 and one on the “Not Top 10,” putting Rocket 
City in front of millions of viewers. Joe Redfield’s 
leaping catch over the berm railing at Toyota 
Field landed at No. 6 on May 15, while intern 
Cason Clarke’s tarp slip and barrel roll five days 
later earned a Not Top 10 nod. The team closed 
the season with three more Top 10 plays in the 
second-to-last week: Mac McCroskey’s sliding 
stop at No. 8 on August 31, and Ben Gobbel earning 
back-to-back spots with a barehanded play (No. 
9, Sept. 2) and diving snag (No. 7, Sept. 5). In total, 
Rocket City delivered four Top 10 moments—and 
one unforgettable blooper—that reached ESPN’s 
massive national audience. 

BUILDING THE BRAND: From January through 
August 2025, the Trash Pandas generated 41.3 
million social media impressions—an average of 
5.2 million per month—ranking second among all 
Double-A clubs and ninth across Minor League 
Baseball. The team’s combined audience on 
Facebook, Instagram, Tik Tok, and X grew by 10% 
this year to 356,000 followers. Since debuting in 
2021, the Trash Pandas have surpassed 200 million 
total impressions, establishing themselves as one 
of the most consistently engaging brands in MiLB. 
In addition, The Trash Pandas hit the West Coast 
in 2025 with four games (July 31 vs. Birmingham, 
August 14 vs. Knoxville, August 28 vs. Columbus, 
and September 10 vs. Chattanooga) televised and 
streamed live on FanDuel Sports Network West 
during the second half of the 2025 season.
