About the Last One: Trailing 4-2 with the bases loaded and down to their
final strike in the ninth, Bowie saw Jordan Westburg clear the bases with
a triple to put the Baysox in the lead at 5-4. Diogenes Almengo emerged
from the bullpen in the bottom of the ninth to earn his team-leading
thirteenth save. It was Bowie's sixth straight win, and their tenth in a row
over Harrisburg on the season.

Playoff Push: The top two teams in the Double-A Northeast League by
winning percentage, regardless of division, will compete in a best-of-five
playoff series beginning Tuesday, September 21st. With seven games
remaining in the season after today, Bowie is one game behind the Somerset
Patriots for the second playoff spot, and 3.0 games behind Akron, who holds
the top spot in the league.

Brnovich on the Bump: Looking for a sweep of Harrisburg on Sunday,
Bowie will send right-hander Kyle Brnovich to the mound. This will be his
second start of the series. In game one on Tuesday, Brnovich earned the win,
his first with the Baysox, as he threw five innings without allowing an earned
run, to go along with just one hit, no walks, and six strikeouts. For more
information on Brnovich, see page two.

In the Other Corner: The Senators will try to salvage one game of this

seven game series on Sunday, with righty Gerardo Carillo on the mound.

He opposed Brnovich in game one on Tuesday, and he threw four innings,
allowing three runs (two earned), on four hits with three walks and five
strikeouts. Carillo is Washington's seventh-ranked prospect according to MLB
Pipeline.
