HOT ROD: Right-hander Carlos Rodriguez will make
his second appearance against Norfolk this week and
his fifth overall appearance of the season. He allowed
two hits and added two strikeouts over three-scoreless
innings against the Tides on Wednesday night.

SIX PACK: Luis Lara homered for the sixth time this
season with his solo shot in the bottom of the first
inning Saturday vs. Norfolk. He now owns the team
lead in HR, passing Eddys Leonard (5), and the 21-year-
old is tied for 10th in the International League in HR.
The 11th-ranked prospect in the org is tied for second
among Brewers minor leaguers in HR behind Blake
Burke (8, BLX). Lara continues to lead the IL in hits
(39) and runs (30) while ranking T-3rd in total bases
(63) and steals (12). His .333 AVG is the ninth-best in
the league.

STREAKY GOOD: Brock Wilken extended his on-base
streak to 21 games after drawing a walk in the bottom
of the fifth inning Saturday night. The 21-game on-
base streak is tied for the third-longest active streak in
the International League and tied for seventh overall
in Triple-A. It's already a career-long for the Brewers
no. 21-ranked prospect and one of just 16 20+ game
on-base streaks Nashville has had since the start of
the 2021 season. Since beginning his streak, Wilken

is hitting .229 (16-for-70) with nine extra-base hits (6
2B, 3B, 2 HR) and has 15 RBI and 13 runs scored. His 16
walks since April 10th are tied for the second-most in

Pratt and four others.

JUST KEEP SWINGING: Outfielder Eddys
Leonard posted his 10th multi-hit game of the
season as he went 3-for-4 Saturday night against
the Tides. It was his second 3-hit game of the
season and his seventh multi-hit game overall

in his last 12 games played. Through his first 26
games of the season, Leonard ranks fifth in the
IL in OPS (1.002) and SLG (.585) and is seventh
in AVG (.340). His OPS and SLG totals are both
good for 10th overall in Triple-A and rank second
among Brewers minor leaguers behind Braylon
Payne (High-A Wisconsin). Saturday night

was his 32nd career 3-hit game and his 174th
overall multi-hit performance. Since making his
professional debut in 2018, Leonard has played

in 700 career regular season games and has 696
hits, 100 home runs, and 150 doubles. Since the
start of the 2021 season he ranks fifth among
all full-season minor leaguers in XBH (241) and
is eighth in hits (604). Of the seven players with
more hits than him over the span, only three
have yet to make their Major League Debut:
Matt Koperniak (STL), Euribiel Angeles (ATH),
and A.J. Vukovich (ARI). He’s got the most XBH
of any minor leaguer since the start of the 2021
season without making his MLB Debut.

DOWN BAD: After Saturday’s loss, the Sounds
have just two wins when trailing after the sixth
inning (2-13) and only one when trailing after
the seventh (1-14). The Sounds offense boasts
the fourth-best AVG in the International League
when trailing in games, hitting .271 on the season.
Charlotte leads the way in the category hitting
.280 when behind. After stranding 10 in the

loss on Saturday night and going O-for-10 with
runners in scoring position, Nashville has left an
IL-leading 439 on base with RISP and has 253
total LOB so far in 2026 - 5th most in the IL.

'WAGS TO PITCHES: Jacob Waguespack set new season-
highs in IP (3.0) and strikeouts (6) and worked out of
serious trouble in his third and final inning Friday night
to keep his consecutive scoreless innings streak without
an earned run alive. The 3.0 IP was the longest in a relief
appearance for him since also going 3.0 IP on April 8, 2024,
against the Los Angeles Angels as a member of the Tampa
Bay Rays. The six strikeouts are tied for the second-most
in any of his 160 career relief appearances. He also had

six on July 15, 2016, with the then Lakewood Blue Claws
(PHI) also over three innings of relief. He set a career-high
with seven strikeouts out of the bullpen on May 27, 2019,
with the Toronto Blue Jays against the Rays. Waguespack
extended his steak without an earned run allowed to 8.1

IP and five games. The 8.1 IP without an earned run is the
third-longest by a Nashville pitcher this season behind
Brian Fitzpatrick (10.1) and Will Childers (10.0).
