"FUN IS GOOD" FACTOIDS

| WILL ALWAYS REMEMBER US THIS WAY: It was a memorable Opening Night for the
Saints on Friday, who notched their first shutout victory on an Opening Day game
in five seasons as a Triple-A franchise, pummeling Indianapolis 11-0, tied for the
largest margin of victory in a shutout in Saints franchise history (also won 11-0 on
July 31, 2024 @lowa) . The St. Paul nine rapped out 18 hits, the most for the club
in an Opening Day game in franchise history and the second-most the Saints lineup
has ever produced in a game at CHS Field (it ranked t-6th for the most hits by the
St. Paul lineup in a single-game overall; the last time the Saints reached at least
18 hits was July 20 last season @Toledo). On the pitching side, four Saints arms
combined for a 4-hit shutout, needing just 112 pitches to navigate the Indianapolis
lineup (81 were for strikes). Last season, it took the Saints pitching staff until

their 7th game of the season to notch their first shutout, a 3-0 victory on April 6
@Nashville. The St. Paul pitching staff finished with six shutout victories on the
season; they were shutout themselves three times by the Indians at Victory Field.

NO CHEAP ONES: In Friday's opener, the Saints lineup produced 14 "hard-hit" balls,
defined by Statcast as any batted ball 95 mph and above, including 11 batted balls
that were scorched at 100 mph or more. Emmanuel Rodriguez's 3rd inning double
that opened the scoring led the way, registering at a game-high 113.6 mph. It was
the second-hardest hit ball he's produced in a short Triple-A career after he had the

IT'S EARLY, BUT...: One game into the season, the Saints lead all Triple-A clubs

with a .462 (18-39) team batting average and a 1.147 team OPS (on-base plus
slugging). The Saints were the only Triple-A team to score at least 11 runs on Friday
in the Opening Day for the minor leagues. St. Paul pitching were the only team

in the International League to record a shutout in Friday's opener, and one of just
two in Triple-A as a whole (also the Sacramento River Cats). The Charlotte Knights
(CHW) staff only allowed 2 hits and five total baserunners, but gave up a run in

a 9-1 victory over Gwinnett in North Carolina on Friday evening's Opening Day
festivities.

MIGHTY MORALES: Following a 2-for-4 performance on Opening Day, Saints utility
man Jeferson Morales has now hit safely in his last 10 games dating back to last
season.lt's the longest hit streak of his career and is t-2nd longest active hitting
streak among active players in the International League. His hit streak trails only
Tim Elko of the Charlotte Knights (CHW), who has hit safely in 13 straight entering
play Tuesday (back-to-back games so far this season).

THE STARS OF TOMORROW, TODAY: The Saints Opening Day roster features nine of
Minnesota's Top-30 prospects according to MLB.com and ten according to Baseball
America while also touting five of Minnesota's top-10 prospects on the MLB
Pipeline list. The Twins prospects in the rankings include OF Emmanuel Rodriguez
(No 2. MLB.com, No. 2 BA), INF Luke Keaschall (3/3), RHP Zebby Mattews (-/4),
RHP Marco Raya (6/8), RHP Andrew Morris (9/10), RHP Cory Lewis (11/20), INF
Payton Eeles (23/17), RHP Travis Adams (22/22), C Diego Cartaya (24/21), & C
Jair Camargo (-/23). Both Rodriguez (19/37) and Keaschall (45/60) rank among the
top-100 overall lists of both publications.

FRESH FACES, NEW ENEMIES: The Saints will play three International League teams
for the first time in franchise history in 2025: Norfolk (BAL) for a home series late-
May, Worcester (BOS) at home in late-July, and Memphis (STL) in a September road
series. Also new to Triple-A this year, the Saints will take part in an International
League vs Pacific Coast League crossover series as Round Rock (TEX) visits CHS
Field for the first-time in August. In addition to the four new teams they’ll face, the
Saints will also visit Coolray Field for their first road games ever vs Gwinnett (ATL).

| TOTALLY REMEMBER LAST YEAR, BUT REMIND ME AGAIN?: Following their best season
as a Twins affiliate, the Saints finished last year 70-79, a 14-win dropoff from the
season prior and their lowest win total in four years in Triple-A. In a season of peaks
and valleys, the Saints opened up the year 28-35 before they ripped off an 11-game
winning streak, the longest in the International League all year. St. Paul peaked

at four games over .500 after winning back-to-back games in lowa to open the
second-half before being bogged down by a pair of extended losing skids, including
a string of 10 consecutive losses from Aug. 9-Aug. 20, the longest losing skid in the
International League all season.

HITTING THE GLOVE: Last season, Matthews opened up the year on an incredible
stretch without walking a batter. He issued his first walk of the season on May 22,
seven starts into the campaign (also his 24th birthday). He struck out 49 batters
before issuing a walk, facing 141 hitters before issuing a free pass. Since 1893,
when the mound was moved to its current position, only tow MeRor League pitchers
began a season with more strikeouts before issuing a walk: Kenley Jansen with
the Dodgers in 2017 (51 K) and Corbin Burnes for the Brewers in 2021 (58 K).
Matthews led the Minors with a 16.29 K:BB ratio |ast season among all arms with
at least 40 IP, and was 6th among all MLB rookies with at least 35.0 IP with a
3.91 ratio during his time in the Bigs to end the year. Since going pro, his caree
10.55 K:BB ratio in the minors leads MiLB entering the season (min 200 IP).

TINKERING WITH THE ARSENAL: A big reason for Matthews’ success over the past
two seasons_has been a jump in velomtg, which he attributes to attending the
Twins’ velocity camp before the start of Spring Training. He went from a college
pitcher who sat in the low-90’s, sometimes touching 96 mph, to a guy who
regularly sits_at 96 with his fastball while occasionally reaching back for 98.
Working with Tomm Berﬁjans inthe Sprln%of 2024, he scrapped a sweepy slider
he threw in 2023 for a harder slider in 2024, which pairs well with his cutter,
curveball, and changeup.

WHAT THE HECK IS A CATAMOUNT?: After starting his college career at Walters
State Community College (TN) in 2019, Matthews transferred to the Divison 1
ranks at Western Carolina, where he would put together one of the best careers
for a Catamount pitcher in school history. After being limited to just 61.1
innings due to an elbow injury as a RS soghomore, he put together a’1st Team
All-Southern Conference campaign in 2022, striking out 122, the only pitcher in
the SoCon’s history to eclipse the century mark; it was the third-most strikeouts
in a single-season’in program history for Western Carolina. When he went in the
8th round (234th overall) in 2022, he became the highest draft pick in Western
Carolina history.

HIGHS & LOWS: While a hi%h school pitcher, Zebby once _ﬁ?ve up a walk-off
homer in the 2nd round of the 2A NCHSAA playoffs while with Smoky Mountain
High. After the game, he retrieved the ball from beyond the fence and kept it as
motivation. the ball stays on his shelf next to the ball from the game he threw a
perfect game in during his senior season.
