Sunday Finale
The Fightin Phils finish a six-game series on the road at the Hartford Yard Goats on Sunday afternoon. It is the 12th-of-18 matchups between the teams this 	
season, and the final-of-six in Hartford. Reading leads the season-series 6-5 over Hartford, as Reading took five-of-six from Hartford in early May. Reading won 
the season-series over Hartford 14-10 in 2023, which included a 9-3 record at Dunkin’ Park. The teams play next on July 30-Aug. 2 in Reading.

A Grand Win
The Fightin Phils were led by Robert Moore and strong pitching en route to a 6-1 win over Hartford on Saturday night. It was Reading’s first-win of this week’s 
six-game series. Robert Moore had two hits, two runs, five RBI, featuring two home runs and a grand slam. Kendall Simmons had two hits, while Carson Taylor 
had two hits and a RBI. Matt Osterberg tossed six-innings, allowing one run with seven strikeouts, and earned his first win of the season. Carlos Francisco, Matt 
Russell and Tyler McKay combined to allow one hits and no runs over three innings of relief.

Moore Please
Last night was perhaps the best game of Robert Moore’s young career, and definitely of his brief Phillies tenure this far. Moore matched a season-high with two 
hits and two runs, while setting a season-high with two stolen bases. Moore’s two home runs mark the first multi-homer game of his career, along with also 
hitting the first grand slam of his professional career. He also had a career-high five RBI in the win at Hartford. With his grand slam on Saturday night, Moore 
became the first Fightin Phils to hit a grand slam since Cam Cannon did it on April 25, 2023, at home against the Altoona Curve. 

Home Sick
Reading has performed vastly better at America’s Classic Ballpark than on the road this season. The Fightin Phils hold a 14-10 record at home, compared to just 
7-19 on the road. This comes after a 2023 where Reading was 36-33 away from home, and just 23-44 at FirstEnergy Stadium. To compate, Reading is hitting .251 
at home, to .207 on the road, while averaging 5.2 runs per games at home, while scoring just 3.7 per game on the road. The Fightin Phils have also hit nearly 
double the amount of home runs at home, than on the road. The R-Phils have hit 28 (1.2/game) at home and 16 (0.6/game) away from home.

So That’s May
The Fightin Phils finsihed the month of May with a 10-17 record, after going 10-12 in April. Reading finished May with a .241 batting average, which ranked 
as fifth in the Eastern League. They also hit 24 home runs and had 75 extra-ase hits. On the pitching side, the R-Phils posted a 5.05 ERA, which ranked as the 
worst in the Eastern League over the past month. Reading had an 8-4 record at home in May, compared to a 2-13 record on the road in May,

Rodriguez Rolling
Jose Rodriguez added another hit on Friday night to increase his hitting streak to 10 games. It is the longest hitting streak by a Fightin Phil this season. Over his 
10-game hitting streak, Rodrigez is slashing .415/.429/.610, with a 1.039 OPS dating back to May 16. He’s struck out just once in 42 plate appearances over that 
streak and has five multi-hit games, including two three-hit games. Rodriguez finshed May with a .347 batting average, along with two home runs, 10 extra-base 
hits, 10 RBI and 18 runs scored. He struck out just five times in 80 May plate appearnaces, which is 6.3% of at bats. His 10-game hit streak currently ranks as the 
second-highest active streak in the Eastern League, trailing Portland’s Blaze Jordan (17 games). It’s also tied for the fifth-longest in the league this season.

This Day in Baseballtown History
June 2, 2016: At Portland, Reading completes a 3-game sweep of the Sea Dogs with a 15-9 win.  Backup catcher Joel Fisher goes 2-for-3 with a grand slam, 6 
RBIs, 2 walks and 2 runs in his first road game with Reading. Dylan Cozens (4-for-6, 2 2B, 4 R) and Jake Fox (4-for-4, 2 HR, 3 RBI, 4 R) both have 4 hits.

Hey Hartford
Hartford enters today with a 26-23 record, which is second in the Eastern League’s Northeast Division. The Yard Goats were at Portland and split an eight-game 
series, which featured two doubleheaders, after the teams had two games snowed-out in April. After this week, Hartford hits the road and heads to Somerset 
for a six-game series. Hartofrd’s roster features 13 of the Rockies’ top-30 prospects: Adael Amador (1), Yanquiel Fernandez (3), Sterlin Thompson (5), Zac Veen 
(6), Benny Montgomery (10), Ryan Ritter (12), Carson Palmquist (14), Gabriel Hughes (15), Warming Bernabel (16), Mason Albright (21), Angel Chivilli (24), 
Jaden Hill (26) and Connor Van Scoyoc (28).

Goat on the Bump
Righty Andrew Quezada makes the start today for Hartford. This season, Quezada is 3-1, with a 2.74 ERA over nine starts. He’s pitched 46.0 innings, allowed 
42 hits, 14 walks and 34 strikeouts. Quezada last pitched Tuesday against Reading, earning the win with three-earned runs allowed and seven strikeouts over a 
season-high 7.1 innings pitched. Quezada also pitched at Reading on May 11, earning a win with one run allowed over five innings. Quezada spent all of 2023 
with Hartford, going 4-8, with a 5.52 ERA. In 2023, Quezada faced Reading four times (three starts) and went 1-1, with a 3.26 ERA. He struck out 14 Fightin 
Phils hitters over 19.1 innings pitched against them. The Rockies drafted the 26-year old in the seventh round of the 2018 draft out of Cal State Fullerton.
