TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: The Curve play their second and final series of the second half with the Chesapeake
Baysox this week. Altoona is 7-4 against the Baysox in the second half.

Levi Wells is back for more on Sunday afternoon. Wells tossed 3.1 innings and allowed 1 unearned run on Tuesday night with
5 strikeouts. Wells was Baltimore's 4th round selection in 2023 out of Texas State and is making his Double-A debut this year.
Wells spent two years at Texas State after starting his collegiate career at Texas Tech in 2021. Wells's stuff has ticked up in
pro ball, after sitting 91-95 at Texas State, he was sitting comfortably in the 97-100 range with a sharp slider and curveball.
Keith Law wrote him up for The Athletic after seeing him at spring training and noted that with the fastball-curveball combo,
he has the tools to at least be a major league reliever long-term.

MY VALENTIN: Righty Valentin Linarez has turned in one of the best seasons of his professional career in 2025. In addition
to holding opponents to a career-low .196 BAA this season and a 1.18 WHIP, since June 10 he's allowed just 2 runs in 17.0 IP
(1.06 ERA) and a 0.82 WHIP with 18 strikeouts.

JUSTIN'S MEIS: Since recording a 4.91 ERA in the month of May, Justin Meis has gone 2-1 with a 1.64 ERA with two saves in
14 games for the Curve. In that time he's recorded a 0.86 WHIP and walked just 4 batters in 22.0 innings with 25 strikeouts.

WHERE ARE THE BATS: Altoona holds a .191 team batting average in the Second Half (Since June 23) the lowest among 120
full-season clubs, the team also ranks 114th in OPS (.585).

Pitching has been the team'’s savior of late. Altoona pitchers rank 5th among 120 minor league clubs in WHIP (1.13).

KELLY K'S: Righty Antwone Kelly struck out a career-high 9 batters in 4.2 innings on July 10 at Binghamton. The 21-year-old
has struck out 24 batters in 20.1 innings to start July, he holds a 0.97 WHIP which ranks 5th among qualified minor league
pitchers. Kelly's 97 strikeouts this season are 2nd-most in the Pirates minor league system (Bubba Chandler, 104), two ahead
lof teammate Wilber Dotel (90).

CLOSE WINS: 15 of Altoona's last 18 wins (since June 18) have all come in a save situation for the bullpen. 47 of the team's 94
games this year (50%) have been decided by two runs or fewer.

THE NEW GUYS WHO THROW HARD: Righty Ryan Harbin had the 4th-longest scoreless streak in the minors this season end

on July 9 at Binghamton. From May 13 - July 9, Harbin went 2-0 in 22.1 IP, 10 H, 13 BB, 37 K (.137 BAA), before allowing a run
lon July 9. Harbin has struck out 21 batters in 11.2 innings with Altoona.

Righty Brandon Bidois tossed 11.1 scoreless innings to begin his Curve career before allowing two unearned runs on July
19 against Akron. The Austrailian native has been unscored upon in 21-o0f-24 outings this season, going 1.0+ IP in 15 of his 24
loutings, totaling 39 strikeouts in 36.0 innings this year.

CY YOUNG?: Lefty Cy Nielson has struck out 49 batters this season, 6th-most by an Eastern League reliever. Nielson has col-
lected at least one strike out in 38-0f-39 career outings with the Curve, racking up 81 in 64.1 IP.

WEATHERFORD BOYS: The Curve roster features two Weatherford, TX natives in Beau Burrows and Brenden Dixon. Burrows,
who signed with the Pirates on May 12 out of the Mexican League has allowed a 0.58 WHIP in 20.2 innings for the Curve, earn-
ing 21 strikeouts. He tossed 14.1 consecutive scoreless innings in his first 10 outings with Altoona.

Dixon played some his best baseball for the team in June, batting .263 with a .795 OPS in 15 games. Additionally he drew 13
walks for the team, helping the team record a 9-1 start to begin the second half of the season. He's reached base safely in
19-of-his-last-25 games.

ITALIANISSIMO: Righty Alessandro Ercolani has dialed in throughout his first trip through the Eastern League. In 10 of his 18
loutings this season, he's allowed 1 run or fewer. Held under an innings count this year, Ercolani is working on the best walk
rate of his career, walking only 23 in 70.2 IP. His 2.63 BB/9 innings is the best mark of his career.
