Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils are back home and begin a six-game series against the Chesapeake Baysox, Double-A affiliate of the Baltimore Orioles. It is the seventh-of-12 
matchups between the teams this season and first-of-six at FirstEnergy Stadium. The teams split their series in Bowie from July 8-13.

Game 118 Recap
The Fightin Phils dropped their second-straight game on Sunday night, in a six-inning, 8-6 loss at Altoona as the game was called due to rain in the top of the 
sixth inning. Griff McGarry started for Reading and lasted just 3.2 innings, allowing six runs (four earned) on six hits, along with three walks and five strikeouts 
in the loss. After McGarry, Gabriel Barbosa lasted just two-thirds of an innings, allowing two runs and walking three. John McMillon then entered and walked 
two more over two-thirds of an inning. Reading got doubles from Paul McIntosh, Caleb Ricketts and Aidan Miller. Reading outhit Altoona 7-6, with Robert 
Moore contributing two hits, a run and RBI. Aidan Miller drove in a run and Dylan Campbell had two RBI on two sac flies. Felix Reyes and McIntosh each had 
a hit and run, while Caleb Ricketts drove in two runs. Bryson Ware and Cade Fergus each scored runs, while Nick Dunn had a hit and run scored. 

The Chase for 50
After stealing his 49th base on Saturday night, Aidan Miller is one swiped bag shy of 50 on the season. The last time a R-Phil had stolen 50 bases in a season was 
Jose Leiva in 1987, who stole exactly 50. Miller’s 49 steals this season are the most by a Fightin Phil in a season since Quintin Berry had 48 in 2009, which was 
also the last time a Reading player stole 40-or-more in a season. Miller paces both the Eastern League and all Phillies Minor Leaguers in stolen bases. The last 
time a Phillies Minor League stole 50+ bases in a season was Emaarion Boyd (56) in 2023. The last time a player in the Eastern League had over 50 swiped bags 
in a season was Portland’s David Hamilton (70) in 2022.

It’s Miller Time
For the second time in three weeks, Phillies No. 2 prospect Aidan Miller was named Eastern League Player of the Week on Monday. It was also the third-straight 
week a Fightin Phil received league honors, as Griff McGarry was named Eastern League Pitcher of the Week last Monday. Over six games at Altoona last week, 
Miller posted a .522 average (12-23), along with a 1.621 OPS. He added five runs, five doubles, two home runs, seven RBI and two stolen bases. He had hits in 
all six games and had threee hits on Wednesday, Thursday and Saturday. He also had two home runs on Thursday night, marking the first multi-homer game 
of Miller’s pro career; and according to Miller, it’s the first time he hit two home runs in a game in his life. Over 20 August games, the 2023 first round pick is 
slashing .378/.475/.683 (1.158 OPS), with 21 runs, 13 doubles, four home runs, 16 RBI and 12 stolen bases. For the month of August, Miller is 3rd in the Eastern 
League in average (.378), T-3rd RBI (16), 2nd OBP (.475), 1st SLG (.683), 1st OPS (1.158), 2nd hits (31), 1st 2B (13), 1st XBH (17), 1st TB (56), 1st runs (21) 
and 3rd SB (12). Miller is tied for fifth in the Eastern League in OBP (.372), 9th OPS (.797), 8th 2B (24), T-3rd BB (62), T-8th XBH (38), 10th TB (161), 3rd runs 
(64) and 1st SB (49).

King Felix
Felix Reyes turned in another stellar week at Altoona. Over six games, Reyes .400 (10-25), with a .943 OPS. He added four runs, three doubles and two RBI.
Over 22 August games, Felix Reyes is slashing .387/.412/.581 (.993 OPS), with 20 runs, 12 doubles, two homers and 20 RBI. His Eastern League ranks in August 
are: 2nd AVG (.387), 1st RBI (20), 7th OBP (.412), 7th SLG (.581), 7th OPS (.993), 1st hits (36), 2nd 2B (12), 2nd XBH (14), 2nd TB (54) and 2nd runs (20). 
Reyes turned in his second-straight three-hit game on Friday night. It was the 13th game this year that Reyes had 3+ hits. Reyes now qualifies to be ranked 
amongst the Eastern League leaders and holds the following ranks on the season: 1st AVG (.333), 6th OBP (.366), 1st SLG (.563), 1st OPS (.929), 8th hits (100), 
T-3rd 2B (27), 4th XBH (42) and 4th total bases (169).

Ricketts Rolling
With a double on Sunday night, Caleb Ricketts extended his hitting streak to 13 games (since Aug. 30). It is the longest hitting streak by a Fightin Phil this 
season, surpassing Keaton Anthony’s 12-game hit streak from May 22-June 4. Over his 13-game hit streak, Ricketts is slashing .339/.383/.554 (.937 OPS), with 
10 runs, six doubles, two home runs and 12 RBI. 

This Day in Baseballtown History
August 26, 2007: At Reading, Mike Costanzo (2-for-4, 2 R, 3 RBI) launches a 3-run home run off the Betty’s Salads sign above the pool pavilion in right field 
and Carlos Carrasco gives up just one run on six hits in 7.0 innings as the R-Phils bomb playoff-bound Akron, 11-1, in the season’s final home game.

Coming from the Bay
Chesapeake enters tonight with a 50-68 overall record and 19-32 mark in the second half, which is last in the Southwest Division. The Baysox finished off a two-
week homestand against Richmond last week, splitting the series with the Flying Squirrels. After this week, Chesapeake returns home and takes on Harrisburg 
in its final homestand of the season. The Baysox roster features nine of the Baltimore Orioles’ top-30 prospects: Enrique Bradfield Jr. (4), Michael Forret (11), 
Juaron Watts-Brown (13), Nestor German (14), Braxton Bragg (15), Levi Wells (22), Patrick Reilly (23), Aron Estrada (25) and Austin Overn (30).

On the Mound for Chesapeake
Righty Blake Money makes the start tonight for Chesapeake. Over 11 appearances (five starts) with Chesapeake, Money is 3-4, with a 5.21 ERA (27 ER, 46.2 IP). 
He has struck out 64, which is good for a 12.34 SO/9.0 IP). Money took the loss last Tuesday against Richmond, allowing two runs over five innings, with seven 
strikeouts. Money started the season with Aberdeen (A+), going 2-3, with a 3.57 ERA prior to his promotion. He spent 2024 with Delmarva (A), going 4-7, with 
a 3.15 ERA over 25 appearances. The 23-year old was a 12th round pick of the Orioles out of LSU, where he pitched from 2021-23.
