•	 Swept at Home: The Augusta GreenJackets suffered a heartbreaking de-

feat on Sunday night against rival Columbia after the Fireflies came back for 
two runs with two outs in the top of the ninth to stun the GreenJackets, 5-4 
en route to a sweep at SRP Park. Sunday's loss marked the first time season 
Augusta has been swept while they currently endeavor their longest losing 
streak of six games.

•	 Rare Defeat: Columbia's late comeback win over Augusta on Sunday 
night snapped a 33-game winning streak for the GreenJackets in games where 
they led after eight innings. Augusta is 33-2 when leading after eight frames 
with both losses coming against the Fireflies.

•	 So Close: The GreenJackets were defeated in all six games last week with 
one being decided by two runs, two by one run, and a pair extras. Augusta lost 
those five contests by a combined six runs and now own a record of 8-17 in 
one-run games.

•	 Looking for clutch Hits: Augusta had a tough week batting with 
runners in scoring position finishing with a mark of 10/42 in the last six 
games. The GreenJackets had six or fewer at-bats with RISP in four of the six 
match ups vs Columbia.

•	 Niekro Toes the Slab: J.J. Niekro takes the mound for Augusta as he 
looks to overcome his first loss of the season on Tuesday against the Fireflies.

Career: Was undrafted coming out of college. Played with the Frederick Keys of the MLB Draft League 
briefly before signing a minor league contract with the Atlanta Braves on July 23, 2021. 

College: Played at Florida Southern University where he half-brother Lance Niekro is the Head Coach. 
Played at Florida Southern from 2017-2021. Worked as both a starter and reliever in college. Made only 13 
appearances on the mound over the past two seasons, pitched a career-high 82.2 innings as a sophomore in 
2018 with 16 starts on the mound. Besides his sophomore season, he never made more than 10 appearances 
on the mound in any season.

2021: Promoted to Augusta fro GCL Braves following COVID year and saw his most work in any professional season. Pena pitched 50.2 innings, doubling his previous high of 25 from his 
first year in DSL. Was used almost exclusively as a reliever making 26 appearances with one of those being a short start against Myrtle Beach on July 10 where he dealt 3 innings to begin 
the game. Had a tough start to the season as he allowed earned runs in all 4 of his outings in May but started to settle-in towards the end of the season. Pena finished the year with a 3.35 
ERA in the months of August and September combined and started to get a feel for his stuff during that stretch with 23 strikeouts in the two months in 16.1 innings, earning him a 12.8 
K/9 during that run.

Career: Signed by the Braves as an international free agent in 2017 from the Dominican Republic. Following his signing, the Braves designated him to the Dominican Summer League 
where he pitched well with a 3.96 ERA in 15 appearances and 25 innings all out of the bullpen. Earned a promotion to the GCL Braves in the 2018 where he continued to work exclusively 
out of the bullpen. Pitched 23.2 innings in 14 outings with a 5.32 ERA. Pitched in the GCL again in 2019 and improved from the year prior as he dropped his ERA to 1.88. Did not pitch as 
much in 2018, but saw his strikeout numbers improve in 2019 in the small sample size as he averaged about a strikeout an inning. Did not pitch in 2020 due to COVID-19 Pandemic.

Current Notes: (5/11 vs COL) Returned to the mound as a starter after two successful bullpen outings and shined in four innings where he struck out 7, a career-high with just one 
unearned run scoring on three hits (4/28 vs DEL) Made first appearance out of the bullpen and tossed two scoreless innings.
