SATURDAY SETBACK TO THE STORM: The Fresno Grizzlies (7-13, 45-40) were walked-off on by the Lake Elsinore Storm (11-9, 43-41) 2-1 
in 10 innings Saturday evening from Lake Elsinore Diamond. Fresno’s road woes continued, as they dropped the series to Lake Elsinore in 
heart-wrenching fashion. The Grizzlies lost their third straight contest to the Storm and fell to 2-12 on the road in the second half. Fresno blew 
the lead in the ninth and suffered their fifth walk-off defeat of the season in the bottom of the 10th. The Grizzlies are now 7-5 in extra innings 
with a 5-4 mark on the road. Fresno stumbled to 9-14 in one-run affairs with a 2-10 record away from home. Four of the last six Saturday 
games for Fresno have gone into extras (June 8, June 22, June 29 and July 13). The Grizzlies clawed ahead 1-0 in the top of the seventh after 
the clubs traded zeroes for the first six innings of the game. Braylen Wimmer lifted a sacrifice fly to center, scoring Fadriel Cruz. It was Fresno’s 
43rd sacrifice fly of the year, tied for second best in all of Minor League Baseball. The Grizzlies offense has been dismal with runners in scoring 
position over the last two games (0-for-18). The Storm knotted the contest at one in the bottom of the ninth after a pinch-hit RBI single by 
Ethan Long. It was Long’s eighth hit and 11th RBI in the series. Ryan Wilson, the recipient of the Lake Elsinore run reached on an error by 
Grizzlies shortstop Andy Perez. After Fresno failed to produce a run in the top of the 10th, Lake Elsinore needed just one run for the series win. 
Two batters into the frame, Jacob Campbell ripped a single to center, sending the Storm crowd into a frenzy. Fresno starter Michael Prosecky 
was unbelievable once again, calming the Storm lineup in a no-decision effort. Prosecky dazzled for a career-high six scoreless innings in his 
second start of 2024 with the Grizzlies. He is recovering from minor elbow inflammation that appeared early in the calendar year. Prosecky 
permitted a pair of hits and walks while punching out eight. Both walks were issued to Padres #4 prospect Leodalis De Vries and both hits were 
allowed to Rosman Verdugo. Bryson Hammer (hold, 3) retired four batters with strikeouts, despite yielding three walks. Sam Weatherly was 
tagged with a blown save after giving up the unearned run in the ninth. Kannon Handy (1-3) was ticketed the loss after the automatic runner at 
second scored on the walk-off single.

GRIZZLIES VS. STORM: The Fresno Grizzlies and Lake Elsinore Storm (San Diego Padres Single-A affiliate) conclude their six-game series 
today at Lake Elsinore Diamond. This is the first of two series between the clubs in 2024 and the only regular season series in Lake Elsinore. 
In 2022, the Storm won the California League crown after sweeping the Grizzlies 2-0 in the Championship Series, celebrating on Fresno’s field. 
Lake Elsinore joined the California League in 1994 and are one of four teams in the Southern Division. The Storm are affiliated with the San 
Diego Padres organization and have been since the start of the 2001 season. Prior to that, the team had ties with the California Angels from 
1981-2000. Lake Elsinore has gone through a couple name and location changes in their club history. In 1979, they were known as the Santa 
Clara Padres. From 1980-85, they were named the Redwood Pioneers and from 1986-1993, they were the Palm Springs Angels. Since 2004, Lake 
Elsinore have been known as the Storm and have called their home at Lake Elsinore Diamond or just, The Diamond. It takes five hours and 23 
minutes on average to drive from Chukchansi Park to The Diamond via car.

FARM GROWN: Today, the Grizzlies hand the ball to RHP Jace Kaminska. Kaminska was selected by the Rockies in the 10th round (Pick 292) 
of the 2023 MLB Draft out of Nebraska. Kaminska made 14 starts for the Cornhuskers in 2023, going 7-3 with a 4.13 ERA and 1.14 WHIP. Prior to 
Nebraska, Kaminska pitched for Wichita State and Caney Valley High School in Caney, Kansas.

SO FLY ON THE SAC FLY: The Grizzlies are tied for third in all of Minor League Baseball with 43 sacrifice flies. The Tacoma Rainiers (50) and 
Sacramento River Cats (46) sit ahead of Fresno. The Wisconsin Timber Rattlers, Lynchburg Hillcats and Modesto Nuts also have 43 sacrifice 
flies on the season.

ANDY PEREZ JOINS THE GRIZZLIES CAREER RECORD BOOKS: Grizzlies’ INF Andy Perez joined the Grizzlies record books after logging his 13th 
career triple with two outs in the top of the first June 29 at San Jose. He is now tied with Juan Melo and Roger Kieschnick for ninth all-time with 
those 13 triples. Up next for Perez are Clay Timpner and Jason Ellison, who have tallied 14 triples apiece.

MORE RECORDS FOR ANDY PEREZ: Andy Perez’s triple on June 29 at San Jose was his sixth triple of 2024, putting him one triple shy of joining 
the Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Records AGAIN. Perez (2023), Preston Tucker, Nate Schierholtz, Jason Ellison and Calvin Murray each record-
ed seven triples in their respective seasons. The Cuban native would become the second Grizzlies player (Nate Schierholtz, 2007-08) to join the 
Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Triples list twice.

NEW MAN AT THE TOP OF THE LINEUP: Grizzlies’ OF Caleb Hobson has relished his role as the team’s leadoff hitter. When Hobson has been 
plugged into the leadoff spot, he has reached base 62 times in 166 plate appearances (35 games; 37% he is reaching base in the leadoff spot). 
In 10 of those 35 games, Hobson has made it on base three or more times, combining to score 31 runs. Part of Hobson’s success is in his first 
plate appearance of the game, where he is 8-for-27 (.296) with a double, seven walks and one hit-by-pitch (16-for-35, 46% of the time he 
reaches base in first plate appearance). Seven of his eight hits have been singles with three of them landing as bunt singles. Hobson has also 
swiped 18 total bags as a leadoff hitter, picking up two stolen bases in five of those leadoff games (26/29 in stolen bases on the season).

RUNNING CLOSER TO THE RECORD BOOKS: Grizzlies’ OF Caleb Hobson has swiped 26 bases this season. Hobson is currently nine stolen bas-
es shy of joining the Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Records in that category. Tyler Graham (2010), Darren Ford (2014), Jonathan Villar (2015) 
and Myles Straw (2018) are tied for ninth all-time with 35 stolen bases. 

THERE IS NO E IN HOBSON OR CRUZ: Grizzlies’ OFs Caleb Hobson and Fadriel Cruz have both not committed an error this season. Hobson 
has a no error streak of 63 games (62 in CF and 1 in RF) in 534 innings. Hobson has had 160 total chances in the field, making 155 putouts with 
five assists and one double play. Cruz has a no error streak of 39 games (has played all three OF positions) in 312.1 frames. Cruz has had 61 
total chances with all ending in a putout.
