PROBABLE STARTERS

MOVIN AND GROOVIN: The Blue Jays system saw a 
flurry of transactions this weekend. It was officially an-
nounced Tuesday that RHP Trey Yesavage, RHP Khal Stephen, 
and RHP Gage Stanifer have been promoted to High-A Van-
couver. Additionally, RHP Grant Rogers, RHP Kevin Miran-
da, RHP Nate Garkow, and RHP Juaron Watts-Brown were 
promoted to New Hampshire, and RHP CJ Van Eyk, RHP Ryan 
Jennings, and INF Ryan McCarty were promoted to Buffalo. 
DURAN DURAN: After his 1st inning RBI double last night, 
Edward Duran enters Thursday riding a 15-game hit streak—
the longest in the FSL this season. He’s now hit safely in 20 
of his last 21 games, batting .354 over that span with a .968 
OPS. Duran has six extra-base hits over his last six games.
SAMMY SMACKS: Last night, Sam Shaw went 3-for-4, and 
reached base four times with three hits and a walk, highlight-
ed by an RBI double in the 6th which left his bat at 100.8 
MPH. In 15 games during May, Shaw is batting .316 with 14 
walks, nine RBI and a 1.054 OPS. Shaw extended his on-base 
streak to seven games. and now has six multi-hit games over 
his last 11 contests. He’s reached base in 22 of 25 games 
played for Dunedin this season. 
HE HITS EM HARD: Kendry Chirinos logged a two-hit 
day with a sac fly last night and tallied his 11th multi-hit 
showcase and fourth multi-hit game over his last six. Last 
week, Chirinos scorched eight balls at 100+ MPH in six games 
vs. BRD, including a 109 MPH groundout and two rockets 
at 107+ MPH in the series opener. He batted .391 with two 
homers during the set and is htting .338 with 3 HR and 13 
RBI over 17 games in May.
PASSPORT STAMPED: Trey Yesavage dazzled in his High-A 
debut on Tuesday, striking out 10 (including seven of his final 
eight batters) over four innings, allowing just two hits and 
two runs. Meanwhile, Arjun Nimmala went 3-for-3 with a 
home run, four RBI, a triple, and a walk for Vancouver. The 
19-year-old shortstop is tied for the Northwest League lead 
in home runs (8), owns the third-highest SLG (.554) and 
fourth-highest OPS (.919) in the league. His 8 HR also lead all 
teenagers in MiLB.
WHAT YOU HERRING?: Tampa starter Griffin Herring 
was named Florida State League Pitcher of the Month for 
April, when in four starts he allowed just 12 hits and one 
earned run in 23.1 innings, striking out 28 while walking 10. 
Pitched vs. Tampa on April 24th and hurled seven shutout 
innings allowing only two hits with six strikeouts. 
SCOUTING TAMPA: In a tightly contested series when 
these two teams met April 22-27 at The Tank, Dunedin took 
five of six, outscoring the Tarpons 31-23. The Tarpons roster 
includes five Yankees top 30 MLB Pipeline prospects in the 
form of INF Roderick Arias (No. 5), C Edgleen Perez (No. 11), 
RHP Gage Ziehl (No. 16), LHP Griffin Herring (No. 25), and 
RHP Greyson Carter (No. 28).

Cory Riordan enters his third season as Dunedin’s Pitching Coach, after he held the same role with the FCL Blue Jays in 2021-22. He joined 
the Blue Jays organization in 2020, where he spent the 2020 shutdown assisting with the club’s pitch design framework. Riordan pitched 
collegiately at Fordham University and went on to play 13 professional seasons, spending time with the Colorado Rockies and Detroit Ti-
gers organizations, reaching as high as Triple-A. He also spent time in the independent Atlantic League, and played internationally in South 
Korea and Taiwan, and three winter ball seasons in Venezuela and the Dominican Republic.

Nash Knight enters his second season with the Dunedin Blue Jays and Jays’ organization. Under Knight’s guidance in 2024, Dunedin 
ranked among the Florida State League leaders with 101 HR (3rd), 34 3B (T-1st), and a .359 SLG (3rd). Knight made the transition to 
coaching following a seven-year playing career where he spent six seasons in Toronto’s farm system, reaching as high as Triple-A. He 
also spent time with the Rangers and Twins in his final season on the diamond 2022. A Dallas Baptist University product, Knight hit 
.245/.350/.352 while playing in 556 career minor league games. Knight suited up for Dunedin in parts of two seasons, playing 105 career 
games at TD Ballpark in his career, notably playing all nine positions in a game on Spet. 2, 2018 for a team managed by Casey Candaele. 
Was a member of 2017 FSL Co-Champion Dunedin team which was managed by current Toronto skipper John Schneider and included fu-
ture big leaguers including Vladimir Guererro Jr, Bo Bichette, Lourdes Guriel Jr, Jordan Romano, and Ryan Borucki. Majored in kinesiology 
at DBU. Brother, Austin, has coached at DBU, Texas A&M, and most recently coached in the Mariners organization.

