Castillo’s homer in the seventh inning. The Loons had
the bases loaded with one out in the eighth. Rodriguez
entered the game at that point and allowed the three
inherited runners score and one more run. Rodriguez
struck out the final two batters of the inning. In the
ninth, the Loons had two one with one out before
Rodriguez closed out the game.

ROAD WARRIORS: The Timber Rattlers are 14-5 away
from home this season, including 6-1 at East Division
teams. Wisconsin pitchers have a 4.34 ERA on the
road and a 10.55 ERA at home.

ABOUT GREAT LAKES: The Great Lakes Loons came
into existence in 2007 after the Midwest League team left
Battle Creek, Michigan at the end of the 2006 season. The
team in Battle Creek had been known as the Michigan
Battle Cats, Battle Creek Yankees, and the Southwest
Michigan Devil Rays. The Loons have been affiliated with
the Los Angeles Dodgers since 2007. They have made
the Midwest League playoffs nine times since 2007. The
Loons won the Midwest League title in 2016 and lost to
Cedar Rapids in the Midwest League Championship
Series in 2023. Notable Great Lakes alumni include
