HaKden Senger and Jaylen Palmer homered and Dom Hamel earned his
sixth win of the season. The Ponies scored their most runs (9) in a game since June 6
at Reading (W 10-8).

Whatch Acuia Do About It: Infielder Luisangel Acuiia has made an instant impact
in his seven games with the Ponies. Acuna is currently on a six-game hitting streak
and has drawn four walks. He stole a career-high-tying three bases on Tuesday,
stealing second and third in the seventh and scoring on a fielder's choice. He %as
scored five times and has one run batted in, which was the game-winning RBIl in
extra innings against New HamEshire on Saturday. Acufa came to Binghamton
riding a 25-game on-base streak with Double-A Frisco (TEX), which means he's
reached base safely in 31 of his last 32 games overall and in seven of his eight
games with Binghamton.

Joltin' JT: First baseman JT Schwartz has been red-hot since coming off the injured
list on July 27.1n 10 games since his return to the diamond, Schwartz is hitting .486
(17-for-35) with a .539 on-base percentage and 1.196 OPS. He hit a two-run triple on
TuesdaK at Somerset, after hitting .579 (11-for-19) in last week's series against New
Hampshire. He had at least three hits in four-straight games (finale at Reading, first
three games against NH), including a four-hit game in that span.

Sharp as The Blade: Mets' top pitching prospect Blade Tidwell makes his second
Double-A start.

He made four starts for Low-A
St. Lucie, and allowed two runs on four hits over
8.1 innings with nine strikeouts and six walks.

BACKGROUND: Tidwell ranks as the New York
Mets' top pitching prospect and No. 8 overall pros-
pect. The 22-year-old is in his first full season of
professional baseball. In his 17 starts with High-A
Brooklyn in 2023, Tidwell held hitters to the lowest
opponent batting average in the South Atlantic
League (.190), earned the second most wins (8),
and carried the third lowest ERA (3.09).The sec-
ond-round pick out of Tennessee had a decorated
collegiate career. As a freshman in 2021, he posted
a 3.74 ERA with 90 strikeouts in 98.2 innings.
During his final year with the Volunteers in 2022,
Tidwell was named to the NCAA Knoxville Re-
gional All-Tournament Team. He was also named
to the 2021 SEC All-Freshman Team and earned
Freshman All-American Honors from Perfect
Game and D1Baseball. Helped lead Loretto High
School to 2017 Class A State Title. He hit .557 with
30 XBHs and 6 HR while posting an 8-0 record
with 107 Ks in 53 innings as a junior in 2019.

In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season

with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Alvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the
second-most in franchise history. This past fall, Brignac was one of two Mets staft members selected to be a part of the
Arizona Fall League coaching staff, serving as the manager of the Peoria Javelinas.
