
Tonight's Game: The Sounds and Indians play game two of the six-game series tonight at First 
Horizon Park. Nashville jumped out to an 8-1 lead and cruised to an 8-4 victory last night. Right-
hander Jacob Misiorowski will make his home debut with the Sounds tonight. He will face off 
against right-hander Luis Cessa for the Indians.  
 
Jacob Misiorowski: The 22-year-old makes his second career Triple-A start and first at First 
Horizon Park. In his Triple-A debut, he went 1.0 innings with two earned runs, a hit batter, and 
three walks. In 19 starts for Biloxi, Misiorowski was 3-4 with a 3.50 ERA (79.2 IP/31 ER and 105 
strikeouts. He has not made a home start since June 30 with his last five outings coming on the 
road. The 6' 7" right-hander currently ranks 8th in Double-A in strikeouts with fewer innings 
than everyone ahead of him. He has completed the fifth inning in just five of his 20 total starts this 
season. Currently ranked as the no. 2 prospect in the Brewers organization, he attended the same 
college as Aaron Ashby for his freshman season (Crowder College). He was committed to transfer 
to LSU before being drafted by the Brewers 63rd overall in the 2020 draft with an over-slot signing 
bonus of 2.35 million. Additionally, he stands as the no. 32 prospects in all of baseball, one slot 
ahead of Tyler Black. He has nearly identical splits between lefties and righties at .180 (25-for-139) 
and .182 (27-for-148) respectively.  
 
Luis Cessa: The 32-year-old veteran right-hander makes his 9th appearance (8th start) for Indi-
anapolis. He started the season with Omaha and made 11 appearances (10 starts) for the Storm 
Chasers before he was released on June 1. Cessa has a long track record of MLB experience with 
208 appearances (35 starts) for the Yankees and Reds. He has mainly been used as a starter in the 
minors with 145 of his 174 outings coming from the starting role. He made his MLB debut in 2016 
for the Yankees and most recently pitched in the big leagues for the Reds in 2023. The Mexico na-
tive was signed as an international free agent by the Mets in 2008 and debuted as a shortstop before 
transitioning to pitching in 2011. He was traded along with Michael Fulmer in exchange for Yoenis 
Céspedes at the 2015 trade deadline and was traded again to the Yankees in the offseason. Cessa 
made one appearance for Team Mexico in the 2023 World Baseball Classic. He made a career-high 
53 appearances in 2021 which included 24 outings for the Reds 
where he posted a 2.05 ERA (26.1 IP/6 ER).   
 
Miller Time: Owen Miller was a cog in the lineup yesterday, scor-
ing three times with three hits and an RBI. It tied a career-high 
in runs scored that he has accomplished seven times total and has 
done twice in his last six games. In his last seven games, Miller has 
12 runs scored and four multi-hit games. He has also had a diverse 
use in the field, making 23 starts at first base, 12 at second base, 
and 23 at third base. In July, Miller hit .392 (20-for-51 with nine 
RBI and a 1.004 OPS.  
 
Everybody Hits: In last night's win, the Sounds had 11 hits from 
seven different players. Tyler Black and Carlos Rodriguez were 
the only two without a hit but both reached base on a walk. Brian 
Navarreto and Vinny Capra each had two hits and two RBI. Chris 
Roller also added two RBI from the nine spot. Navarreto-s two 
hits was his first multi-hit game since July 1 at Memphis and just 
his third this season. Nashville had three doubles but they have not hit a home run at home in six 
consecutive games.  
 
Roller's Here, There, Everywhere: In addition to Chris Roller's offensive output last night, he 
threw a strike to nab a runner at third base. It was his fifth outfield assist this season which puts 
him in a tie with Issac Collins for the team lead. The team had gone 10 games without an outfield 
assist with Collins having the most recent on July 24 vs. Charlotte. With 23 total this season, 15 
have been at First Horizon Park.  
 
High Socks Herget: Kevin Herget allowed two inherited runners to score yesterday but has not 
allowed an earned run in 10 consecutive starts. During that stretch, he has gone 11.1 innings with 
17 strikeouts. He is third on the team with 28 appearances and third in innings pitched as a reliever 
(35.2 IP) for Nashville this season. Herget has also only allowed one home run this season only 
Enoli Paredes has pitched at least 20.0 innings and not given up a home run.   

The Sweet Life: Manager Rick Sweet is in his fourth consecutive season as the Sounds manager 
(5th overall) and his 34th season as a manager in MiLB. Sweet is the winningest manager in Nash-
ville Sounds history, earning his 321st victory in the 2023 season finale vs. Jacksonville. This is his 
11th season as manager of the Brewers' Triple-A affiliate and boasts a 740-634 record (Nashville in 
2014, Colorado Springs from 2015-18, San Antonio in 2019 and Nashville 2021-). Overall, Sweet has 
a career managerial record of 2,332-2,154 - that's the fifth most wins in MiLB history and second 
among active managers (only Buddy Bailey with Single-A Myrtle Beach has more).
