CROW TIME: Right-hander Coleman Crow will make his second Triple-A start
after working four scoreless innings last Thursday night against Memphis in

his Nashville debut. He allowed just three hits and and added seven strikeouts.
Including his 10 starts with Biloxi, last Thursday night was his fourth start of 4+
IP without allowing a run and his fourth straight game with 6+ strikeouts. Crow
was named the Brewers' Minor League Pitcher of the Month for June after going
3-0 with a 1.06 ERA in three starts for the Shuckers where he had 24 strikeouts
and one walk over 17.0 IP.

HIT HOMERS, WIN GAMES: Nashville's five home run outburst on Tuesday night
was the most the team had hit in a game since setting a franchise-record with
seven on April 20 in Charlotte. Jared Oliva became the sixth Nashville player with
a multi-HR game this year and the first since Bobby Dalbec had one on June 15 in
Norfolk. It was Oliva's first multi-HR game since May 7, 2023, while playing with
Triple-A Salt Lake and just the second of his career in 693 professional games.
Ernesto Martinez Jr. ended a 15-game home run drought. After having one home
run in his first 40 games, Oliver Dunn has hit four in his last 21 games. Drew
Avans launched his first home run with Nashville and ended a 60-game drought
between home runs since hitting his last one April 13 against Triple-A El Paso
while playing for Las Vegas. The Sounds are now 20-4 on the year when hitting
2+ home runs and 8-0 when hitting 3+

BRUCE'S TIME TO SHINE: Bruce Zimmermann matched his season-high with
6.0 IP on Tuesday and tosssed his second straight quality start. Over his last four
games, Zimmermann is 2-0 with a 2.11 ERA (21.11P, 6 R, 5 ER, 14 K, 3 BB).

STILL STREAKING: Bobby Dalbec extended his on-base streak to 14 straight
games with a hit in the series opener against Durham and has the longest active
on-base streak for a Nashville player. Raynel Delgado extended his current hitting
streak to seven games after going 1-for-4 on Tuesday against the Bulls.

WEEKLY WINNER: RHP Tobias Myers was honered as the International League
Pitcher of the Week on Monday. He tossed a six-inning scoreless quality start last
Friday against Memphis and allowed just two hits without a walk. Myers is the
fourth different Sound to win IL weekly honors this year, and the fifth overall.
Jacob Misiorowski was named Pitcher of the Week twice. Ernesto Martinez

Jr. and Daz Cameron won Player of the Week in back-to-back weeks April 7-13

& 15-20. It was the first league weekly award for Myers since 2023, his second
International League Pitcher of the Week, and fifth overall for his career.

EIGHT IT GREAT: With his steal on Sunday, Oliver Dunn got to double digit steals
on the season with Nashville. He became the eighth different Sounds player with
10+ steals on the year, matching the most Nashville has had in a single-season
since 2006. Jared Oliva leads the team with 24 and is fifth in the International
League while Raynel Delgado is tied for sixth with 22. Anthony Seigler is tied

for ninth in the International League with 20 steals. The Sounds rank second in
Triple-A with 165 stolen bases on the year and 13th overall in the minors.

COUNTDOWN FROM 50: Nashville got to 50 wins on the season with the win over
Memphis on Sunday to take the series. It's the earliest the Nashville had gotten to
50 wins since the 2022 season when they picked up their 50th win on July 7 and
were 50-30 on the year. The team got to 50 wins in 2009 on July 11th (89 G), July
14th in 2006 (92 G), and on July 8, 2025 (89 G). Rick Sweet is now 14 wins away
frol:n passing Buddy Bailey for the third-most wins by a Minor League manager
in history.

PROSPECTING: Nashville's roster currently features six of the top 30 prospects in
the Brewers farm system (MLB Pipeline). Jeferson Quero (#5) is the highest rated
prospect on the roster currently followed by RHP Logan Henderson (#6) who
jumped up six spots in their mid-season rankings. INF Tyler Black (#10) rounds
out the top 10. RHP Criag Yoho (#19), RHP Carlos Rodriguez (#22), and Ernesto
Martinez Jr. (#30) are also among the top 30. Quero and Henderson also find
themselves among the Top 100 prospects in baseball with Quero sitting at #70 and
Henderson at #91. They are two of six Brewers' farmhands ranked inside the Top
100. Milwaukee is one of four farm systems with 6+ prospects currently ranked

in the Top 100. Seattle leads the way with nine. Milwaukee is tied for second along
with the Phillies and Reds.
