Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (45-33, 3-1) vs. Memphis Redbirds (48-31, 1-3)

JACKSONVILLE SHUTS OUT MEMPHIS, 1-0
Patrick Monteverde tossed 5.1 shutout innings of one-hit 
ball with eight strikeouts and Jacksonville edged Memphis 
1-0 on Friday. The lone run in the game came in the fourth 
inning on a Rece Hinds sacrifice fly. After Monteverde 
exited, Mason Vinyard, Matt Pushard, Stephen Jones and 
Zach Pop combined for 3.2 scoreless innings to seal the 
Jumbo Shrimp shutout - the club's third consecutive win. 
The Redbirds mustered only three hits in the effort, out-
hitting the Jumbo Shrimp, who only registered two knocks 
in the victory.

ACE UP THE SLEEVE
Jacksonville starting pitching has been nothing short of 
dominant of late. Over the club's the last 11 games, Jumbo 
Shrimp lid-lifters have combined to yield only 12 runs, nine 
earned, on 36 hits (5.6 H/9) in 57.2 innings, recording an 
extraordinary 1.40 ERA. During this run, Jacksonville starters 
have combined for 84 strikeouts (13.1 K/9) against just 13 
walks (2.0 BB/9). Not coincidentally, this starting pitching 
success has helped the Jumbo Shrimp go 9-2 over this 
stretch.

ETZEL DAY? WELL, I LIKE ETZEL DAY
Matthew Etzel got off to a very slow start to the season, 
hitting just .183/.256/.254/.510 over his first 20 games of 
the season. Over the last 40 contests, however, the Texas 
native is a scorching 44-for-152 at the plate, slashing a 
robust .289/.390/.513/.903 with six doubles, two triples, 
eight home runs, 27 RBIs, 24 walks and 36 runs scored. 
Since this stretch began on May 3, Etzel ranks tied for 
second in the IL in runs, tied for 17th in hits, tied for 18th in 
walks, 20th in OBP and 21st in OPS.

MEN OF STEAL
The 2025 Jumbo Shrimp swiped 305 bases, blowing past 
the previous club record of 192 set by the 1979 Jacksonville 
Suns. The 2026 Jumbo Shrimp got off to a slower start in 
the steals department, with their 29 stolen bases through 
the season's first 24 games placing in a tie for 13th place in 
Triple-A. Since that point, however, has been a completely 
different story; Jacksonville's 107 steals in the last 54 games 
are the most in Triple-A since April 24, with Gwinnett's 107 
steals ranking second. 

SWIPER NO SWIPING!
Jacksonville has recorded a caught stealing in four of the last 
six contests in which their opponent has attempted a steal. 
This run has helped the club surge to second in Triple-A in 
runners caught stealing (36) while ranking fifth in caught 
stealing percentage (26.7 percent). The Jumbo Shrimp 
also excelled in these categories in 2025, ranking second 
in caught stealing percentage (27.6 percent) and third in 
runners caught stealing (56).

RUN OF THE MILBRANDT
Over his first three Triple-A starts, Karson Milbrandt has 
picked up right where he left off from Double-A Pensacola, 
tossing 15.0 innings of two-run ball for a 1.20 ERA. Dating 
back to his time with Double-A Pensacola, Milbrandt has 
yielded one run or fewer in eight of his nine starts. During 
that span, the 22-year-old is 4-0 with a 1.09 ERA. He has 
fanned 68 against 20 walks and only 26 hits allowed in 49.2 
innings (.158 BAA).

ROAD IS WHERE THE HEART IS
Jacksonville has racked up an impressive 22-14 (.611) 
record on the road this season - the 22 away victories rank 
in a tie for sixth in all of Triple-A. The biggest difference 
for the Jumbo Shrimp in their away contests has been 
their offense. At VyStar Ballpark, the club is hitting just 
.220/.329/.362/.691 with 182 runs scored (4.3 per game). 
Jacksonville is batting .259/.337/.430/.767 with 224 runs 
scored (6.2 per game) on the road.

PINTAR-EST
Over his first 20 games on the season, Andrew Pintar 
was just 15-for-81 at the plate, slashing a woeful 
.185/.295/.235/.530 with two doubles, one triple, seven 
RBIs, 13 walks and nine runs. The BYU product has changed 
his season around significantly since then; over the last 39 
games, Pintar is 42-for-146 (.288/.387/.493/.880) with 10 
doubles, one triple, six homers, 28 RBIs, 22 walks and 30 
runs. Since this hot streak began on April 28, Pintar ranks 
17th in OBP and 23rd in OPS.

-A third-round pick by Miami in the 2022 draft, Milbrandt passed up a commitment to 
pitch at Vanderbilt University to sign with the Marlins.

-At the high school level, Milbrandt was named the Gatorade Missouri Baseball 
Player of the Year in 2022. He led Liberty High School (Mo.) to a 2021 Class 6 
state title and to the 2022 Class 6 District 8 finals, where they fell to eventual state 
champion Liberty North.

-Milbrandt was also an excellent basketball in high school, receiving all-district 
honors.

-Grew up a fan of the Royals during Kansas City's 2015 World Series run. Lorenzo 
Cain was his favorite player as a kid.

-Milbrandt is currently rated as the No. 9 prospect in the Marlins' organization 
according to MLB Pipeline.

-While pitching for Double-A Pensacola, Milbrandt became the first Blue Wahoo to 
earn back-to-back Southern League Pitcher of the Week honors. He recieved his 
first award after his start on May 16, when he pitched 6.0 shutout innings and struck 
out 12 against Chattanooga...his second award came after his start on May 23,when 
he pitched 6.0 more shutout innings and struck out a career high 12 batters against 
Columbus.

-Milbrandt put together a 27.0-inning scoreless streak from May 2 through the fourth 
inning of his start on May 30. The streak ended as the second-longest in team history 
behind reliever Lee Hyde's 31.0-inning streak in 2013 and the longest ever for a 
Pensacola starting pitcher.
