SEA DOGS DROP SERIES FINALE TO FISHER CATS 10-5  Trailing the Fisher 
Cats 2-0 early, the Sea Dogs put up a three-run bottom of the third inning, capped 
off by a two-run home run from James Tibbs III, his fi rst as a member of the Red 
Sox organization. New Hampshire took a 6-3 lead in the top of the fi fth, but Portland 
responded in the bottom of the inning with a two-run home run by Allan Castro (6) 
to cut the defi cit to 6-5. In the top of the eighth and ninth, the Sea Dogs surrendered 
four runs to take a 10-5 lead, three of them came on a three-run home run by Peyton 
Williams (9).    

SEA DOGS LOVE AN EARLY JUMP  Portland is scoring the majority of their runs 
in the fi rst inning this season. They have scored 44 fi rst-inning runs while they have 
scored the least in the ninth inning (20). The Sea Dogs are holding opponents to just 
26 runs in the fi rst inning.

CASTRO TAKES HOME PLAYER OF THE WEEK HONORS (6/30-7/6) Sea Dogs 
OF Allan Castro has been selected as the Eastern League Player of the Week for 
the week of June 30-July 6. In six games, Castro hit a league-best .500 (12-for-24) 
with three doubles, a triple, one home run, 12 RBI, and fi ve runs scored. In 46 games 
this season, Castro is hitting .301 with eight doubles, a triple, six home runs, and 24 
RBI. He entered the season ranked by Baseball America as the number 13 prospect 
in the Red Sox organization. This marks the third consecutive week that a Sea Dogs 
player has taken home an award. Connelly Early earned Eastern League Pitcher of 
the Week honors (6/23-6/28), and David Sandlin took home the award twice this 
season (6/16-6/24, 5/26-6/1). Additionally, former Sea Dogs’ infi elder Blaze Jordan 
earned Eastern League Player of the Week honors (and Eastern League Player of the 
Month honors for May.

"DOES IT HAVE HITS IN IT?" - MIKEY ROMERO  Sea Dogs middle infi elder Mikey 
Romero has been red-hot from the dish, currently riding a nine game on-base streak 
(June 27-present) with fi ve of those games being mulit-hit performances. In his last 
fi ve games, Romero is hitting .304 (7-for-23) with one home run, and fi ve RBI. The 
former fi rst round pick (24th overall) by the Boston Red Sox in the 2022 MLB draft 
makes choices in his life based upon if it has hits in it. A walk-up song, a certain outfi t, 
what he eats or listens to pregame, he will change parts of his lifestyle based upon his 
performance at the plate. As for right now... if it isn't broken, don't fi x it.   

THIS DAY IN SEA DOGS HISTORY  July 8, 1994 – The Sea Dogs and Binghamton 
Mets played a 16-inning marathon, with the Mets winning 4-3.

ON THE MOUND  LHP Eduardo Rivera gets the ball this evening for the Sea Dogs. 
Rivera is making his third appearance at the Double-A level. In two starts with the 
Sea Dogs, he posts an 0-2 record with a 5.79 ERA. Over 9.1 innings of work, Rivera 
has struck out 10 batters while surrendering six earned runs and six walks. His last 
start was on July 2nd against New Hampshire, tossing 5.0 innings of four-run ball (all 
earned) while posting four strikeouts and surrendering 10 hits along with a walk.

Manager - Chad Epperson
Manager Chad Epperson will lead the team in his fourth season in 
Portland. In 2024, he led the Sea Dogs to a 78-60 record, the best 
record in the Northeast Division of the Eastern League, and third 
best in the league. In his fourth season with the team, he is tied for 
the longest serving manager in Sea Dogs history with Arnie Beyeler 
who managed Portland for four seasons from 2007 to 2010. Before 
managing the Sea Dogs, Epperson spent 12 seasons as the Red Sox 
Catching Coordinator. 

Pitching Coach - Juan Rivera
Rivera spent the last three seasons as Salem Red Sox’ pitching 
coach and led the pitching staff to a 3.61 ERA, fourth-best in Sin-
gle-A. A graduate of Eastern Nazarene College, he has been in the 
Red Sox organization since 2022 as a Development Coach with 
Salem.

Hitting Coach - Chris Hess
Chris Hess returns to Portland for his second year as the Sea Dogs’ 
hitting coach after serving as the Greenville Drive’s hitting coach in 
2023. Last season, Portland’s hitters led Double-A in runs (711), dou-
bles (285), RBI (658), slugging (.412) and OPS (.753). They ranked 
second in average (.257), hits (1,221), and OBP (.348). He was a 
coach for the Sea Dogs in 2022 and in Fort Myers during the 2021 
season. This year will mark Hess’ fi fth year in the Red Sox organiza-
tion.

Assistant Hitting Coach - Johnny Reina
Johnny Reina will serve as Assistant Hitting Coach after working as a 
Hitting Trainer at Driveline Baseball in Seattle, Washington. Driveline 
Baseball’s mission is to develop the future of baseball training by fi nd-
ing industry-leading insights, all while publishing those insights back 
to the baseball community.

Defensive Coach - Kyle Sasala
Kyle Sasala will be on staff for his second season in Portland after 
previously working as the Associate Head Coach at Grove City 
College from 2016 – 2023. Sasala helped the 2023 Wolverines to a 
school-record 30 victories, along with a 16-4 conference record.

Athletic Trainer - Bobby Stachura
Stachura returns to Portland for his third season as the Sea Dogs’ 
Athletic Trainer. Stachura has served as the Athletic Trainer for Sin-
gle-A Greenville for the past four seasons. He started in the Red Sox 
organization in 2017 as the Athletic Trainer for the Lowell Spinners. 
He also spent four years as an athletic trainer at the University of 
Rhode Island. Stachura graduated with a B.S. in Athletic Training 
from Lasell College in 2013.

Strength and Conditioning Coach - Jonah Mondloch
Strength and Conditioning Coach Jonah Mondloch joins the staff 
for his fi rst season in Portland, but his second year in the Red Sox 
organization. He was previously an Assistant Rehab Strength and 
Conditioning Coach. In that role, he assisted in the strength and con-
ditioning for players returning to the fi eld.
