ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Back on the Road
The Fightin Phils are back on the road to begin a six-game series at the Altoona Curve, Double-A affiliate of the Pittsburg Pirates. It is the first-of-nine match-
ups between the teams this season and first-of-six at People’s Natual Gas Field in Altoona. Following this week, Altoona makes their first trip to Reading since 
2023 from July 17-19 for a three-game series out of the All-Star Break. The teams split their lone series in 2025 in Altoona.

End of the First Half
The Reading Fightin Phils fell to the Hartford Yard Goats, 7-4, in the series finale at FirstEnergy Stadium as Hartford secured a 4-2 series victory. Reading 
grabbed a 4-2 lead in the third inning when Bryson Ware launched his 12th home run of the season and Pedro León followed with a two-run homer to left 
field. Hartford answered immediately with a solo home run from Jimmy Obertop in the fourth before taking control in the fifth. GJ Hill tied the game with a 
solo shot, and after consecutive doubles put runners in scoring position, Bryant Betancourt delivered the decisive blow with a three-run homer to give the Yard 
Goats a 7-4 advantage. That lead held the rest of the way as Hartford’s bullpen combined to shut down the Fightins, with Griffin Herring striking out seven 
over 2.2 scoreless innings and former Reading reliever Andrew Baker escaping a bases-loaded threat in the eighth. Jean Cabrera was charged with the loss 
after allowing six runs in 4.2 innings, while Reading’s bullpen kept the game within reach with 4.1 scoreless innings. Despite drawing nine walks, the Fightins 
managed just three hits—all in the third inning—and did not record another hit the rest of the afternoon.

Binelas Bombs Away
Alex Binelas clubbed his team-leading 15th home run of the season on Saturday night, a mark that is tied for third most in the Eastern League entering play 
on Tuesday. Binelas also ranks second amongst Phillies Minor Leaguers in home runs, trailing Lehigh Valley’s Felix Reyes, who has 17. After hitting nine home 
runs in April, Binelas was held to just one home run in May. But, since the calendar has turned to June, Binelas has lifted five home runs, all coming over the 
last 12 games he’s played in. Binelas’ single-season career-high in home runs was 25 back in 2022. He hit eight homers over 68 games with Reading in 2025.

Raking Raylin
Raylin Heredia turned in an excellent two-week homestand, which featured his second-career two home run game last Thursday against Hartford. The 22-year 
old has already hit 12 home runs this season, which is a single-season career-high, surpassing his previous best of eight. Over the 12 games during the 	
homestand, Heredia slashed .319/.373/.681 (1.054 OPS), along with six runs, two doubles, five home runs and nine RBI. Entering play on Tuesday, Heredia 
leads the Eastern League with 21 doubles, while also ranking third with 73 hits, tied for second with 34 extra-base hits and third with 132 total bases.

Going, Going, Gone
The Fightin Phils are back to hitting home runs at a torried pace over the recent two week homestand, as they lifted an Eastern League-best 21 long balls over 
their last 12 games. Through 69 games, Reading has hit 86 home runs, which ranks as second most in the Eastern League and they are on pace for 172 this 
season, which comes after Reading hit 118 in 2025. 

A Clean Slate
Following Sunday’s game, the season’s first half came to an end and Reading’s record has reset to 0-0. The Fightin Phils sit at 30 wins and, which is a five-win 
improvement from 2025 to 2026 in terms of wins in the first half. 

Stealing Bags and Limiting Them
Since the start of June, the Fightin Phils are second in the Eastern League with 28 stolen bases, trailing second-place Erie by seven stolen bags. Entering play on 
Tuesday, Reading is third in the league with 108 stolen bases and is on pace for 216 this season. This came after the Fightin Phils swiped 173 bags in 2025. The 
last time Reading stole over 200 bags in a season was 1983, when they stole a franchise record 272 that season. On the other side of the ball, the Fightin Phils 
have allowed the fewest stolen bases in the Eastern League at 60 and third in runners caught stealing with 27.

This Day in Baseballtown History
June 23, 2017: At Reading, Herlis Rodriguez homers on the first Double-A pitch he sees in 9-7 win over 1st place Trenton.  It would be Rodriguez’s only HR as 
a Fightin Phil that season (25 AB). Reading had scored just 6 runs total in a 4-game sweep at the hands of Trenton in May, but tallied 7 in the first 2 innings of 
this game.  Scott Kingery goes 1-for-3 with 2 RBIs and 2 runs and ties Carlos Tocci for the Eastern League lead with his 5th triple.  Kyle Martin scores twice and 
drives in a run without an official at bat (2 BB, SF, HBP).

Curve Baseball
Altoona finished the season’s first half with a 31-38 record, which was fifth in the Eastern League’s Southwest Division standings. The Curve started the season 
0-12, but since they got their first win on Apr. 16, they went 31-26 over the remainder of the season’s first half. Altoona most recently split a six-game series at 
Akron last week and following this week, head north to Portland. The Curve’s roster features four of the Pittsburg Pirates Top-30 prospect, according to MLB 
Pipeline: Omar Alfonzo (14), Jack Brannigan (22), Duce Gourson (26) and Callan Moss (28). 

Curve Ball
Righty Matt Ager makes his eighth appearances and seventh start of the season for Altoona tonight. So far, Ager is 2-1, with a 4.06 ERA (14 ER, 31.0 IP), along 
with 23 strikeouts. Ager last pitched on Wednesday at Akron, allowing five runs on five hits over 3.2 innings, with two strikeouts. He began the season with 
Greensboro (A+), going 1-0, with a 4.67 ERA (9 ER, 17.1 IP) acorss five relief appearances before joining Altoona. Ager began his pro career in 2025 with 
Bradenton (A), going 2-6, with a 4.86 ERA over 22 appearances and 19 starts for the Maurauders. The 23-year old was drafted by the Pittsburgh Pirates in the 
sixth round of the 2024 draft out of UC Santa Barbara.
