FROG FRIDAY: After winning two out of the first three games of the series with Salem, the FredNats can earn at least a series split tonight
on a Frog Friday, where the FredNats transform into their new alter ego that honors the Black baseball team from the 1920s and 30s that
played in Fredericksburg. Tonight, RHP Brayan Romero gets the ball for FBG, aiming to build on a four inning scoreless start last week at
Mytle Beach. He faces Salem righty Yhoiker Fajardo, who allowed three total runs (two earned) in his only start against Fredericksburg this
season back in June. The FredNats are 2.0 games back of Carolina for the division lead heading into play tonight.

ABOUT LAST NIGHT: Frederickshurg and Salem finished Wednesday’s suspended game first, with Salem grabbing a 4-2 victory for their
first win of the series. Then, FBG slugged two home runs in game two and pulled away late with a 6-2 victory. Luke Dickerson and Brenner
Cox both hit two-run home runs, and R.J. Sales earned his first FredNat win in his second start, pitching five innings of two-run ball. Cox
drove in three of the six runs for Frederickshurg.

HE'S INEVITABLE: FredNat outfield prospect Cristhian Vaquero picked up his MiLB-leading fourth walk-off hit of the season last home
stand, and overall, he’s enjoyed a very strong second half of the season offensively, pairing his hot bat with his exceptional outfield
defense. In 29 second half games, Vaquero is fifth in the league in batting average (.310), fifth in OPS (.858), and he leads the league
among active players in slugging (.496). He's also fifth in hits (40) and sixth in extra-base hits (11). He also picked up his 11th outfield
assist of the season last week, and had a game in Myrtle Beach where he reached base four times and scored three runs without recording
ahit.

INSTANT IMPACT: With Ethan Petry (2nd round) and Jacob Walsh (15th round) debuting last night, the FredNats now have four members
of Washington’s 2025 draft class on the active roster. Petry and Walsh join Wyatt Henseler (9th round) and Nick Hollifield (14th round).
Petry was selected 49th overall in the 2nd round out of South Carolina, Henseler was taken from Texas A&M, Hollifield is from UAB and
Walsh is from Oregon. Henseler holds the Ivy League career home run record, Petry is second in South Carolina history in home runs, and
Walsh is the career leader in home runs at Oregon. Petry also was the MVP of the Historic Cape Cod League last summer.

START EARLY: The FredNats are 52-53 overall this season, but are 17 games over .500 (31-14) when scoring first in 2025. In the first two
innings this season, Frederickshurg has been outscored 77-115 (-38).

WHY TRY IT?: Fredericksburg’s MiLB-leading caught stealing total is up to 82. Heading into play today, Kevin Bazzell leads MiLB by six
with 53 caught stealings and owns the best (5% of all MiLB catchers who have played at least 400 innings this year, throwing out 43% of
would-be base stealers. Fredericksburg has excelled the most at throwing out base runners against Salem, nabbing 12 out of 23 potential
base stealers this season.

THIS BULLPEN IS INSANE: The FredNat bullpen has been central to the team’s efforts all season, but the group has taken it to a new level
since June 1. Since then, FBG's bullpen ERA is 3.10, which is currently number three in Single-A baseball. Fredericksburg is 39-1 when
leading after seven innings this season, and 32-1 when leading after eight innings. Fredericksburg’s 18 saves in that time frame is also tied
for the fourth-most in Minor League Baseball.

THE STAFF: After Jake Lowery’s third season as Manager of the FredNats ended in a Carolina League championship in 2024, the FredNats
welcome Billy McMillon as the third Manager in Fredericksburg franchise history. McMillon, 53, has spent the last three seasons in the
Nationals organization as the Development Coach for Triple-A Rochester. He also played parts of six seasons in the Major Leagues with
Oakland, Detroit, Philadelphia and Florida. He’s joined on the staff by returning Pitching Coach Justin Lord, returning Hitting Coach
Mike Habas, Development Coach Luis Ordaz, returning Athletic Trainer Jacob Meyer, Strength & Conditioning Coach Mike Reiskind, and
Performance Analyst Samantha Unger.

A LASTING LEGACY: The Fredericksburg Nationals adopt the franchise history of their predecessors in the Carolina League dating back to
1978...the Alexandria Dukes (1978, 1980-83) and Alexandria Mariners (1979) played at Four Mile Run Park in Alexandria, Virginia...the
Prince William Pirates (1984-1986), Prince William Yankees (1987-1988), Prince William Cannons (1989-1998), Potomac Cannons (1999-
2004) and Potomac Nationals (2005-2019) played at G. Richard Pfitzner Stadium in Woodbridge, Virginia...the franchise has won six
(arolina League championships, as the Dukes in 1982, as the Yankees in 1989, and as the Nationals in 2008, 2010 and 2014. The franchise
won its first league fitle as the Fredericksburg Nationals in 2024, defeating the Kannapolis Cannon Ballers two games to one to win the
title at Virginia Credit Union Stadium.

McMillon, 53, joined WashinFton in 2022 and has spent the last three seasons as the Development Coach
for Triple-A Rochester. McMillon played parts of six Major League seasons with four different organizations,
including the Oakland Athletics (2001-04), Detroit Tigers (2000-01), Philadelphia Phillies (1997), and Florida
Marlins ?1996-97). The former Clemson Tiger was a three-time International League All-Star and the 1996
IL Rookie of the Year with Charlotte, earning him induction into the IL Hall of Fame in 2019 and Charlotte’s
Round Table of Honor in 2022. McMillon was initially selected in the eighth round of the 1993 MLB Draft
by Florida. He replaces Jake Lower?/, who manaﬁed the FredNats the last three seasons, culminating in a
championship last year. Lowery will manage High-A Wilmington in 2025.

Prior to joining Washington, McMillon coached in the Boston Red Sox organization for over a decade. He
managed the Worcester Red Sox (Triple-A) in their inaugural season in 2027 after managing Boston's former
Triple-A affiliate Pawtucket in 2019. He was set to lead the PawSox again in 2020 before the cancellation
of the MiLB season. Prior to managing at the Triple-A level, McMillon was the Minor League Outfield and
Baserunning Coordinator for Boston from 2016-18 after managing for six seasons in the organization with
Double-A Portland (2014-15), High-A Salem (2012-13), and Single-A Greenville (2010-1T). His coaching
career began in 2008 when he was Greenville’s Hitting Coach.
