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2022 At A Glance
YESTERDAY’S RESULT  - Cole Sands tossed 5.0 shutout innings allowing one hit and 
striking out seven. He retired the final 11 batters he faced. Derek Fisher added a home 
run and Jake Cave collected three hits. The difference in the game was four-run eighth 
by the Bats that was capped off by a three-run homer from Ronnie Dawson as the 
Saints lost 5-4.

LEADOFF LEADER: Jose Miranda led off the April 6 game at Louisville with a home 
run. It was the third time Miranda led off the game with a home run for the Saints. 
The Saints have led off the first inning with a home run on five occasions in franchise 
history. Rob Refsnyder (May 5, 2021 @ Omaha) and JT Riddle (June 4, 2021 in Game 
1 at Louisville) also accomplished the feat. Miranda last homered to lead off a game 
with a home in the second to last game of 2021, September 3, at Toledo.

WE’RE #1: The St. Paul Saints spent exactly one day in first place in 2021. By winning 
the first two games of 2022 the Saints spent more days in first within the first two 
games of the season than they did in all of 2021.

RUN BABY RUN- The St. Paul Saints swiped three bases on April 4 @ Louisville as 
Gilberto Celestino, Royce Lewis, and Jake Cave all stole second. The three steals tied 
the franchise record, which they accomplished four times in a nine inning game in 
2021.

WE COULD GET USED TO THIS: The St. Paul Saints played their first ever game in the 
month of April on Opening Night, April 4. Prior to the April 4 game, the earliest the 
Saints had ever started the season dating back to their franchises beginning in 1993, 
was May 5, 2021. The Saints beat the Lousiville Bats 3-2 to win their first ever April 
game.

NINE IS JUST AS FINE: The St. Paul Saints played six games in Louisville in 2021. 
The won just two of them, sweeping a doubleheader in which both games were seven 
inning contests. The four losses were all nine inning games. The Saints win on April 4, 
was the first nine inning victory over Louisville at Lousville Slugger Field
  
F-R-I-G-I-D - The Saints are almost assuredly going to break the record for coldest 
start to a game. Last season their coldest start on the road was 48 degrees on May 
28 at Iowa. Their coldest start at home: a balmy 61 degrees done twice, the last on 
September 24 against, who else, Iowa.

The Ultimate Sacrifice: The St. Paul Saints had the fewest sacrifice bunts in Triple-A in 
2021 with one. That came 105 games into the season on September 5 at Columbus by 
Drew Stankiewicz. Overall, the Minnesota Twins organization had the fewest sacrifice 
bunts among the 30 Minor League systems with 12.

Top Talent in the Twin Cities - The Saints Opening Day Roster featured six of the top 
30 prospects in the Twins’ system according to MLB Pipeline. The first, third, 17th, 
19th, 24th, and 30th best prospects in the organization are: IF Royce Lewis, IF Jose 
Miranda, RHP Cole Sands, RHP Drew Strotman, Jovani Moran, and IF Jermaine Palacios, 
respectively.

His given name is 
Ivan Dereck Rodriguez.
 
SON OF PUDGE: If you think the name Ivan Rodriguez sounds like a baseball players name, 
it should. Dereck’s father is Hall of Fame catcher Ivan “Pudge” Rodriguez. Pudge played 21 
seasons in the Major Leagues (1991-2002, 2009 with Texas, 2003 with Florida, 2004-08 
with Detroit, 2008 with the Yankees, 2009 with Houston, and 2010-11 with Washington). 
He was a 14x All-Star, won 13 Gold Gloves, and won a World Series with the Marlins in 
2003. On top of that he caught Kenny Rogers’ perfect game with the Rangers in 1997. He 
was inducted into the Baseball Hall of Fame in 2017.

SHOULDN’T YOU BE A CATCHER: If your Dad is a Hall of Fame Catcher one would think you 
would grow up being a catcher too. For Dereck, he did start off his high school career at 
Monsignor Edward Pace (FL) HS as a catcher. Unfortunately, he didn’t love the position and 
transitioned to the outfield. One of the other reasons he made the transition is he had a 
growth spurt in high school that vaulted him to 6’1 which made it uncomfortable to crouch.

I’M BATMAN: Dereck is a huge fan of Batman. He’s such a big fan that he has a Batman 
tattoo on his right forearm. The tattoo’s didn’t stop there. He has since added a tattoo of 
The Joker, Catwoman, and Harley Quinn

IF YOU CAN’T BEAT THEM, JOIN THEM: From starting as a catcher in high school to being 
a converted outfielder, Dereck Rodriguez turned that into an 6th round selection out of 
high school. Unfortunately, hitting became an issue for Rodriguez. He hit just .216 with 
six homers and 37 RBI across 2017 games between the GCL and Rookie Elizabethton from 
2011-13. The Twins then transitioned him into a pitcher and his career has since taken off.
 
SON OF PUDGE MEET KUNG FU PANDA: Once Rodriguez became a free agent, he decided 
to sign with the San Francisco Giants in 2018. The greatest influence was one Pablo 
Sandoval. The two were working out together during the offseason in Miami and Sandoval 
told him signing with the Giants would be a good fit.

DIDN’T YOU USED TO BE A HITTER: From high school position player, to 6th round draft 
pick, to transitioning into a pitcher after three professional seasons because he struggled 
at the plate to...collecting a base hit in your first Major League at bat. That’s right. In his 
Major League debut on May 29, 2018 in Colorado he promptly doubled in his second at 
bat off Kyle Freeland. Since then, he’s collected just seven more hits and is hitting .131 
(8-61) in his career.
