2021 At A Glance
That Was Yesterday - The Saints won their third straight game for the 
first time this season with a 4-3 final yesterday. Charlie Barnes threw a 
gem, going 7.0 IP, allowing one run. That seven innings is the longest for 
any Saints pitcher this season. Tomas Telís drove in two runs, giving him 
five RBI in the last two games.

Today’s Game - Twins top-five prospect Jhoan Duran makes his second 
start of the season tonight. He went three innings and struck out six 
batters in his Triple-A debut. The Saints will go for their fourth-straight 
win tonight, extending their longest win streak of the year, and secure at 
least a series split. 

Starters Strength - In the last full run through the Saints starting 
pitching rotation (May 21st), the St. Paul starting pitching has been 
putting together some excellent outings. The Saints starters collectively 
own a 2.10 ERA in that stretch, allowing only six earned runs in 25.2 
innings. 

Telis Timing it - Dating back to the last game of the previous Iowa 
series (May 16th), Tomas Telís has been on a tear for the Saints. He 
went on a five-game hit streak, the last four of which were multi-hit 
games. Dating back to the 16th, Telís is batting .389 with an 1.021 OPS. 
He has 14 hits in the last nine games. After driving in just two runs in 
his first 17 games of the year, Telís has driven in five runs in the last two 
games. 

Keeping it in the Park - Despite a team ERA of 4.62, the Saints have 
not been damaged by round-trippers. St. Paul’s pitching staff has given 
up just 12 homers, which is the second-best mark in all of Triple-A, and 
top in the Triple-A East.

Saints Dig the Long Ball - The Saints’ offense has come in bunches 
through 20 games this season, because nearly half of it has come from 
home runs. Of the 85 runs that St. Paul has scored this season, 36 
(42%) of them have been accounted for by home runs. Brent Rooker, 
Jimmy Kerrigan and Ryan Jeffers are tied for the team lead in homers. 

Rooker’s Good Reads - While currently riding a four-game hit streak, 
OF Brent Rooker is also currently tied for second in walks in the Triple-A 
East, drawing 15 this eason. He’s gotten on base in 15 of his last 16 
games, with a on-base percentage of .391 in that stretch. Rooker has 
two games with three walks this season. 

Roster Notes - INF Yeltsin Encarnacion was transferred to Cedar 
Rapids on Thursday.

Twins Update - The Twins are also on a win streak, taking their fourth-
straight game in a 3-2 over Baltimore. The Twins mustered just four hits, 
but one of them was a three-run blast from Miguel Sanó to put the Twins 
in front in the sixth, and they would hold on for the win, and secure the 
sweep of the O’s.
