
Deep in the heart of sproat: Mets No. 6 prospect and MLB Pipelines No. 98 
overall prospect RHP Brandon Sproat is slated to start for Binghamton 
tonight. Sproat was selected to represent the New York Mets in the 2024 All-
Star Futures Game at Globe Life Field in Arlington, Texas, on July 13. Sproat 
has the second-best ERA (1.61) among full-season pitchers in Minor League 
Baseball. In seven Double-A starts, the 23-year-old has pitched at least six 
innings five times and has allowed three runs or less six times. Sproat holds 
a 43-to-10 strikeout-to-walk ratio in 41.2 innings in Double-A and is averag-
ing 9.29 K/9. Binghamton has won each of Sproat's last six starts. 

LAST time out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the Hartford Yard 
Goats, 12-9, in 10 innings on Wednesday at Mirabito Stadium. Jeremiah 
Jackson hit a game-tying pinch-hit two-run home run in the bottom of the 
ninth to force extras. Warming Bernabel hit a go-ahead grand slam in the 
10th to put Hartford ahead. The Ponies trailed three batters into the game, 
until tying it in the ninth.

Pinch-hit Jack: Infielder Jeremiah Jackson belted a game-tying pinch-hit 
two-run home run in the bottom of the ninth on Wednesday night against 
Hartford. It marked Binghamton's first pinch-hit home run since Mike Paez 
hit one against Harrisburg on August 7, 2019. Jackson now leads the team 
with 10 home runs this season. He is tied for the sixth-most home runs in 
the Eastern League.

Clifford CRUSH: Mets No. 4 prospect and MLB Pipeline's No. 72 overall 
prospect Ryan Clifford recorded his fifth multi-hit game on Wednesday 
against Hartford. Clifford has reached base safely in 28 of his last 30 games 
and in 33 of his last 36 games. In 23 games in the month of June, Clifford 
had a .400 on-base percentage and 1.009 OPS with eight home runs, four 
doubles, 18 runs batted in, 23 walks, and 19 runs. The 20-year-old is current-
ly tied with Jackson Holliday (BAL) and Chase Meidroth (BOS) for the most 
walks (63) in Minor League Baseball.

Schwartz the force: First baseman JT Schwartz has been on a tear. 
Schwartz went 3-for-4 with two runs batted in on Wednesday, which 
marked his fourth game with at least three hits and his fifth multi-RBI game. 
Schwartz is riding a 19-game on base streak and seven-game hit streak. In 
three games in this series, Schwartz is hitting .429 (6-for-14) with a home 
run, two doubles, and three runs batted in. Over his 19-game on-base 
streak, Schwartz is batting .379 (25-for-66) with a .474 OBP, 1.020 OPS, two 
home runs, five doubles, and seven runs batted in. Over his seven-game 
hit streak, Schwartz is hitting .462 (12-for-26) with a .533 OBP, 1.187 OPS, 
one home run, two doubles, three runs batted in, and six runs. Here's how 
Schwartz currently ranks among Eastern League hitters: 2nd in OBP (.413), 
T-4th in BB (38), 5th in AVG (.296), and 7th in OPS (.832).

Parada Party: Mets top catching prospect Kevin Parada crushed his eighth 
home run of the season on Wednesday night against Hartford. Parada has 
hits in 10 of his last 13 games and is hitting .279 with two home runs and 
five doubles with four runs batted in over that span.
