June 7: Baysox 4, RubberDucks 2: Jacob Cozart tied the game in
the fourth inning with a two-run home run, but Chesapeake scored
two runs in the middle innings to take the series finale and earn a
split. Alfonsin Rosario picked up two hits in the loss.

Today’s starter: Josh Hartle takes the mound in the series opener
on Tuesday. The left-hander is coming off a no-decision last week
against Chesapeake after allowing one run over five innings while
striking out seven. This will be his first career start against Erie. In
2025 with Lake County, Hartle was 2-1 with a 5.55 ERA with 18
strikeouts in four starts (16.2IP) against West Michigan. He enters
Tuesday ranking tied for fifth in the Eastern League in innings pitched.

Player of the Week Alfonsin: Alfonsin Rosario earned Eastern
League Player of the Week honors for Week 10, June 1-7. Rosario hit
.455 (10-for-22) with seven runs scored, three doubles, three home
runs (including his first professional grand slam) and 13 RBI in six
games played against the Baysox. The week highlighted Rosario’s
current hot stretch at the plate. He is riding a season long eight game
hitting streak batting .467/.526/.967 with six doubles, three homers
and 13 RBI.

More on Friday in Maryland: The Akron RubberDucks 19 runs on 19
hits in their 19-3 win on June 5 was the most hits and runs scored in a
game by Akron since scoring 19 runs on 24 hits in a 19-10 win over
Reading on Aug. 17, 2025. In the game, eight of Akron’s nine batters
collected a hit, seven of the nine collected multiple hits (including each
of the 5-9 batters in the lineup) and four of the nine collected multiple
RBI. Alfonsin Rosario had his second multi-home run game of the
season in the win, launched his first pro grand slam and became the
first Akron hitter to record seven RBI in a game since Bobby Bradley
on June 27, 2017 against Erie. Jose Devers tied a career-high with a
four-hit game.

Can’t stop Devers: Jose Devers is on another level at the plate right
now. The RubberDucks infielder tied a career-high with four hits in
Akron’s win on June 5, which marked the sixth time in 10 games,
Devers recorded a multi-hit night. In his last 23 games, Devers is
batting .377/.448/.455 with 29 hits, 17 runs scored, two doubles, two
triples, 11 RBI and 10 walks. He is now batting .259 on the season
after batting .152 entering May 12.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 286 walks rank
first in Eastern League and second in Double-A this season. Six
different Akron batters have walked 20+ times this season.

RubberDucks and SeaWolves: Akron is facing Erie for the first of
three series this season and the first of two in Erie. Last season, Erie
was 10-8 against Akron, including 4-5 at UPMC Park. Akron is 273-

What a Rush: The RubberDucks offense is red hot. Akron scored
double digit runs in three straight games from May 30-June 2 (first
time since at least 2005) and double digit runs in four of the last eight
games. The RubberDucks have scored 77 runs in the last 10 games
while batting .297/.382/.476 with 23 doubles and 11 homers.

May men: The Akron RubberDucks went 14-13 over the month of the
May. Akron’s pitching staff worked to a 3.89 ERA during the month
compiling 230 strikeouts over 233.2 innings pitched. Adam Tulloch
did not allow an earned run over six appearances during the month
while Dylan DeLucia paced the starting staff with a 2.16 ERA in five
starts. At the plate, the RubberDucks hit .231/.330/.348 as a team with
48 doubles, nine triples, 12 home runs and 117 RBI. Ralphy
Velazquez hit .371 during the month before his promotion after 15
May games while Jose Devers hit .303 in 24 May games. Jacob
Cozart hit three home runs during the second month of the season.

Pitching power: The Akron RubberDucks are second in Double-A
and first in the Eastern League in ERA with a 3.93 ERA. The Ducks
staff have 517 strikeouts over 494.2 innings pitched. Akron pitchers
appear in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, starts, saves and
innings pitched Jack Jasiak leads the Eastern League in wins with
seven this season. He would be the first Akron reliever to rank among
the EL wins leaders in a season since Skylar Arias won the fifth most
games in the league (7) in 2021. He is one win away from tying
Bradley Hanner (8 wins in 2024 and 2023) and Josh Martin (8 wins
in 2015) for most wins by an Akron reliever since 2010. Steven
Wright’s 9 wins in 2009 are the most by an Akron reliever since at
least 2005.

Learning Double-A: Jaison Chourio is starting to find his groove at
Double-A. After going hitless in his first two Double-A games and then
going on the IL for a week, Chourio is batting .379/.478/.586 with 14
runs scored, 22 hits, two home runs and 10 RBI in his last 15 games.
Last week against Chesapeake, Chourio hit .417 with eight RBI
including his first professional multi-home run and career-high five RBI
game on 6/2.

Akron Baseball: A Winning Tradition

This is the 37th season of Double-A baseball in Northeast Ohio, and the 29th in downtown Akron. The franchise began as the Canton-Akron Indians in 1989, and then moved to
7 17 Credit Union Park in Akron as the Aeros in 1997, later becoming the RubberDucks before the 2014 season. The club has made the Eastern League playoffs 19 times
overall, and 11 of the last 21 seasons.
