Entering his fifth professional season, all with the Nationals organization after he was selected in the 12th round of the 2021 MLB Draft, out of
California Polytechnic State University..named International League Pitcher of the Week on 04/05/2026, with Rochester...named a MiLB.com
Organization All-Star in 2023...named South Atlantic League Pitcher of the Week on 8/13/2023, with Wilmington.

o Slated to make his third start of the season on 4/8 at LHV...made his third consecutive Opening Day start (2nd with ROC) on 3/28 at
JAX.

o Opened 2025 with Rochester, making a team-high 25 starts with a 4.10 ERA (96 ER/123.0 IP)...also led the Red Wings with 114
strikeouts, and held a share of the lead (Adrian Sampson, min. 50.0 IP) with a .246 batting average against.

o Became the first Red Wings left-handed pitcher to log at least 25 starts in a season since Pat Dean & Taylor Rogers in 2015.

o Struck out a season-high eight batters on 8/14 vs SYR.

o Fourth Rochester southpaw since 2000 to make the start on Opening Day (3/28 at BUF)...allowed one unearned run across 5.0 innings,
the first Red Wings pitcher to log at least 5.0 frames without allowing an earned run on Opening Day since Jose Berrios (2017).

o Had his contract selected by Washington on 9/1, and made his MLB Debut the same day against Miami...tossed 5.0 shutout innings
with four strikeouts and two walks on just one hit...struck out Joey Weimer in the third inning for his first Major League strikeout...earned
the win, becoming the sixth pitcher in Nationals history (2005-pres.) to win in his Major League debut.

o Eclipsed 400 Minor League strikeouts on 6/17 vs LHV, which was also his 100th career appearance.

o Became the first pitcher in Nationals’ history (2005-pres.) to throw 5.0 shutout innings in Major League debut...one hit was tied for the
fewest hits allowed by a Nationals’ starter in his debut (5.0-plus IP) with Collin Balester on 7/1/2008 at Florida.

o Pitchedtoa 1.15 ERA (2 ER/15.2 IP) in his first three career starts...only Tanner Roark (0.95, 2 ER/19.0 IP) produced a lower ERA in
first three career starts in Nationals history (2005-pres.).

o Matched the Major League record for a starting pitcher in his first five career games by not allowing a run in three of first five starts...he
was the first National (2005-pres.) and 22nd Major Leaguer to do so.

o Ranks second among Red Wings Nationals Era pitchers with 201.2 career innings pitched.

o Has made five starts in MLB, all with the Nationals, pitching to a 2.31 ERA (6 ER/23.1 IP) with a 1-1 record, 20 strikeouts, and 10
walks.
