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MR. MCLEAN: Mets No. 9 prospect Nolan McLean has gotten better as the
season has gone on. McLean holds a 2.76 ERA over his last nine starts,
dating back to June 28, and has allowed three earned runs or fewer in each
of those starts. McLean has not received much run support, as Bingham-
ton is averaging 2.8 runs per game and has been shutout three times over
McLean's last nine starts. More recently, McLean is 1-0 with a 1.13 ERA and
a 15-to-3 K-to-BB ratio in 16 innings with a .140 BAA over his last three
starts. The 23-year-old earned his first Double-A win in his first start against
Reading last week and he struck out seven batters over 4.2 innings, while
allowing one run on one hit in his last start against Reading on Sunday.

RETURN OF THE JETT: Mets No. 2 prospect and MLB Pipeline's No. 56 overall
prospect Jett Williams was activated off the 60-day IL on Friday at Hartford
and went 1-for-5 with a single on the first pitch of the game against Chase
Dollander. Williams underwent wrist surgery on June 6 and played in five
games on a rehab assignment with Single-A St. Lucie from August 21-28,
before being reinstated from the 60-day IL. The 20-year-old has reached
base safely in each of his last eight games at the Double-A level, dating
back to April. Williams was the Mets 2023 Minor League Player of the Year.
The Mets' 14th overall pick in 2022 became the first position player drafted
by the Mets out of high school to reach Double-A in the following calendar
year, since Gregg Jeffries in 1986.

LAST TIME OUT: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies were shut out by the Hart-
ford Yard Goats, 3-0, on Friday night at Dunkin' Park. Jett Williams returned
after missing 109 games and hit a single on the first pitch he saw to leadoff
the game. Wyatt Young walked to extend his on-base streak to 24 games.
Jordany Ventura tossed two hitless and scoreless frames in relief in his
Double-A debut.

YOUNG NEVER GETS OLD: Infielder Wyatt Young drew a walk in the first inning
on Friday at Hartford and extended his on-base streak to 24 games, which

is the longest active streak in the Eastern League. Since July 31, over his 24-
game on-base streak, Young is slashing .390/.495/.455/.949 with 30 hits, five
doubles, nine runs batted in, 11 runs, 17 walks, and five stolen bases. Young
has been consistent and is hitting .331 with a .430 OBP, 44 hits, eight dou-
bles, and 14 runs batted in over his last 43 games, since the start of July. The
24-year-old ranks first in the Eastern League with a .394 on-base percentage
and sixth with a .288 batting average.

CLIFFORD THE BING RED DOG: Mets No. 4 prospect and MLB Pipeline's No. 82
overall prospect Ryan Clifford hit a double on Friday at Hartford and is now
riding a 13-game on-base streak, slashing .286/.434/.452/.886 with two
home runs, six runs batted in, six runs scored, and 10 walks. The 21-year-old
ranks top 15 in the Eastern League in BB (7th), HR (T-8th), OPS (11th), OBP
(13th), and SLG (13th). Clifford is tied for third in Minor League Baseball with
87 walks, across High-A Brooklyn (32) and Double-A Binghamton (55).
