FRES-NOTES

POWER VS. PRESSURE: The Grizzlies and Storm arrive at this series winning games in very different
ways. Fresno enters June 2 ranked 3rd in the California League in runs scored (346), home runs (53) and
OPS (.806), leaning on one of the league’s deepest middle orders to create offense. Lake Elsinore counters
with speed, leading the California League with 144 stolen bases, nearly triple Fresno’s total (50), while sit-
ting just behind the Grizzlies in runs scored (327, 4th) and OPS (.786, 4th). Fresno wants crooked numbers
— Lake Elsinore prefers constant pressure.

STRENGTH VS. STRENGTH: Fresno’s offense gets one of its biggest tests of the season against a Storm
pitching staff that has prevented runs better than anyone in the league. Lake Elsinore enters the series 1st

in ERA (4.74), 1st in runs allowed (275) and tied for the fewest home runs allowed (39) in the California
League. The Grizzlies, meanwhile, have leaned on offense to carry the load, ranking among league leaders
in runs, slugging and OPS while continuing to power their way through games.

DON'T LET THE STORM RUN: Containing the running game will be one of Fresno’s biggest challenges
this week. Lake Elsinore leads the California League by a wide margin with 144 stolen bases, creating
offense through speed, pressure and forcing mistakes. Fresno ranks 8th in steals (50), instead relying on
extra-base damage and middle-ofthe-order production from hitters like Tanner Thach, Roldy Brito and Ethan
Holliday to manufacture offense.

WINNING THE LITTLE THINGS: The Grizzlies bring more offensive firepower into the series, but Lake
Elsinore has quietly separated itself with cleaner run prevention and situational baseball. The Storm lead
the California League in double plays turned (63) and rank ahead of Fresno defensively in both fielding
percentage (.965 to .962) and errors committed (66 to 72). For Fresno, limiting free bases and playing

clean defense could be just as important as the bats.
