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Auqust 11: RubberDucks 2, Fightin Phils 1: Yordys Valdes
homered to tie the game in the bottom of the eighth and Dayan Frias
lifted a single with the bases loaded in the ninth to give Akron the
walk-off win.

Today’s starting pitcher: Austin Peterson makes his eighth start
with Akron and 22nd of the season. Since joining the RubberDucks on
June 24, Peterson ranks top 10 in the Eastern League in ERA (tenth),
wins (second), innings pitched (fourth), average against (third) and
WHIP (second). Combined between Lake County and Akron, he is
one of just three pitchers in MIiLB to win 12 games and one of 20 to
strikeout 120+ batters. Peterson (21 starts, 14 walks, 123 strikeouts)
and Seattle Mariners pitcher George Kirby (24 starts, 16 walks, 138
strikeouts) are the only pitchers in affiliated baseball to make 20+
starts, strikeout 120+ batters and walk fewer than 20 batters this
season.

Best against Erie: Aaron Bracho loves hitting against the
SeaWolves. In his career vs Erie, the infielder is batting
.337/.427/.539 with four doubles, four home runs and 13 RBI. He has
30 career hits and 48 total bases in 25 games. On July 28, 2023,
Bracho had a career-high five hit game at UPMC park. Kahlil Watson
has also been successful hitting against Erie pitching. In eight games
this season, Watson is batting .316/.333/.632 with three home runs,
one double, one triple and four RBI.

Lighting it up: Joe Lampe has been a bright spot in the middle of
Akron’s order. Over his last 10 games, Lampe is batting .303 with 10
hits and three RBI. He was the only RubberDucks batter to pick up a
hit in each game of the August 10 doubleheader and is currently riding
a six-game hitting streak (7-for-19). Since May 1, Lampe has the
second-best batting average in the Eastern League at .308.

Player of the Month: Milan Tolentino was named Eastern League
Player of the Month for July. Tolentino hit .366/.402/.610 with five
home runs and 16 RBI in 21 games. He led the Eastern League in
average, slugging percentage, hits (30), total bases and OPS (1.012).
He posted 11 multi-hit games and had his first career multi-home run
game on July 10 in Reading.

I’'m just walking: The RubberDucks offense has been working a lot of
walks in the second half of the season. Akron has drawn 145 free
passes since June 25, which is second most in the Eastern League
behind Somerset’s 148 walks. Eight different Ducks have worked
double digit walks in this stretch with Petey Halpin leading the way
with 19 walks 34 games.

RubberDucks pitchers worked to a 3.09 ERA during the month striking
out 227 batters and holding opposing batters to a .213 average.

Clutch Ducks: The Akron RubberDucks have been incredibly clutch
in the late innings this season. 24 of Akron’s 63 victories this season
have come with the go-ahead run being scored in the eighth inning or
later. 21 of those 63 wins have come in the RubberDucks last at-bat.
Akron has 10 walk-off wins this year with six of those 10 coming on
Sunday games. In 1995, Cleveland became known for dramatic
finishes after winning 27 games in their final at-bat and had 12 walk-
off wins.

Backend Brillance: Jack Leftwich, Bradley Hanner and Lenny
Torres Jr. have been three of the best backend arms for Akron this
season. Hanner leads the team in wins (eight) and is tied for the team
lead in holds (four). Leftwich leads Akron in saves (eight). Torres Jr. is
7-for-8 in save opp. and has the best ERA in the current pen (2.54).

Former RubberDucks make MLB debuts: Rouglas Odor (Akron
manager 2019-2023) and Brad Goldberg (Akron pitching coach
2023) each made their MLB coaching debuts on Opening Day 2024.
Cade Smith (2022-23) made his MLB debut on March 30 for the
Guardians striking out five over two scoreless innings against the A’s.
Chris Roller (2021-22) made his MLB debut for the Milwaukee
Brewers on May 15. Johnathan Rodriguez (2022-23) made his MLB
debut for the Guardians on May 21 against the Mets. Trenton Brooks
(2019, 2021) made his MLB debut for the San Francisco Giants on
May 28. Daniel Schneemann (2021-22) made his MLB debut for the
Guardians on June 2 against the Nationals. Angel Martinez (2022-
23) made his MLB debut for Guardians on June 22 against the Blue
Jays. Jhonkensy Noel (2022) made his MLB for Cleveland on June
27 against Baltimore. Joey Cantillo (2023) made his MLB debut for
Cleveland on July 28 against Philadelphia.

#26 Manager Greg DiCenzo enters his fourth season with the Guardians organization. The 2024 season will be DiCenzo’s first as RubberDucks manager, and
third as a manager in the Guardians organization. He becomes the 19th manager in Akron franchise history (since 1989).

Prior to becoming Triple-A Columbus’ bench coach in 2023, DiCenzo spent the 2021 and 2022 seasons as the manager in High-A Lake County. He guided the
Captains to a 141-108 record in his two seasons including a Midwest League finals appearance in 2022.

A native of Duxbury, MA, DiCenzo was the head baseball coach at Holy Cross for 12 seasons prior to joining the Cleveland organization. The Crusaders went
137-109 in Patriot League play during his tenure, including a 2017 Patriot League Championship, and posted 20-win seasons in 10 of those 12 years.

#38 Hitting Coach Jordan Becker enters his fifth season with the Guardians and first with the RubberDucks. In 2023, Becker served as the hitting coach for
Lake County.

Becker joined the Cleveland organization in 2019 after a collegiate coaching career that saw stops at Riverside Community College and New Mexico State
University.

#50 Assistant Hitting Coach Amanda Kamekona enters her second year with the Guardians organization and first season with Akron. Kamekona spent 2023
as the hitting development coach on the Arizona Complex Academy staff.

Kamekona is the first female on-the-field coach in RubberDucks history. She played professional softball on the PFX Tour from 2010-2011 and the NPF tour
from 2011-2019 where she was a three-time National Champion. Kamekona started her coaching career as an assistant softball coach at Limestone College
before becoming the head softball coach at Brevard College. She also has head coaching stops at Bishop Amat High School and CA Bombers Fastpitch.

Pitching Coach Cody Buckel enters his sixth season in the Guardians organization and first season with the RubberDucks. Prior to coming to Akron, Buckel
was the pitching strategist for the Columbus Clippers for the 2022 and 2023 seasons.

After starting his coaching career as a pitching coach in the Seattle Mariners organization, Buckel has spent time in the both the dugout and front office for
Cleveland serving as the pitching resource coordinator and assistant director of pitching development before joining the Clippers field staff in 2022.

#32 Assistant Pitching Coach Michael Poole enters his second season in the Guardians organization and first season with the RubberDucks. Prior to joining
the RubberDucks, Poole was the pitching development coach on the Arizona Complex Academy staff.

A native of Akron, Poole played at Cuyahoga Community College and Lake Erie College before starting his coaching career at Inspiration Academy (FL) in 2019.
Poole was an assistant coach at LSU-Eunice for the Bengals D2 JUCO World Series Championship season in 2021.

#28 Bench Coach Kyle Lindquist enters his fifth season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. Prior to coming to Akron, Lindquist spent
2023 as the bench coach for Lake County.
