Avila, the Royals' No. 30 prospect (MLB Pipeline),
pitched to a 156 ERA (3 ER in 171 IP) over four
appearances, including a pair of starts ... the
21-year-old finished the month second in the
league in strikeouts (29) with a 5.80 SO/BB.
