FRED NATS SWEEP DOUBLEHEADER: The Delmarva Shorebirds were narrowly swept in both games of their 
Tuesday doubleheader against the Fred Nats as they were defeated 7-5 in game one, and walked-off in extras 
2-1 in the nightcap. After picking up a suspended contest from April 22, the Shorebirds began ahead 2-1 and 
extended their lead to 3-1 on an RBI single by Erison Placencia. The Nationals then tied the game in the bottom 
of the frame and ignited a back-and-forth affair. Delmarva put themselves back up by two on RBI knocks by 
Adam Crampton & Angel Tejada to go ahead 5-3. But the Fred Nats would slowly chip away with runs in the 
sixth and seventh that evened the game, and then eventually took the lead for good with a go-ahead two-run 
homer by Paul Witt in the eighth to give Fredericksburg a 7-5 win. In game two, the Shorebirds used an early 
RBI from Anderson De Los Santos and excellent pitching by Edgar Portes to work through the first half of the 
game with the lead. But the Fred Nats found their way back again on a game-tying home run by Brandon Bois-
siere in the fifth and they'd eventually walk off the Shorebirds on a base hit by Zion Pettirgew in eighth to win 
2-1.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: The opening day starter for the 'Birds, Juan Nunez, gets the call on Wednesday night as 
they look to get back in the series and he'll match up against Riley Cornelio for the Nationals. This will be the 
second time Delmarva sees the right-hander from TCU and they'll look to replicate their success against him 
from last time as they hung 7 runs on him in 3.2 innings. Cornelio is coming off a four-inning outing last time 
out on Thursday against Salem allowing 3 runs (2 earned) while allowing 10 hits in an eventual 5-3 win.

ON THE DOUBLE: The offense has provided extra-base hits regularly this season as they are tops in the league 
in that category with 112 through the first 45 games. Their 74 doubles this year are currently the most in the 
league. Samuel Basallo leads the team with 11 two-baggers this season and there are 8 players on the Shore-
birds roster who have 6 or more. 

LEADER IN THE CLUBHOUSE: Samuel Basallo has put together an incredibly productive first season in full-
season baseball as the 18 year old catcher is the current Carolina League leader in RBIs with 37. Basallo has 
four games this season with 3 RBI and a career-best 4 RBI performance against Fredericksburg on April 18. He is 
currently second in the league in hits with 48 just behind Tim Elko (51).

PRADO AT THE TOP: Elio Prado has had a strong run going at the plate since moving into the leadoff spot in 
the order as he is batting 19/57 (.333) over the last 14 games, striking out only six times in that time frame. His 
frequency on base has helped him score a team-best 14 runs in that span as he is now the team-leader with 
28, which is tied for second in the league.

HOT TEJADA: Angel Tejada has been one of the hottest hitters in all the Carolina League over the last two 
weeks. In the last 14 games, Tejada is batting .300 (11/36) with 4 doubles, 2 homers, and 8 RBI. The infielder 
has reach base safely in 13 of those 14 games and has registered an RBI in 5 of them.

MOVING UP: A pair of Shorebirds have earned a promotion to the High-A club in Aberdeen prior to Tuesday's 
series opener in Fredericksburg. Creed Willems, one of the top power bats in the Carolina League earns the 
call-up after slugging 8 home runs and 28 RBI in 30 games in Delmarva. Douglas Hodo will join Willems with 
the Iron Birds after achieving an OBP .403 in 34 games. The outfielder from Texas collected 6 doubles, 2 triples 
with 12 RBI and 24 walks.

ROUND 2 WITH THE FREDDIES: The Shorebirds return to Fredericksburg for their second series with the Fred 
Nats. In the first series, Delmarva won four of the five matchups with offense score 48 runs in the five game 
combined, scoring six or more in every game with 18 extra base hits total throughout the week.

TODAY’S STARTER: Juan Nunez gets the call for the Shorebirds as the 
starter for Wednesday's contest against the Fred Nats, making his 
tenth appearance and eighth start of 2023.

LAST OUTING (5/25 vs LYN): Nunez continued his excellence in his 
last start against Lynchburg despite taking the loss last Thursday. The 
right-hander allowed just one hit and one run but matched his career-
high with eight strikeout for the second consecutive appearance. The 
one run he allowed occurred while he was out of the ball game as an 
inherited runner scored on a bases loaded walk.

vs. FREDERICKSBURG: This will be the third Nunez will face the Fred 
Nats in his career and the second time this season. Back on April 19, 
he dealt five innings in a no-decision, allowing two runs on five hits 
with five strikeouts. He faced Fredericksburg once in 2022 and it was 
at Virginia Credit Union Stadium where tossed three shutout innings 
as a starter on August 31.

2022 SEASON HIGHLIGHTS: Traded to the Orioles at the deadline for
All-Star closer Jorge Lopez. After being acquired by Baltimore, Nunez 
made two, three-inning starts with the Orioles FCL team before being 
moved to Delmarva where he impressed in four. The right-hander 
covered 14.2 innings and gave up just two earned runs. He finished 
the season tossing 12 consecutive scoreless innings.

HITS DON'T COME EASY: Opponents have not fared well when they've 
gone against the Delmarva opening day starter as he owns an oppo-
nent batting average of .191 this season. He has especially done well 
against right-handed batters as they're only hitting .171 with just 12 
hits total all season.

Felipe returns to the Shorebirds for his second season as manager and his 16th in the Orioles or-
ganization. Previously, he served as the Director of the Orioles' Dominican Republic Academy.  He 
was a 40th round pick by the Kansas City Royals in the 1998 amateur draft, he played in the minor 
leagues for the Royals from 1998 to 2001, and in the short-lived Canadian Baseball League in 2003. 
His father, Felipe, played in the Majors for 15+ years before managing the Expos ('92-'01) and Giants 
('03-'06). Alou's brother, Luis Rojas, was the manager of the Mets and is currently on the Yankees 
coaching staff. This will be Felipe's 16th season in the Orioles organization.

Bleday enters his first season as the Shorebirds Pitching Coach in 2023 after spending last season as 
a O’s Pitching Coach in the Florida Complex League. Bleday played his college days as a Left-handed 
Pitcher for the University of Pennsylvania before being drafted in the 27th round of the 2017 MLB 
Draft by the Houston Astros. From there, Bleday spent two season in the Astros minor league ranks 
before making the jump to coaching in 2019. He is the brother of current Oakland A's Outfielder J.J. 
Bleday.

Josh Bunselmeyer takes over as the Shorebirds Hitting Coach in 2023 after spending the last three 
seasons as a hitting coach for the Orioles between the Florida Complex League and the Dominican 
Summer League. Before coaching, Bunselmeyer played independent ball for the three season in the 
Frontier League as a utility player after playing college baseball for Saint Louis University.

Daniel Fajardo Is back in Delmarva for his second season as the Shorebirds Fundamentals Coach. 
After playing eight seasons in the Orioles minor league system and parts of two with the Shorebirds, 
Fajardo made his professional coaching debut with the ‘Birds in 2022 bringing a wealth of knowl-
edge from his time as a catcher. A 2019 Shorebirds Mid-Season All-Star, Fajardo was a Shorebirds 
fan-favorite hitting for a career .251 average with 124 RBI and 106 Runs Scored.

Collin Murray is the Shorebirds Development Coach and this is his second season as a coach in Del-
marva and in the Orioles’ organization. Prior to joining the Orioles, Murray worked with three other 
MLB clubs (Tigers, Marlins, and Angels), most recently as a Baseball Information Assistant with the 
Detroit Tigers in 2021.
