•	 That's More Like It: The Augusta GreenJackets returned from the 

All-Star Break and continued their winning ways as they topped the rival Co-
lumbia in the first of three games with a 6-3 victory. Augusta was led by Luis 
Vargas who dealt five strong innings for his fourth win of the season while 
Braulio Vasquez and Eliezel Stevens each brought in two runs with base hits in 
the fourth and sixth inning respectively. 

•	 Braulio's World: Braulio Vasquez has taken advantage of regular 
playing time over the last two weeks as the Augusta first basemen has a hit in 
eight of his last ten games with 8 RBIs and 4 multi-hit performances in that 
span. July has unquestionably been Braulio's best month of the season as he's 
hitting at a .340 clip this month with an OPS of .870.

•	 Instant Impact: Eliezel Stevens has consistently produced in the Green-
Jackets' lineup upon his arrival to Augusta as the second basemen is 11/22 at 
the plate in seven starts with a hit in every start to go along with 6 RBIs and 
four multi-hit performances.

•	 Three-Hit Zebo: Adam Zebrowski delivered three hits for the first time 
in his young career on Friday with a 3/4 night at the plate while also reaching 
a fourth time on a walk. Zebrowski owns a strong OBP of .353 this season.

•	 Bullpen Day: James Acuna will work as an opener for the second time 
this season, doing so for the first time since June 5 vs Kannapolis.
