The Space Cowboys took the series finale on
Sunday at Dell Diamond by a final of 10-2. Sugar
Land took a 2-O lead in the first with a two-
run homer from CF Jacob Melton. The Express
responded with a pair of runs in the bottom half
of the frame. CF Aaron Zavala drew a leadoff walk
and SS Richie Martin followed with a single. Both
runners moved up with stolen bases and scored on
C Omar Narvaez's single, tying the game at two.
The Space Cowboys took another lead with three
runs in the second. After singles from SS Edwin
Diaz and LF Kenedy Corona, 2B Brice Matthews
belted a three-run home run to make it 5-2. In the
third, Round Rock 2B Alex De Goti’s throwing error
allowed Sugar Land 3B Shay Whitcomb to reach
and advance to second. 1B Jon Singleton later
drove him in with a single, adding another run.
Matthews recorded his second home run of the
day in the top of the fourth. The second baseman’s
two-run shot gave Sugar Land a six-run advantage.
Diaz led off the seventh with a 422-foot homer and
the ninth with a 394-foot homer, extending the
Space Cowboys’ lead to 10-2, which stood final.

RHP Ben Anderson is scheduled for his ninth
appearance and seventh start on Tuesday. He
was promoted from Double-A Frisco on July
30. Anderson's first Triple-A win came against
Sacramento on August 13 at Dell Diamond when
he went five scoreless innings with three hits, one
walk and three strikeouts. Since that start, he is 0-3
with an 11.12 ERA (21 ER/17.0 IP) in five games and
four starts with 11 walks and nine strikeouts.
