LAST TIME OUT: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats fell on Friday night by a score of 8-6. New Hampshire led by as much as 5-2 
after the top of the fourth. The Fisher Cats scored four in the third on Steward Berroa’s fifth homer of the season, Rainer 
Nunez’s RBI single and Andres Sosa’s two-run single. Alan Roden made it a three-run lead with a solo shot to left-center, his 
third Double-A homer, in the top of the fourth. Hartford rallied with a run in the fourth and three runs in the sixth to take a 6-5 lead. 
Riley Tirotta tied the game in the eighth with an opposite field home run. In the bottom of the eighth, Hartford’s Sterlin Thompson 
hit a two-run go-ahead homer off Trevor Clifton down the right-field line with two outs to win the game for the Yard Goats, his 
second home run of the night. Starting right-hander Abdiel Mendoza threw 4.2 innings and allowed three runs on three hits and 
two walks with five strikeouts in a no-decision. It’s the third straight start where Mendoza has struck out five batters. 
 
HIRALDO IS HOT: 2B Miguel Hiraldo is the hottest hitter right now in the Fisher Cats lineup this month. The second 
baseman is hitting a team-leading .358 with four homers and 15 RBI in the month of August. The 22-year-old has eight 
hits in the series after going 1-for-5 last night. 
 
RODEN AND RAINER: OF Alan Roden has 10 hits in his last four games of this series. The Blue Jays No. 7 prospect 
has three multi-hit performances in his last four games played….IF Rainer Nunez also has three multi-hit performances in 
his last four games played, including two three-hit games this series.  
 
PALMEGIANI POWER: IF Damiano Palmegiani is fifth in the Eastern League with 64 RBI after driving in five RBI on 
Thursday in the second game, his third five-RBI performance of the season. Palmegiani hit an opposite field grand slam, 
his 15th homer of the year, and his fifth career grand slam. The Blue Jays No. 19 prospect has six career hits with the 
bases loaded – five of those hits have been grand slams.   
 
HITTING VS HARTFORD: 2B Miguel Hiraldo is hitting a team-best .350 with a homer, four doubles and three RBI, OF 
Alan Roden is hitting .341 with a homer and nine RBI, IF Rainer Nunez is hitting .333 with two homers and 13 RBI and 
OF Will Robertson is hitting .318 with three homers, seven doubles and nine RBI against the Yard Goats this season. IF 
Damiano Palmegiani has a team-high five homers and team-high 18 RBI. 
 
MELEAN ON THE MOUND: RHP Alejandro Melean makes his fifth start of the season and his second against Hartford. 
The 22-year-old Venezuelan has a 2.19 ERA in four starts this year, pitching 12.1 innings and striking out 16 with just four 
walks. He has allowed just one run in two August starts, most recently going a season-long 3.2 innings last Sunday 
against Reading. Last time Melean made a start against Hartford was on July 8 at Dunkin’ Park where he struck out four 
in three scoreless innings. 
 
NEW TOP 30 RANKINGS: MLB.com re-ranked the top 30 prospects lists for every team in baseball since the MLB Draft 
and the trade deadline. Six current Fisher Cats are in the Blue Jays top 30 prospects. LHP Ricky Tiedemann remains as 
the top Blue Jays prospect and OF Alan Roden remains at No. 7. IF Leo Jimenez has climbed from No. 19 to No. 6. 
RHP Chad Dallas re-enters the top 30 and slots in at No. 14. IF Damiano Palmegiani jumps up ten spots to No. 19. LHP 
Mason Fluharty debuts at No. 28. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (August 19, 2018) – The Fisher Cats wrapped up a series at ARM & HAMMER 
Park with a 12-1 win over second-place Trenton.  New Hampshire staked Jordan Romano to an early lead on homers by 
Max Pentecost and Jon Berti, then erupted for seven in the ninth.  Lourdes Gurriel Jr. hit a two-run homer in the frame and 
finished as one of six NH players with at least two hits.   
 
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: Jose Berrios took a no-hitter to the sixth, but 
Toronto (67-56) lost the opener in Cincinnati 1-0 on a walk-off homer by Christian Encarnacion-Strand off Jordan Hicks.  The Blue 
Jays managed just four hits and went 0-for-6 with runners in scoring position…Buffalo (56-60) pounded Rochester 14-8 with a 16-
hit attack.  Seven players had two hits. Rafael Lantigua drove in four runs with a single and a pair of sacrifice flies. Seven pitchers 
worked in the game for the Bisons. Brandon Eisert picked up the win. Trevor Schwecke allowed two runs in the ninth when brought 
on to pitch the final inning…Eugene won 9-1 over Vancouver (68-42)…and Dunedin (52-60) beat Clearwater 10-7.  Bryce Arnold 
went 3-for-5 with a homer and four RBIs. 
 
COMING UP: The Fisher Cats continue their road trip against the Hartford Yard Goats for the final time this season from 
August 15 – August 20.
