ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

New England Double
The Fightin Phils remain in New England and begin a six-game series at the New Hampshire Fisher Cats, Double-A affiliate of the Toronto Blue Jays, on 	
Tuesday night. It is the 6th-of-17 matchups between the teams this season, and sixth-of-11 in Manchester. The Fisher Cats come to Reading for their lone series 
in Baseballtown from Aug. 13-18. Reading currenly leads the season-series over New Hampshire 3-2, after taking three-of-five in late-June at the Fisher Cats.

Two in a Row from the Dogs
The Fightin Phils earned their second road-series victory of the season with a 8-2 triumph over the Portland Sea Dogs, in the teams’ final matchup of the season. 
Reading was led by a big offensive day, collecting 14 hits. Trevor Schwecke and Ethan Wilson each had three base knocks, while Gabriel Rincones Jr. and Otto 
Kemp both had two. Eiberson Castellano earned the win in his Double-A debut, allowing two runs on four hits over six innings of work, while striking out six 
Sea Dogs’ batters. The bullpen (Francisco, Hernandez and McCollum) combined to go three-hitless and scoreless innings to polish off the series victory.

Castellano Cruises in Debut
Eiberson Castellano wasted no time in picking up his first victory in a Fightin Phils uniform. The 23-year old allowed two runs over six innings, with six 	
strikeouts on Sunday. He became the first Reading pitcher to win their Double-A debut since Andrew Painter did it on Aug. 21, 2022, against Portland at home.

New Guys on the Block
Reading welcomed four new players to the roster prior to last weekend’s series at Portland. Erick Brito, Leandro Pineda, Andrew Walling, and notably Phillies 
No. 3 Prospect Justin Crawford were all called up from High-A Jersey Shore prior to the Portland series. The trio of Crawford, Brito and Pineda combined to go 
9-26 (.346), with four runs scored, three doubles and a home run over the weekend. Walling pitched on Saturday night and worked himself out of a basesloaded 
jam and ultimately picked up a hold. Gabriel Rincones Jr. re-joined Reading from the 60-day IL and homered in his first at bat back on Saturday night.

Picking Up Where He Left Off
Gabriel Rincones Jr. re-joined the Fightin Phils prior to Friday night’s ballgame and made his first start on Saturday. Rincones Jr. now holds an eight-game 
hitting streak and 15-game on-base streak. He has additionally reached base in every game he’s played in this season.

Into The Wishing Well
Lachlan Wells makes his first start in 10 days for the Fightin Phils. Wells was excellent in his last start on July 13, against Akron. The lefty went seven-shutout 
innings, allowing just three hits, and striking out three. It was his second-straight winning decision and third in his last four starts. Over his last four outings, 
dating back to June 25, Wells is 3-0, with a 2.52 ERA. Wells currently leads the Eastern League with a 1.06 WHIP and is second in the league in strikeout-to-
walk ratio at 6.60. The only pitcher with a better stikeout-to-walk ratio than Wells in teammate Robinson Pina, who is at 7.42.

Bombs Away
The Fightin Phils continue to hit home runs at a torrid pace this summer. On June 1, Reading sat fourth in the Eastern League in homers hit with 44. Since then, 
the R-Phils have slugged an Eastern League-best 55 long balls, which leads second place Somerset by nine over that span. That run has propelled the Fightin 
Phils to a tie with Somerset for first in the Eastern League in home runs hit with 97. Second place Erie sit 15 home runs behind both teams for the lead.

This Day in Baseballtown History
July 23, 2006: At Reading, J.A. Happ (7.0 IP, 3 H, 9 K) and Nick Mattioni (2.0 IP, 0 H, 1 K) combine to shutout Connecticut as the R-Phils complete a 4-game 
sweep on the Defenders with a 6-0 decision.  Brandon Gemoll goes 2-for-3 with a triple and three RBI.

Scouting the Fisher Cats
New Hampshire enters tonight after finishing in sixth place in the Eastern League’s Northeast Division for the first half with a 30-38 record. They are sixth in the	
Northeast Division with a 4-15 record in the second half of the season. New Hampshire most recently dropped two-of-three at Harrisburg. Following this week, 
Portland heads to Binghamton. New Hampshire’s roster features seven players ranked amongst the Toronto Blue Jays’ top-30 prospects: Adam Macko (9), Josh 
Kasevich (11), Cade Doughty (13), CJ Van Eyk (16), Dahian Santos (20), Alex De Jesus (22) and T.J. Brock (28).

Fisher Cat Pitcher
Righty, and Blue Jays’ No. 16 prospect, CJ Van Eyk makes the start tonight for New Hampshire. This season, Van Eyk is 2-6, with a 7.03 ERA over 16 games/13 
starts (64.0 IP, 85 H, 27 BB, 60 SO). He took the loss in his last outing on July 11 at Binghamton, allowing four runs over six innings, with six strikeouts. Van Eyk 
was roughed up by Reading in a loss on June 21. He allowed five runs on eight hits, over just 3.1 innings of work. He posted a 10.07 ERA in June, after having a 
stellar 1.88 ERA in May. Van Eyk was limited to just 12 appearances last year between the FCL-Blue Jays, Single-A Dunedin and New Hampshire as he missed 
all of 2022 from Tommy John Surgery. The 25-year old was drafted by Toronto in the second round of the 2020 draft out of Florida State.
