Round Rock took down Toledo by a final of 7-1 on
Friday night at Dell Diamond. With a win tonight,
The E-Train The Express opened the bottom half
of the first with four consecutive base hits. A CF
Dustin Harris single and 1B Blaine Crim double
set up 3B Cody Freeman’s RBI single. LF Trevor
Hauver then singled to left, scoring Crim. C Chad
Wallach then grounded into double play and
scored Freeman, giving Round Rock a 3-0O lead.
Mud Hens CF Jack Dunn and RF Ben Gamel both
singled to begin the fifth inning. 2B Hao-Yu Lee
grounded into a fielder’s choice and scored Dunn
for Toledo’s first run of the night. The E-Train
responded with another three-run inning in the
bottom of the fifth. Crim sent Harris home with a
double off the wall, then Freeman hooked a double
down the third base line to score Crim. DH Tucker
Barnhart followed with a sacrifice fly for his first RBI
of the year and Round Rock led 6-1. Crim recorded
his third base hit of the night in the sixth inning,
sending Harris home from second and extending
Round Rock to a final score of 7-1.

Express RHP Adrian Houser is set to make his Dell
Diamond debut. He is coming off of 5.0 innings of
one-run baseball with one hit, one walk and five
strikeouts on Sunday in Tacoma. He tossed 4.2
innings of no-hit baseball before allowing a solo
homer. The right-hander has made 152 appearances
and 104 starts for the Milwaukee Brewers (2015,
2018-2023) and the New York Mets (2024).

Express CF Dustin Harris, 1B Blaine Crim and 3B
Cody Freeman combined to go 10-for-15 on Friday
with three doubles, four RBIl and seven runs scored.

CRIM KEEPS IT GOING

Express 1B Blaine Crim extended his hitting streak
to 12 games, dating back to last season. His average
exit velocity is second in the PCL (96.1 mph) among
players who have seen 50 pitches this year. He is
first in the PCL in hits (14) and third in OPS (1.290).
Since the start of the 2023 season, Crim is first
in the PCL in doubles (67), fifth in homers (43),
second in RBI (179) and fourth in walks (144).
