ANOTHER COMET COMEBACK
Round Rock fell 9-8 on Thursday. Express 3B Cody
Freeman cleared the bases with a double to make
it 2-0 in the first. RF Eddie Rosario responded in
the second with a solo homer. Round Rock SS
Jonathan Ornelas hit a sacrifice fly and extended
the Express lead to 3-1in the second. A sacrifice fly
from SS Alex Freeland in the third cut the E-Train
lead at 3-2. The Express plated two in the sixth
after four consecutive singles and a sacrifice fly
from LF Alex De Goti. In the seventh, 2B Alan Trejo
walked with the bases loaded and put the E-Train
up 6-2. Oklahoma City rallied with a two-run single
from DH James Outman and a two-run homer
from 3B Michael Chavis in the eighth to tie the
game. The E-Train took the lead on a Foscue single
making it 7-6 going to the ninth. Freeland doubled
to score one in the ninth before Rosario launched
his second homer of the game, a go-ahead two-
run blast extending the Comets lead to 9-7. CF
Evan Carter came in for Strahm after the eighth.
He homered in his lone at-bat in the bottom of the
ninth. The solo shot would be all for the E-Train.

Express RHP Dane Dunning is set to make his third
start of the year. He is 0-O with an 11.81 ERA (5.1 IP,
7 ER) with more walks (6) than strikeouts (4). The
30-year-old was sent outright to Round Rock to
start the year. Entering 2025, he leads all Rangers
in starts (95) and innings (538.2) since the start of
2021, and his 95 starts over than span are 11th-most
in the A.L.

SLOWING DOWN OKC

Oklahoma City has tallied 32 runs through the first
three games of the series. Going back to last year,
E-Train pitchers have allowed six or more runs in
each of the last five contests with the Comets. In
the last 17 series the two teams have played, Round
Rock is 3-12-2 against Oklahoma City.

LEAVE ROOM FOR CRIM

1B Blaine Crim extended his hitting streak to 17
games dating back to the end of 2024 and he has
a hit in his first 12 games this year. He leads the PCL
in hits (22) and is second in batting average (.431).
He is tied for third in on-base percentage (.482)
and tied for second in extra-base hits (9). In 2024,
the righty posted a slash line of .304/.398/.582
with six home runs against Oklahoma City.

LOOKING TO LOCK IT DOWN
Round Rock pitchers have allowed 43% of their
runs in the eighth and ninth innings this year. They
have lost four of their seven games despite leading
heading into the eighth inning. Express relievers
own a 5.76 ERA (38 ER/59.1 IP).
