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May 11: RubberDucks 2, Somerset 1: Cooper Ingle launched a 
two-run home run in the bottom of the eighth to put Akron ahead in 
the series finale and earn the series win. 
 
Game 1 starting pitcher: Rodney Boone gets the ball in game one 
of the doubleheader today for Akron. The left-hander will be making 
his seventh start of the season and second career start against the 
Baysox. Last season, Boone allowed one run on one hit and four 
walks in two innings at Prince George’s Stadium. Last time out, Boone 
tossed 4.1 scoreless innings with three strikeouts against Somerset. 
 
Game 2 starting pitcher: Rorik Maltrud gets the ball in game two for 
Akron. The right-hander will be making his first career start against the 
Baysox and his seventh start of the season. Maltrud is coming off 5.1 
scoreless innings allowing just two hits while striking out a career-high 
nine against the Patriots last week. Since allowing five runs in Erie on 
April 19, Maltrud has allowed just one run on seven hits while striking 
out 16 over 15.2 innings combined over his last three starts. 
 
The Ride: The RubberDucks pitching staff was on an incredible ride 
to open the Somerset series. The RubberDucks tossed a shutout in 
three straight games (5/6-8) for the first time since 2021 (Sept. 2-4 vs 
Altoona) and third time since moving to Canal Park in 1997 (May 10-
13, 2002 at Binghamton and vs Portland). During the shutout streak, 
the RubberDucks tossed 27 scoreless innings allowing 12 hits and 
four walks while striking out 35. The 27 scoreless innings streak was 
the longest since 2021 when the RubberDucks tossed 30 scoreless 
innings allowing 13 hits and 10 walks while striking out 36 from the 
eighth inning on Sept. 1 and ending in the second inning on Sept. 5. 
The RubberDucks have not thrown four consecutive shutouts since at 
least the club’s move to Canal Park in 1997. In Akron’s four wins 
against the Patriots last week, Akron pitchers allowed just one run. 
 
Born to run: The Akron RubberDucks are flying around the bases in 
2025. Akron is second in all of MiLB and MLB in triples with 16 (only 
Inland Empire 66ers have more with 19). CJ Kayfus, who was 
promoted from Akron to Columbus on 4/28 still leads the Eastern 
League in triples with four while Travis Bazzana and Kahlil Watson 
are tied for second with three. The RubberDucks are also stealing 
bases at an impressive rate. Akron ranks ninth in Double-A and 
second in the Eastern League with 47 stolen bases. Of the 11 Double-
A teams with 40+ steals, the RubberDucks have been caught stealing 
the third fewest (11 times). Alex Mooney is second in the EL with 13 
steals while Tyresse Turner is fifth with 10. Dayan Frias has stolen a 
base in each of his last three games played and six times in nine 
games played in May. 

RubberDucks travel to the Baysox: Akron and Chesapeake will 
face off for the first of three meetings this season and the only 
meeting between the two clubs at Prince George’s Stadium in 2025. 
Akron went 13-5 against the Baysox last season including splitting the 
only trip to Bowie, MD 3-3. Akron leads the all-time series between 
the two franchises 335-270. Top prospects in this series include: 
Guardians (MLB.com): #1 IF Travis Bazzana, #8 C Cooper Ingle, 
#29 RHP Austin Peterson 
Orioles (MLB.com): #11 RHP Nestor German, #12 C Creed Willems, 
#20 RHP Juan Nunez, #25 RHP Trace Bright 
 
Heating up: Travis Bazzana has been on fire as of late. The 2024 
No. 1 overall pick in the MLB Draft is on a nine-game on base streak 
during which he is batting .306/.375/.556 with three doubles, two 
homers and three RBI. Since April 27 against Richmond, Bazzana 
has picked up a hit in 11 of the 13 games he played including a three-
hit performance against Somerset on May 8. In that span Bazzana 
has 14 hits including six going for extra-bases. Since the calendar 
turned to May, Bazzana is hitting .275 with a .841 OPS in 10 games. 
He's also swiped three bases in May. 
 
I’m on fire: The Akron RubberDucks starting staff has been on fire 
this season. Akron starters lead Double-A in wins (10) and ERA (2.41) 
while also giving up the fewest hits (99), runs (41), earned runs (40) 
and taking the fewest losses (5). Austin Peterson (1.65) and Aaron 
Davenport (2.34) rank second and seventh in the Eastern League in 
ERA. Davenport (.161), Peterson (.195) and Tommy Mace (.200) 
rank third, seventh and eighth in the EL in average against. 
 
Ingle rakes: Cooper Ingle is riding a season long nine-game on base 
streak. During the streak, the Akron catcher is batting .355/.500/.710 
with 11 hits, five doubles, two home runs, eight RBI and nine walks. 
 
Glory Days: The RubberDucks 20-10 start to 2025 was the team’s 
best start to the season since 2016 (RubberDucks started the season 
20-9). The RubberDucks continue to be on a similar pace as 2021 
and 2016 league championships teams after starting 5-0 and 10-6 
(2016 team stared 5-0 and 10-3, the 2021 team stared 6-0 and 10-5). 
 
College: The RubberDucks have become a place for college 
teammates to reunite over recent seasons. The 2023 RubberDucks 
saw the reunion of former Florida Gators teammates Tommy Mace, 
Jack Leftwich and Franco Aleman. In 2025, Travis Bazzana, Kyle 
Dernedde and Justin Boyd have reunited for the first time since 
2022 at Oregon State (Bazzana and Dernedde played together at 
OSU in 2023 as well). The Beavers finished 48-18 that season before 
falling to Auburn in the Super Regionals.
