
WAGNER BLASTS TWO MORE HOMERS IN BIG WIN OVER CORPUS:
Behind two Max Wagner home runs, the Frisco RoughRiders beat to the Corpus Christi Hooks 9-5 on Saturday night from Wha-
taburger Field. Frisco (14-12) hopped in front in the second inning on a Keith Jones II RBI groundout and an Ian Moller RBI single 
to lead 2-0, but the Hooks (12-14) answered with three runs in the bottom of the third to take a 3-2 advantage. Frisco answered right 
back in the fourth against Derek True (2-2) when Moller clubbed an RBI double and Wagner crushed a two-run shot, pushing the 
lead to 5-3. Jones tallied another run with an RBI single in the fifth and the Hooks returned fire with a run-scoring passed ball in the 
bottom half, to make it 6-4. Wagner then towered his second home run of the game in the sixth and Frisco scored another pair of 
runs in the seventh on a bases-loaded walk and a double play, ballooning the lead to 9-4. Yamal Encarnacion added a home run in 
the eighth for Corpus, but it was not enough. Ricardo Velez (3-0) threw 2.0 scoreless innings to capture the win.

THAT TAIL IS WAGNERING:
Max Wagner has introduced himself well to his new teammates in this series, homering 4 times in his first 3 games with the Riders. 
In the 4 games, he is hitting .364 ( 4-for-11)/.417/1.455/1.872 with 4 homers, 5 RBIs and a walk. Wagner was signed as Minor League 
free agent by the Rangers on April 22nd. In 2025 with Double-A Chesapeake, Wagner hit just five homers in 87 games, batting 
.218/.301/.339/.640. A former second rounder by the O’s out of Clemson in 2022, the Green Bay, Wisconsin native played four seasons 
in the Baltimore organization before his release in Spring Training of 2026. 

AN AMAZING MONTH IN THE BOOKS:
With the first month of the season done, the Riders can look back at an extremely successful April on offense. Frisco’s 33 home runs 
in the month were the most since May of 2022 (44 home runs in 26 games, the most in recorded franchise history since 2005), while 
they slashed .276/.362/.458/.820 and averaged 6.5 runs per game (recorded franchise record, min. 24 games in a month) with an 
RoughRiders April record 156 runs. Their .820 OPS was the third-best full month in recorded franchise history, trailing just June of 
2007 (.892) and April of 2008 (.846). Keyber Rodriguez’s 29 hits came within 1 of the April RoughRiders record of 30 (done 6 times, 
most recently by Luisangel Acuña in 2023). Frainyer Chavez scored 24 runs in the month, setting a new recorded franchise record 
in April (breaking the previous record of 21 by Alejandro Osuna in 2025). Orlando Martinez’s 10 doubles are a Riders April recorded 
franchise record and tied for the fifth-most in a month ever. 

DAVALILLO DEALING DIMES:
RoughRiders starter David Davalillo threw the first quality start of the season for the RoughRiders on Sunday against Tulsa, striking 
out 10 over 6.0 shutout innings. His 10 strikeouts tied a career best and were the most in a start for the RoughRiders since Leandro 
Lopez struck out 10 on July 24th, 2025 at Wichita. On top of being just one of 10 Double-A starts this year with 10 or more strikeouts, 
it was just the 6th time in recorded franchise history (since 2005) that a RoughRiders starter whiffed 10 in the month of April, when 
most starters are still ramping up their pitch count. Kohl Drake dropped 10 K’s over 4.1 innings in a April 23rd start last year, but 
before that, Emerson Martinez was the last RoughRiders starter to K 10 in April, doing so on April 18th, 2019 against Midland. The 
Frisco strikeout record holder is Robbie Erlin, who chopped down 14 Corpus Christi Hooks via strikeout on June 26th, 2011.

GIMME THAT OFFENSE EARLY AND OFTEN:
The RoughRiders have been swinging the bat well in their last 8 games, going 6-2. During the stretch, it’s been the Frisco offense 
that’s helped them to victory, scoring 62 runs to lead the league (7.8 R/G), slashing .267/.372/.466/.838 with 12 home runs. Frisco’s 31 
runs in the first inning this year are the third in the minors and the best among non-Triple-A teams , hitting a MiLB best .337 (35-for-
104) in the first with 6 home runs. Frisco’s 37 homers are the most in recorded franchise history (since 2005) through 26 games and 
4th in Double-A this year. The Riders and Tulsa Drillers are the only two Double-A teams with 8 players who have three or more home 
runs. 

