LAST NIGHT: The Amarillo Sod Poodles (14-14) fell to the Wichita
Wind Surge (14-14), 9-4, on Tuesday night at HODGETOWN.
Wichita’s offense exploded for seven extra-base hits in the game,
beginning with Kala’i Robinson’s homer to lead off the second. A
pair of walks followed and a wild pitch moved a runner up to third
base, setting up a sac fly for Jose Salas to post a crooked number
in the frame for the Wind Surge. Another solo shot off of Ricardo
Olivar’s bat that put Wichita ahead 3-0 in the third. Sam Armstrong
held Amarillo without a hit over four innings pitched, but the Soddies
broke out on a two-run double from Druw Jones in the fifth. A second
Wichita sac fly put the visitors up 4-2 in the sixth and Garrett Spain
and Kyle DeBarge continued their team’s trend of extra-base hits on
the night when DeBarge hit a two-run dinger to complement Spain’s
triple. Runs in each of the home seventh and eighth kept the game
close until Olivar deposited his second home run of the night onto the
right field berm for three insurance runs in the top of the ninth.

SERIES WOE-PENERS: The Sod Poodles fell to 0-6 in series openers
in 2026 with Tuesday’s loss, extending the club’s longest drought in
club history to begin a season...four of those introductions have fallen
on Tuesdays, where Amarillo has a 12.44 ERA (47 ER/34.0 IP) and
2.09 WHIP in those games.

EXTRA! EXTRA!: The Wind Surge had seven hits in Tuesday’s game,
all of which were for extra bases...it is the only game of its kind by an
opponent against the Sod Poodles in the franchise’s history.

LUIS YOURSELF: With a pair of base hits, Jansel Luis recorded his
ninth multi-hit game of the season...only Junior Franco has more
multi-hit games (10) for the Sod Poodles this year...Luis and Franco
each stole a base on Tuesday, maintaining their tie for the team lead
with seven swiped bags.

HOME IMPROVEMENT: Amarillo’s bullpen allowed six earned
runs in five innings and contributing six of the team’s eight walks
last night...Soddies relievers have fared better on the road as they’re
posting an 8.57 ERA (83 ER/55.2IP) and 1.99 WHIP at HODGETOWN...
in their last two series at San Antonio and Midland, the bullpen had an
8-2 record with a 2.73 ERA (16 ER/52.2 IP) and 0.97 WHIP.

STRONG-ARMED: Sam Armstrong no-hit the Sod Poodles over 4.0
IP in his start on Tuesday, the first pitcher to do so in 2026...the last
starter to hold the Soddies hitless was San Antonio’s Ryan Bergert on
August 15, 2024 over six full frames.

BUCKING THE TREND: Left-handed hitter Gavin Logan recorded
his first extra-base hit against a righty with his double in the bottom of
the fifth inning...Logan has been much better against southpaws this
season, batting .417 (5x12) in same-side matchups with three home
runs, while he has just three hits in 36 tries against right-handed
pitching in 2026.