Caceres spent the past three years as the Pitching Coach for the FCL Blue Jays. A lifelong member of the Blue Jays organization, Caceres 
was signed out of the Dominican Republic by Toronto when he was 17. He played in their minor league system from 1995-1998, before 
he transitioned to a pitching coach role in 2000. He’s spent the past 24 years working as a pitching coach at the lower levels of the farm 
system, mentoring stars over the years including Aaron Sanchez, Noah Syndergaard, Joe Musgrove, Jordan Romano, Daniel Norris, and 
Roberto Osuna. Has served as Pitching Coach under Dennis Holmberg for 10 seasons, also working under current Blue Jays coaches Brent 
Lavallee, Jose Mayorga, Cesar Martin, Dallas McPherson, and current Miami Marlins Manager Clayton McCullough. 

Stephenson is in her first season as Position Coach, after she spent the prior two seasons with the High-A Vancouver Canadians in the 
same role, helping to claim a 2023 Northwest League championship. Inducted to the Canadian Baseball Hall of Fame in 2024, Stephenson 
has enjoyed a storied multi-sport career. Initially a star hockey player at the collegiate level at Wilfrid Laurier, she claimed four conference 
titles and a CIS National Championship, before joining the pro ranks in the original National Women’s Hockey League and the Canadian 
Women’s Hockey League. On the diamond, Stephenson starred for Canada’s women’s national baseball team from 2004 to 2018. She was 
twice named the team’s MVP, earned an All-Star nod at third base in the 2008 IBAF World Cup Tournament and won the 2011 Baseball 
Canada Jimmy Rattlesnake Award, which was renamed in her honor. She was tabbed as the 2022 recipient of the Baseball Canada Lionel 
Ruhr Elite Coach of the Year Award after she became the first woman to manage a Canadian national baseball team when she led the 
women’s national team to two wins over Team USA in the Friendship Series then coached Ontario teams at the Women’s Invitational and 
16U Girls Championships ahead of joining the Blue Jays organization. Became the second female coach in the Jays system, following 
Jamie Lever.

First-year Manager Gil Kim provides a wealth of experience as a player, coach, and executive to Dunedin. Hired in 2016 as the Blue Jays 
Director of Player Development, Kim transitioned from the front office to a coaching role with the organization in 2020 when he joined 
Toronto’s major league field staff under the same job title, before becoming the Blue Jay’s major league field coordinator in 2022, a posi-
tion he held until 2024. Before joining Toronto, Kim spent seven seasons with the Texas Rangers in several scouting roles, culminating as 
Director, International Scouting. A native of Pottsville, PA, Kim also had a six-year international professional playing career as an infielder, 
which included stops in the Netherlands, China, Australia, Spain and Venezuela. He played one season of collegiate baseball at D3 Middle-
bury before transferring to Vanderbilt, where he played under Tim Corbin. In 2008 while playing in Venezuela, Kim slept on a mattress in 
the bathroom in the locker room to save money and learn Spanish.

Vigil joins Dunedin for his first season as a Position Coach. A former catcher, Vigil enjoyed an 11-year professional playing career. He spent 
10 seasons in the Miami Marlins farm system before finishing with the Blue Jays in 2021, where he hit .275 in 34 games between Double-A

Jays organization. Grew up playing hockey, soccer, lacrosse, and baseball. “I played T-Ball when I was four and just fell in love with it.” said 
Shaw. He played hockey up until high school, and grew up playing with Matthew Wood, taken 15th overall in the first round in the 2023 NHL 
draft by the Nashville Predators, and played against 1st overall pick to the Chicago Blackhawks Connor Bedard. “There aren’t a lot of 
Canadian kids that want to be professional baseball players,” Shaw said. “Usually it’s hockey or basketball, but I’ve always wanted to play 



baseball," adding, “For kids coming up, especially from B.C. or Victoria as well, there haven’t been too many baseball players so hopefully I can 
create a good example,” Shaw said.