ORLANDO, WHERE DREAMS COME TRUE:
Riders outfielder Orlando Martinez has been one of the best hitters in the league this year. After collecting five doubles in the first 
two games of this series combined, he is tied for the Texas League lead with 10 two-baggers. He places 8th in the league with a .312 
batting average, 10th in OPS (.918), T-10th in RBIs (18), T-6th in hits (29) and T-6th in extra-base hits (13). In his last 16 games, he is 
batting .349 (22-for-63)/.423/.651/1.074 with 10 doubles, 3 homers, 15 RBIs and 10 runs. The owner of 10 multi-hit games this year, he 
has not hit safely in more than three games in a row this year.  

YOU WANT THE HITS, WE GOT UM:
Through 26 games the RoughRiders are 1st in the Texas League with 241 hits. They are first in the league in batting average (.273) 
and 1st in runs (169, 6.5 runs per game). The RoughRiders have not led the Texas League in batting average since 2014. Frisco has 
scored 8 or more runs in 38 percent of their games (10-of-26). The Riders are 2nd in the Texas League in homers (37) while they are 
T-1st in SLG (.458) and 1st in OPS (.820). For perspective, the Yankees led MLB last year with a .787 team OPS. 

VS. CORPUS CHRISTI:
The Riders went 12-11 against the Hooks in 2025 and have gone 37-20 (.649) against the Astros affiliate since the start of 2024. Since 
2021, the Riders are 63-45 (.583) against Corpus Christi despite their losing record against the Hooks in their franchise history (287-
291). In both 2024 and 2025 combined, the Hooks’ .366 winning percentage is worst in all of Minor League Baseball.

ABOUT DAVID  
-Pronounced David (not da-VEED) dah-vuh-LEE-oh.

-In 2021, he was signed by the New York Mets for $30,000 as a free agent, but did not pitch. After the 
contract was voided, he then signed with the Rangers for $10,000 in 2022. 

-Father, David, has spent 16 seasons as an MiLB coach in the Mets organization and was named the 2019 
Mets MiLB Coach of the Year as the NYM Culf Coast League manager. Both his grandfather, Pompeyo, and 
great-uncle, Vic, played Major League Baseball. His younger brother, Gabriel, signed with the Angels in 
January of 2025 as a catcher and is currently their No. 14 prospect. 
  

2026 SEASON
-Begins the 2026 season as the No. 7 prospect in the Rangers system, per MLB.com. 

-Threw 5.1 innings of shutout baseball in first start at Corpus Christi on 4/4.

-Tied a career best with 10 strikeouts against Tulsa on 4/26 over 6.0 shutout innings. One of just two April 
starts in the Texas League with 10+ strikesouts (Kade Anderson, ARK, 11 on 4/10 vs. WCH).
  

2025 SEASON
-Entered the season as the No. 16 prospect in the Rangers organization by Baseball America. He also was 
listed as having the best curveball in the organization by Baseball America.

-Dominated in first 10 starts in High-A Hub City, going 4-0 with 1.09 ERA while striking out 68 batters in 
49.1 innings to just 11 walks. 

-Went 3-0 with 0.96 ERA over five May starts, whiffing 35 in 28.0 innings to just four walks while holding 
opponents to a .152 batting average against. He was named South Atlantic League Pitcher of the Month. 

-Finished the season 3rd in the Rangers organization with a 2.43 ERA (Josh Trentadue led the way with a 
2.34 ERA) and tied for 2nd with 119 strikeouts. 

-Along with teammate Leandro Lopez, Davalillo was one of 12 MiLB pitchers to throw at least 100 innings 
and have an ERA under 2.50. 

-Davalillo (along with Lopez) was one of 15 MiLB pitchers last year with at least 100 innings pitched, 22 
games started and an under .200 batting average against (.198). 

-Only 5 MiLB pitchers accomplished both of the feats in the last two bullets, two of them were Lopez and 
Davalillo.

-Led all of Minor League Baseball (min. 20 GS) with a 1.88 ERA in 22 games, 21 games started. He never 
allowed more than three earned runs in a single outing between Low-A Down East and High-A Hickory. 

-Was named Carolina League Postseason All-Star.

Comer returns to Double-A Frisco in 2026 after managing at the High-A level over the last three seasons. The native of Mansfield, Texas will 
enter his 10th season with the Rangers and his second in Frisco.

In 2022, Comer helped pilot the Riders to their second Texas League Championship in franchise history, serving as a development coach. Over 
the last three seasons, Comer managed High-A Hickory (2023-2024) and High-A Hub City (2025), going 197-191 (.508).

Prior to Frisco, Comer was the hitting coach for the High-A Hickory Crawdads in 2021, after serving as a coach at various levels of the Rangers 
system from 2016-2019.

The former University of Texas at Arlington catcher played two seasons in the Atlanta Braves organization, reaching High-A Lynchburg in 
2012. He was drafted by Atlanta in the 29th round of the 2011 draft after four seasons at UTA.

St. Clair joins the Riders as the pitching coach after leading a Hub City staff that finished third in the SAL with a 3.50 ERA in 2025. St. Clair also 
will serve as the assistant pitching coordinator in the Rangers farm system in 2026.

Initially, St. Clair came to the Rangers as a coach in the Dominican Summer League in 2022 before serving as a pitching coach for the ACL 
Rangers from 2022-23. Before professional baseball, he spent two and a half years as pitching coach and recruiting coordinator at North 
Carolina Wesleyan College.

The right-hander pitched three professional seasons in the St. Louis Cardinals system from 2017-19 after he was picked in the 24th round of 
the 2017 June draft, making 88 outings for the organization’s Rookie and Single-A affiliates. 

The Winston-Salem, North Carolina native played four years (2014-17) at Division II Lenior-Rhyne University in Hickory, N.C.

Hart returns as the hitting coach in Frisco for the first time since he served as the RoughRiders hitting coach from 2012-2019. Before that, 
most recently, he was the Major League hitting assistant for the Miami Marlins under current Rangers manager Skip Schumaker.

In 2015, Hart was named the Mike Coolbaugh Texas League Coach of the Year for his work with the Riders hitters. Prior to joining Frisco, Hart 
spent two seasons as the hitting coach with Low-A Hickory. His tenure with the Rangers began after he assisted the Single-A Clinton staff 
with coaching responsibilities for a portion of the 2008 season and continued when he accepted the role of hitting coach for the Arizona 
Rangers before the 2009 campaign.

Hart played professionally for parts of eight seasons from 1998-2006, with stints in the Oakland, Texas and Minnesota organizations. He made 
his Major League debut with the Rangers in 2002, when he batted .267 (4-for-15) with three doubles over a span of 10 games. He missed the 
2004 campaign following the removal of a benign brain tumor, but returned to the field in 2005 and hit 21 home runs in 128 games with 
Frisco.

Originally drafted by Oakland in the fifth round of the 1998 draft, Hart was acquired by Texas in a January 2002 trade with the Athletics. He 
attended Southwest Missouri State University, where he paced the conference in homers in 1997 and was named a Missouri Valley Conference 
All-Star in 1998.

Hernandez joins the RoughRiders for his first season with the 
Rangers organization.

During 2020, Hernandez managed the Texas Collegiate League 
Frisco RoughRiders after the MiLB season had been canceled. 
In 2025, he served as a bench coach for Triple-A Jacksonville 
and spent 19 seasons with the Marlins as a coach and 
coordinator. As part of that stint, he served eight seasons as a 
manager, most recently in 2022 with High-A Beloit.

Hernandez started his coaching career at the University of 
Mobile in 1993 as a hitting coach and stayed there through 
2001. From 2005-2006, Hernandez served as the hitting coach 
for the Independent Pensacola Pelicans.

Brown makes his Double-A debut in 2026. Before being the 
athletic trainer for High-A Hub City in 2025, Brown was the ACL 
Rangers athletic trainer in 2024. 

Brown was also a student athletic trainer at Slinger (Wisc.) 
High School (2022) and Carroll University in Waukesha, Wisc. 
(2021). 

The Louisville, Ky. native holds an associate’s degree in Biology 
(McHenry County College), a Bachelor’s degree in Exercise 
Science (Upper Iowa University), and a Master’s in Athletic 
Training (Carroll University).

Sullenger joins the Riders in 2026 as the Development Coach. 
He made his professional managerial debut in 2021, leading 
the ACL Rangers.

Before joining the professional ranks, Sullenger led the 
baseball program as head coach at Biola University in La 
Mirada, California, from 2013-2018.

Additionally, he worked one season in stadium operations 
for the Tampa Bay Rays. Sullenger attended Spotswood (Va.) 
High School and went on to play baseball at Florida Southern 
College (one season) and Liberty University (three seasons). 

He holds a bachelor’s degree from Liberty and earned a 
master’s degree in Kinesiology with a focus in Athletic 
Administration/Coaching from James Madison in 2003.

Platts is back with the RoughRiders for his third season and his 
fourth in the Rangers organization in 2026.

In his first year, he was the strength and conditioning coach for 
the Low-A Down East Wood Ducks before spending a season 
with the Cubs, working in the Dominican Summer League. The 
Canadian completed his strength and conditioning internship 
with the University of Iowa athletic department in 2022 and 
spent four years with the Okotoks Dawgs Baseball Academy 
from 2019 through 2022.
